SPAIN EEFOSES TO HELD

Riglit of America to tlie Philip-

pines Denied.

SAGASTA IKSTBUOTS IUOS

Ordered to Maintain Spanish
Against "the Pretension

of the American V Our Demands
Regarded a a Jlreach. of the
Ternis of the Protocol.

Madrid, Nov. 3. The government lias
telegraphed to Senor Montero Rio?, presi-

dent of the Spanish Peace Commission
at Paris, Instructing the- - Commission to
maintain the rights of Spain against the
pretension of the Americans of their right
to keep the Philippines.

This claim, the government tegards as
a breach of the terms of the protocol,
wherein the Americans agreed merely to
occupy Manila until the treaty of peace
wns concluded.

Premier Sagasta has expressed his hope
that the Americans will modify their de-

mands, allowing Spain sorr.e compensa-
tion hfthe event of their retaining the
islands.

The Epoca says that the Americans are
mistaken In their assumption that cession
to another power of certain territory does
not Imply that power's recognition of the
debts contracted by the territory ceded.
All of the treaties concluded in Europe
or America prove the contrary. The
American demand.", the Epoca continues,
are contrary to what the Spanish colo-

nies did when they separated from the
mother country. The Americans are
dominant only in Manila and Cavlte and
the protocol only establishes them In
temporary occupation, hence Spain has
a perfect right to claim possesion of all
of the Philippines.

The State Department authorities are
at a loss to understand how the Spaniards
at Madrid have been able to distort the
demand of the American Peace Commis-

sioners into a violation of the spirit of
the protocol. That instrument. In which
Sagasta acquiesced completely and au-

thorized M. Cambon to sign August 12

last, contained no allusion to the Philip-

pines that was capable of any miscon-

struction. The third article provided

"that the United States will occupy the
city, bay and harbor of Manila pending
the conclusion of a treaty of peace which
shall determine the control, disposition
and government of the Philippines."

BATTLESHIPS AT. HALIFAX

Powerful Cruixcw of Great Ilritain
lieing; Put in Heiullness for Im-

mediate Aetlve
011 Torpedo Uoatt ISeiufr Iteplaeed
With Genuine Armament.

London, Nov. 3. Contrary to custom
tho movements of the British warships
in foreign waters today were not entered
in the daily admiralty list.

Orders have been issued to dockyard
otllclals at all English stations and they
received strict orders forbidding them to

in preparing tor possioie iii juiucbt
Special orders have been Sent to Hali-

fax, where the battleship and
the gunboat Columbine are the only war-

ships now in port. The cruisers Pelican
and Cordelia are at Sydney, C. B., where
French warships coal. That place is
also tho headquarters of the French fleet
in British waters.
It Is said the vessels have gone there

to find what coaling facilities exist.
There the commanders of the warships
at that port are in steady communica-
tion with Admiral Fisher at Halifax.

The work of preparation on the Re-

nown, at Halifax instituted early this
week, on orders from the admiralty, Is
completed.

Two torpedo boats ar kept at Halifax
ordinarily with dummy torpedoes on
board. These have been replaced by gen-

uine torpedoes. The" commander of one
of these boats has been 'ordered to hold
himself In readiness to proceed to Syd-

ney. Two powerful crulstrp are reported
to have been placed in commission at
Devonport for this station.

ENGLAND BUYING COAL.
. -

Ilurrj- - Order to Purchase "War Sup- -
plicK in Philadelphia.

Philadelphia, Nov. 3. The probability
of a war between England and France
has received fresh impetus "here by tho
action of England in purchasing a large
amount of American coal for immediate
delivery at her West India naval stations.

In response to hurried cablegrams from
London, ship brokers engaged In the
West Indian trade spent tile greater part
of yesterday searching for tonnage suit-
able to transport the coal from Philadel-
phia and Newport News to points where
It will be most convenient for English
war craft to fill their bunkers. The first
shipments are to be sent to Kingston, to
be followed by vessels for Bermuda, St.
Lucia and Demarara, which are the prin-
cipal ports In the West Indies subject to
Great Britain. It Is alsu proposed to
discharge a part of the purchase at St.
Thomas, a Danish island, .where hulks
will be used. '

It is reported that two British war-
ships have been ordered her,e to undergo
slight repairs, which, under ordinary
circumstances, would have-bee- n made at
either Halifax or tho Bermuda Islands.

