CUKRENCY IN PORTO RICO.

Tin Report of I. C. lliiitiui. Former
Co n mi I at Situ Juan.

The State Department gave out todaj
an Interesting and important report on
"Currency in i'oito Rico," from Philip
C Hanna, former United States consul
at San Juan He savs.

"I am informed that in the veai 1S93,

up to which time Porto Rico hud for its
monetarj unit the Mexican silver dollar,
Spain called in the Mexican silver dollars
from Porto Rico and Issued a special
coin known as the Porto Rlcan peso, for j

the exclusive use of the island. Bankers
tnd merchants here inform me that said j

of sliver amounted to between ",- -
J0,(KW and S.OW.OOO pesos, and it is their

belief that about 6,000,000 silver pe-- are
in circulation here at this time Part of
said issue having been carried awa,
and tjuiie an amount having been lost
and destroved, I am of the opinion that
5OO0tXfO is about the correct estimate of'
the amount of silver pecos still in circu- -
lation in Poito Rico and this group of
Island- -

"This coin, which is about the size of an
American silver dollar, is of light weight
and Is estimated to contain about 33 to 40

American cents worth of silver The peso
Is the moretarv unit the basis of trade
in this group of Islands The Spanish
bank of Porto Rico which has its head-
quarter- at San Juan, Issues paper which
con-i- ts of piomi-e- s to pa so manj pes-

o-. There is alo a bank of isue at
Ponce which Issuer the same kind of pa-
per The silver and the paner inonej
have alwajs circulated at the same rate,
excepting during the late war, when the
people of Ponce became skeptical con-
cerning tha soundness of thex Bank of
Spain at San Juan and refused for a time
the paper of its issue However, I think
the solvency of the Bank of Spain of
Porto Rico, at San Juan, is now a gen-eial-

accepted fact, and its paper circu-
lates throughout the island as usual.

"The peso of this island has alwas
fluctuated like wheat on the Chicago
Bonrd of Trade Since I have been In
this Jland I have seen the peso nearlj
at ptr with American moiey, and with-
in ten daj an American dollar was
worth $180 of the peso Gold was old
here during the war as high as and
in some parts of the island. I am told,
as high as J2 70 When the United States
arm landed at Ponce, the rate of ex-

change at Ponce was $2 Zz, and in other
parts of the it was higher, but
our people began to need change, and
the bankers took advantage of the situa-
tion, with the result that within two
weeks United States monev cropped from
12 25 to Jl 50 "

prevalent during the week

An Increase of 4 was noticed in the
deaths trom affections of the nervous sj'd- -

lem Iheie was also .n Increase of thrcs
in deaths from diseases of the heart and
5 in the number of deaths from consump-
tion

There was a decrease of from 12 to 9

in mortalitj from acute lung diseases and
from i to 1 in diarrhoeal Of the
zvmotic diseases there were four fatal
cases of tjphoid fevei a ai five of diph-

theria.

ment numbered lt

VOTING IN ALBANY COUNTY.

Democrats Treat HvnnMicmiM to a
Surprise.

Albany, N. Y., Nov. 9. It is doubtful if
there is a more surprised and disgusted"
lot of Republicans In the State today
than those of Albany County. At the
close of one of the hottest fights in their
history they left the polls jesterday sati-

sfied,' from all outward appearances,
that they had won. So great was their
confidence that Chairman Cantlne, of
their county committee, at 6 o'clock gave
out a statement, claiming the county by
more than l,Q0p. By 9 o'clock they knew
that the countj had been captured b the
Democrats.

Members of the county committee are
too dazed to talk lucldlj on their defeat,
fcut are inclined to chaige it to the brew-
ers and saloonkeepers, intimating that
the Democrats had opened a barrel of
monej in every election district. The
trutli Is that William Barnes, Jr , chair-
man of the Tcepublican State executive
committee, and leader of the partj in this
county, was outgeneraled by Anthonj
N Brady; who managed the Democratic
campaign, in connection with United
Stateb Senator Murph and former Gov.
Hill

Voting during the day was lapid and
continuous, and there was no disturbance
It was thought that nearly everjbody
voted "straight," and In one district
thirlj-fou- r votes were cast in ten min-
utes.

More than half the vote was in bj noon,
with Indications that the Democrats weie
running behind, although the returns
prove that this estimate was worse than
nonsensical It was believed, however, by
careful politicians in the. Republican
ranks, and was not denied b the Demo-
crats 'I he whole game of the winners
appears to have been a silent one.

The mar-
ket of toduj" is generallj- - anal zed as
showing that the Stieet wi-h- to see
Roosevelt elected and wished for a Re-
publican Hou-- e. It is supposed that with
the first of these wishes fulfilled the
Wall Street people are blinded for a time
to the large probability that the House
will be Democratic. As to the future
course of prices in sscurjties the conser-
vative view, except tint or ine most op-

timistic, is that there will be no boom
even if bv anj chince the Republicans
win the Hou-- e 'Hit reasons for this
are simple 'Ihej have verj- - little to do
with the prosperltj of the countrj. At
this time prices are hlh Thej are
nearlj at the record for the jear, al-

though that record compires erj well
with any in the last tn jears. Except
in the industrials, which are not controll-
ed bj trade condlt.on- - to anj-- great ex-

tent, it must certalnlj- - be said that
prices now are satisfactor.v There has
been a prosperous summer for
the railro ids and it N certain that
the winter can offer nothing better. The
chances are that the general average of
earnings will not be -- o gooi

There Is a general belief that the Brook-lj- n

It Is on tin- - idea that the stock or
the former ha- - been strong during the
past few dav- - The acquisition of the
Nassau svstem is undoubtedlj an excel
lent thing for tlie Brookivn road as it
gives it. praetlcallv. control of the entire
Brookivn situation.

Southern and Louisville and Nashville
have shown a fine strength for some dajs
past. It Is probable that this cannot last
much longer The cessation of the jellow
fever senre which had ret trdetl the ad-

vance of these securities allowed them to
regain their lelatlve posltlors on the list.
Now, however, thej will hardlv do better
than the remainder of the market If thej
keep up to it The enormous vleld of cot-
ton thi- - jear will undoubtedlj make busi-
ness for them, but It - to be remem-
bered al-- o that prices now on cotton are
so low that the south generally must
suffer badlj.

The price on cotton is a question of the
utmost importance to so main people that
Its phenomenallv low range is attracting
more and more attention The low rec-
ord for cotton has been reached. Last
week at one time in New York the price
was 4 97 cents a pounil; and the high for
the week was on'v 510. The Southern
farmers are questioning now if this
price Is not below that of production.
The ratio of profit is verv small, at the
be-- t. There is no particular reason to
expect better things in the near future.
All the Indications are that the crop
will be as large as the record crop of
last jear; if. indeed, it does not exceed
those tremendous figures.

There is verj little new to offer re-

garding the Sugar situation. There Is
still large talk among the bear- - that Su-

gar prices will be still further reduced
this week. On the other hand, the bulls
talk of the trust acquiring control of a
large part of the raw sugar output.
