Soldier LnwleMicxK,
The leports of riotous and ruffianly

conduct on the part of American troops
in Porto Rico and in Cuba are to be
received with caution. It is inevitable
that among thousands of soldiers away
from home in a country where whatever
civilization may have existed Is sus-

pended as a consequence of war, a few
scoundrels will be found to engage in
lawlessness when opportunity offers;
but it is also inevitable that every act
of disorder will be magnified, especially
by persons who have been misled by
demagogues into an unwarranted dis-

trust of the troops. Even in this city
we have had experiences of a few
drunken soldiers from Camp Alger cre-

ating disturbances, but the men who
were guilty were exceptional and did
net represent the army. There is no
doubt that in Santiago province in
Cuba, the colored troops especially are
subjected to Insults and assault and
any effort to defend themselves is mag-
nified into a causeless liotous demon-stiatio- n

against a ieaeeful populace.
In Porto Rico there are hands of bri-

gands who Infest the districts where
our soldiers are few and thej-- commit
depredations that are charged to the
Americans by the Spaniards who have
returned to their homes and are as bit-

ter against the men who drove out the
Spanish army as Pando or any other
rabid enemy. We have no right to
doubt the efficiency of General Wood
and General Brooke and if there are
abuses by their soldiers they will be In'--v

stigated and the offenders punished,
"without any orders from Washington.
Such reports as this morning's news

brings are not worthy of credence or
if they are true, it is certain that order
will be restored by the American com-

manders. The 'Cuban Junta will make
a mistake if it tries to create political
capital out of it. In assuming command
of districts In any of the Islands our
officers issue orders prohibiting all
forms of lawlessness on the part of the
troops and affording the same protec-

tion to the people that American citi-

zens In Xhe neighborhood of a garrison
enjoy. When, as In this country, drunk-
en soldiers are guilty of excesses or any
violation of the orders, they are pun-

ished.
The fact that the agents of Spain are

busy in every island wrested from that
oppressive nation, fomenting trouble
and aiming particularly to misrepresent
the- purposes and the character cf the
Americans, makes the responsibility cf
the commanders more s&rious; but In
reading the reports of outrages by our
soldiers we should take account of the
disposition of our enemies and the mis-

guided natives to exaggeinte every
fault and magnify every unpleasant in-

cident.

Algcr'.s AttriuK.
A noteworthy and a significant fact

about the recent sessions of the A!ger
Relief "Commission is that General
Dodge appears to have been deposed as
the chief examiner of witnesses. There
is probably an interesting history back
of the appaient fact, if we could get at
it. Long ago there were hints of the
dissatisfaction of one or more mem-

bers of the board, but it had no effect
until after the elections. There is still
an obvious purpose on the part of some
of the Commissioners to direct the testi-
mony so that It will favor the War De-

partment and exclude ugly facts, or at
least to color them in Alger's favor, but
Captain Howell has now and again
asked questions that haw opened the
way to evidence not at all pleasant for
the Secretary of War. In its report of
the proceedings the Herald says:

dence of a desire to make it apear that no
liatbliii- - were encountered by thc troops titlior
in the field or in rciil svili as could
lwt lave lieeii prevented.

It - not tius
that all of tlie cominitliu!i adopted Mich a
HiK" of inquiry. Captain Howell vac a notable ex-

ception, and )k? succeeded in eliciting some facts
trrtiohitr-- r evil of wiiich flic public lus heard
much.

The most important witness examined
on Friday was Dr. Greenleaf. of General
Miles" staff. It Is a suggestive fact
that the questions did not lead him to
recite the difficulty he had in securing a
detail of colored r;r other enlisted men
for sanitary police duty at a time when
he told General Shatter it was neces-
sary to take steps to prevent an epi-

demic of disease. Dr. Senn and others
have related the incident, with the rude
refusal of Shafter. but it was not
brought out by the Alger Relief Com-

mission. No impartial person can read
the proceedings without understanding
that most of the Commissioners desired
to inject remarks or lead the witnesses
to admissions that would palliate the
fault and make the conditions appear
to be unavoidable. Commissioner Wood
bury, for example, persisted in assum
ing, against tue obvious dissent of Dr.
Greenleaf. that the transport horrors
were a necessity. General Beaver came
to the relief of the witness, but Wood-
bury defended the horrors to the last
andeven denied the plain facts all for
the purpose of discrediting the testi-
mony of Di. Greenleaf. If there had
been any doubt as to the whitewashing
purposes of some of the members of
the Alger Relief Commission in the Xew
York mind, it must have vanished then.

In the examination of a private of
the Seventy-fir- st Xew York. Mr.
Woodbury again appeared as the attor-
ney for Alger, reflecting on the charac-
ter of the regiment because of the re-

cent trouble about the chaplain, which
had no more to do with the conduct of
the war than a cat fight in a Washing-Io- n

alley. It was the same when Pri-
vate Henry, Dr. Donaldson and others
were on the stand if Mr. Woodbury
had been the paid lawyer of Secretary
Alger he could not have been more zeal-
ous in attempting to discredit their
statements. There was no lawyer for
the prosecution to uphold the witnesses.

Yet, in spite of this distinct attempt
of the Commission to exclude or color
facts, enough has been brought out to
insure a rich harvest of damning evi-
dence for a Congressional investigating
committee. The testimony of General
Breekinridge Dr. La Garde. Dr. Green-
leaf and others has shown that the di-

rect responsibility lies with the War
Office and indicated an easy placing of
the blame for the defects and neglect
that bore immediately on the army. If,
with the strongest desire to protect Al-

ger, the Commissioners have not been
able to shut out all proofs of the truth
of every charge made against the War
Department, what may we expect from
a dommittee that is determined to reveal
the truth?