DEFENSES OF HONGKONG.

Slejre Guns Beintr Hnnstlly Monnted
at the British Port.

It is announced from
Cleveland that 'Senator Hanna, chairman
of the Republican -- National Committee,
is making preparations to open the Presi-
dential campaign of 1900 immediately af-

ter the elections next week.
The decision of Senator Hanna to take

this step is not without significance. His
friends claim thai it will be merely car-

rying out a program decided on by the
Ohio Senator some . time ago; that the
result of the fall elections will have no
bearing on the case one way or the oth-

er.
However, it Is pretty well understood

that Mr. Hanna did not Intend to make
any undue haste In opening the Presiden-
tial ball of 1900 In the event of his party
being successful at the polls this fall. A
formal indorsement by the American peo-

ple at the ballot box .of President McKin-ley- 's

Administration would, in the judg-
ment of Senator Hanna and his asso-

ciates, practically insure Mr. McKinley's
renomlnatlon Jn. 1900, without opposition,
and also his Therefore they
would not at least deem It necessary to
expend money to get McKinley's fences
in order to make, sure of his renomination;
It would be much better to save their
cash and raise another "educational fund"
to be used in the campaign two years
hence.

The fact that Mr. Hanna is getting
ready to launch a new McKlnley Presi-
dential boom next week is only capable
ai one construction and that is that Mr.
Hanna ieaUzes that the battle of IS'JS is
already lost, and that it will be necessary
for the friends of the President to go
to work at orice if they even hope to
save Mr. McKlnley from being turned
down in the Republican national conven-
tion of 1900.

Senator-Hann- a and the Administration
clique are only looking at the congress-
ional contests. They have not been con-
cerned In the success of Col. Roosevelt
In New York, Col. Stone in Pennsyl-
vania, or any of the various State can-
didates of their party as they have re-

alized that any "Indication" or Indorse-
ment of the Administration could only
'come through the of a Repub-
lican Congress. All of the energies and
boodle have been put forth to "save Con-
gress." They will doubtless continue to
wOik op to ilib uid'hoplng against hope,
but as shrewd men they realize the In-

evitable and are preparing 10 act accord-
ingly.

COLONEL HARTSUFF" TESTIFIES.

Colonel Denhy. of the A7rer HeTIef
Hoard, Sole Examiner.

Col. Denby, single and alone, examined
today Col. A. Hartsuff. deputy surgeon
general and chief surgeon of the army at
Camp Thomas. All the other members of
the Alger Relief Commission are out of

the city.
There was nothing startling in the tes-

timony of Col. Hartsuff. It was pretty
much like most of that already taken by
the Commission. He said there was diff-

iculty in getting supplies when the camp
was first established, but eventually the
command had practically everything need-

ed. Col. Hartsuff expressed the opinion

that much of the trouble arose from the

The Province of Puerto Principe, Cuba,
will be evacuated between the 20th and
22d instant and the Spanish garrisons
there will be relieved by a brigade from
the First Corpa (Gen, Wilson's) now en-

camped at Lexington and Knoxville. The
Spanish commissioners at Havana have
given Gen. Wade positive assurances thit
they have completed arrangements to f

surrender this important province which j

lies next westward of Santiago on those
dates, and orders are being prepared by
Gen. Corbin today to assemble the se-

lected American regiments at Savannah
within ten days and embark them on
transports November 15.

It was ordered today that six troops of
the Sixth U. S. Regular Cavalry and the
Third Regiment of Georgia Volunteers
proceed at once to Nuevltns, Cuba, and
the remaining six troops of, the Sixth Cav-

alry and the Fifteenth Regiment of Reg-

ular Infantry jo Puerto Principe.
"These regiments will "be prepared at

i

once for embarkation," read the order.
"They will be equipped and rationed for j

ninety days and furnished with the nee- - j

essary wagon transportation and medical !

supplies.
Brig. Gen. L. H. Carpenter. U. S. Vol-

unteers, will command the troops, with
headquarters at Nuevitas. His staff will
consist of Capt John E. McMahon, ad-

jutant general; Capt. William K. Alex-

ander, quartermaster; Capt. William N.
Loveland, commissary, and Major Will-

iam F. de Neldman. surgeon.
They will be landed at Nuevitas on No-

vember 20, the date which has been
agreed upon for the Spanish to leave
that city and two of the regiments will I

prepare to proceed by railway to the city j

of Puerto Principe, the capital of the !

province of that name In time to reach
there the 22d of this month.