Camphor oil, fans, matting, manganese
ore, paper (Gampishi), paper ware, por-
celain and earthen ware. rugs, hempjute
and cotton, rags, silk piece goods, raw
silk, silk handkerchiefs, Ilabutai silk,
straw ware, sulphur and teas.

ISnglnnd started the railway system in
Japan and was given the precedence, but
this year the United States took the lead
with the exportation of $1,191,900 against
&W.120 for Great Britain. The contest for
supplying Japan with railroad iron lies
between England and the United States,
alul lhis country is rapidly gaining prece- -
deuce.

In cotton-spinnin- g machinery rhe United
States doe3 not materially help to supply
the vast quantity of machinery required
in Japan. This state of affairs should be
looked into carefully by enterprising
American manufacturers of machinery, as
cotton spinning in Japan is rapidly on the
Increase, involving a brisk demand for
equipment.

Large paper mills have been established
and the United States leads in the expor-
tation of paper-makin- g machinery. In
electric machinery the United States leads
all other countries, and the demand is
constantly increasing. Flour is supplied
almost exclusively by this country on ac-

count of the superior quality furnished.
British India has gained largely in the

exportation of raw cotton, but In the re-
port of the foreign chamber of commerce
at Kobe It was stated that the working
of American cotton both reduced the
running expenses of the mills and Increas-
ed their capacity to turn out the finished
product.

TlIE'OItlGIX OP KOOTHALL.

The football game, "which is one of the
most interesting and popular of sports,"
is one of the oldest games extant. It was
originated in Italy In the sixteenth cen-
tury and., was In vogue until the year
1790, wheti its popularity stiosided. The
accompanying illustration is reproduced
from a drawing now in the national libra-
ry of Florence, representing a game play-
ed In the year 1CSS on the occasion of the
wedding of Fe'rdinando di Medici to .Be-

atrice Yilolonte di Baviera, all of which
is perhaps authentic and certainly Inter-
esting.

Away back in time, we find that "Nau-sica- a
of the white arms" was engaged

with her maidens playing a game of ball
when Odyssey first put In an appearance.
Several centuries afterward, games were
played in England with inflated balls,
called the bollls. They were of a charac-
ter not calculated to impress upon the
mind of the spectator a complete Idea of
mildness and gentleness. Later on. In
England, Edward II may be found dis-
coursing upon "hustling over great balls"
as a very dangerous pastime, and one
noxious to the nation. In 1G0S, Manches-
ter, England, had a series of football
games, and It is recorded that after each
contest the town was devoid of glass in
the windows. Along about this time, it
was Sir W. Davenant, according to Max
Pemberton, who remarkea that football
was not a very "conveniently civil sport."

Strutt, when asked his opinion on the
football of the day, wrote: "The

exercise being exceedingly violent, the
players kick each other's shins without
the least ceremony, and some are over-
thrown at the hazard of the limbs." Wal-
ter Camp,-i- n one of his most valuable and
interesting works on football, makes men-
tion of the fact that it originated among
the Greeks and Romans In the twelfth
century, and that Its progress was very
seriously retarded by the triumph of the
Puritans in the eighteenth centurv. 1 ese
deductions, while interesting, are, of
course, matters of small amount so far
as they relate to the real origin of the
game, and if its true origin could be
traced would still be matters of small
moment, for the reason that the game of
football of the last decade resembled the

e primitive sports under the same
calling as blue milk resembles cream. The
chaps who .in times gone by kicked a
bladder until it bursted with a report like
pistol were wholly unlike the football
players of the Yale, Harvard and Prince-
ton 'varsity teams of today. There exists
the same difference with less harm works
on football, makes mention of the press
and the ox cart of the ancient Romans.
The football games between England and
Scotland amounted to riots nearly always,
and quite frequently battles, yet today
serious injuries on the field are few and
far between, and fatalities of rare oc-

currence.
With the advent of the Rugby game, the

change to a fair and sportsmanUke sport
began. It has gradually been enhanced
until the game is now commonly regard-
ed "as the, highest of all athletic pastimes
and one of the most scientific.

of magnetic iron ore. such as hematite.
The Swedish government has encouraged
mining exploration by granting to the dis-
coverers of previous unknown ore depos-
its valuable mining privileges, charters
and rewards.

the location of covered veins of ore with
out excavation or boring. A compass
needle freely suspended so as to rotate
a verticle axis will In any latitude take
a certain position dependent upon the in-

tensity of the earth's magnetic field or
lines of magnetic force a point.

If. now, a permanent magnet Is ap-

proached to such a needle sufficiently
near to neutralize this set, where there
are no ore bodies, should the needle then
he brought within the range ot the muu- -

ence of a body of magnetic ore Its read-
ings vary according to the nearness of th
ore and its size and character. By plot-
ting out readings obtained in this way
it is possible to locate "accurately tlie
greatest masses at ore. Another instal-
ment in which the needle is suspended
on a horizontal axis is being extensively
ufiert. This can also be compensated for
the earth's magnetism, and manipulated
so as to give one only the component
force of the concealed beds of ore.

In view'of the effectiveness of these two
instruments in locating ore bodies, it is
remarkable that they have not been more
extensively employed in prospecting flew
territory. In a paper read before the
British Iron and Steel Institute attention
was directed to the benefit Swedish min-
ing Industry has received through their
agency, and stating tnat except in a iew
isolated cases In the United States and
Finland the method is practically un-

known, although it offers the practical
mineV a most valuable instrument.