Nuevitas, on the north coast, and Puer-
to Principe, in the interior, are the only
places requiring garrisons.

The regiments comprising the brigade
will be announced in a day or two.

This province is one of the most populous j

and richest of the island, containing the !

tenor, must ue arrisoneu. the later,
place can be reached by rail from the I

port of Tunas de Zaza on the south.
About December 15 the Spaniards hope

to evacuate Matanzas and Cardenas, as
well as the rest of Matanzas province, ad-

joining Havana. This province will also
be garrisoned from the First Corps, leav-
ing the Second and Seventh Corps for the
occupation of Havana and Pinar del Rio
provinces. The Secord Corps will be dis-

tributed through these two provinces be-

fore January at various small
ports on the north side of the island
from Matanzas to Bahla Hondo, Inclusive.
The 1st day of the new year 1SS0 is to be
marked by disembarkation of Gen. Lee's
Seventh Corps in Havana Harbor, as the
garrison of that city and Its fortifications.

The Maryland Sound Money
Cluh Levies Tribute.

CIBCULAK LETTER ISSUED

Government Employe Are Solicited
at Their Home A Threat Implied.
CommlMMloner Procter Says It Is a
Practical Violation of the Civil

, Service I.avr.

C. D. Judson, secretary of the alleged '
Sound Money Club of Maryland, with
with headquarters in the Metzerott Build-
ing in this city, is another of the officious
politicians who is seeking- under subter-
fuge to extort money from the clerks in
the various department. This Is suppos-
ed to apply especially to clerks from the
State of Maryland.

Below are printed two letters from Sec-

retary Judson, which upon their face,
bear threats to those to whom the let-

ters are addressed, that unless they be-

come members of the allegd Sound Mon-
ey Club of Maryland some action will
be taken in their cases, the inference
being- that unless they subscribe under
this threa't. they may be dropped from
the pay rolls of the department

Mr. Judson has a sign on his door in-

dicating that he Is a lawyer and an en-

thusiastic advocate of sound money. Mr.
Judson, it is alleged, has been devoting
a great deal of his valuable time to

national honor, and the impres-
sion prevails that his Idea of upholding
national honor at the present time is to
secure money from the Government"
clerks to help out that cause, whether
they desire, to become members of the al-

leged organization or not.
Mr. Judson is supposed to have some

knowledge of the civil service law. Hav-
ing a sign on his office door as that of a
lawyer, it is presumed that he has famil-

iarized himself ulth the various statutes
contining the civil service provision.

Mr. Judson has not addressed theje
communications to clerks to their de-

partment addresses, but has sent them to
their places of residence. ThU Is regard-
ed as an evasion of the civil service regu-

lations. It seems to be a
fact that Mr. Judson's methods are

those of subterfuge In order to secure
money from the Government clerks for
the purpose of being used in the cam- -
paign for the benefit of the Republican
party.

Mr. Judson does not claim to be a Re-

publican, but Is working in the interest
of the alleged "Sound Money Club of
Maryland," and- - upholding the national
honor. In this particular case national
honor is presumed to refer to the Re-

publican party, and that is why Mr. Jud-

son wants as many members as possible
to join the alleged club.

Hon. John R-- Procter, president of the
Civil Service Commission, was seen to-

day by a Times reporter and shown Jud-

son's letters. He admitted that in his
opinion It was practically a violation of
the civil service law, but as the solicita- -
tlons were not made directly to the
cIerIS in the department. It could per
haps be construed as an evasion of the
law. Upon this point, however, Mr. Proc-

ter said there had as yet been no decis-

ion. He indicated that in all probability
the matter would be investigated.

Those who are Informed upon the sub-
ject realize that it Is simply another
scheme of Mark Hanna to extort money
from the Government clerks.

While it has not been publicly asserted,
every clerk has been made to understand
that unless he contributes to any and all
oZ the chmes Proposed, It is only a
question 01 time wnen tnelr neads will be
lopped off and partisan Republicans
placed in their stead.
