There was a dearth of interest in the
proceedings in the Senate today, so far as
the public was concerned. The tameness
ol yesterday's opening evidently led the
public to belicne that it might expect lit-

tle of interest to develop today, and as a
consequence then was only a scattered
few in the galWies.

A conspicuous figure on the floor of the
chamber was former Vice Pre.-ide- Levi

P. Morton, of New York. He entered
shortly before the Senate was called to
order, and stood on the Republican side,
chatting with Senator Hanna and other
prominent Republican?. After the prayer
lie took one of the vacant seats and re-

mained on the lloor during the early pan
of the proceedings.

The chaplain's prayer was followed by

the reading- of the journal after which

til" routine business was proceeded with.
On the desk of the Vice President reposed

a huge pile of documents, which he im

mediately laid before the Senate. J hey

consisted of petitions, reports and various
routine matters.

At 12:li o'clock a message from the
President was announced and presented
by Assistant Secretary Pruden. It trans-
mitted the report of the Hawaiian Com-

missioners which was referred to the
Committee on Foreign Relations without
being read.

Senator Morrill, of Vermont, presented
to the Senate two resolutions passed by
the Vermont legislature.

The first referred to the brilliant
achievement of Rear Admiral Dewey find
favored the temporary revival of the rank
of admiral to be conferred upon the gal-

lant naval oiiicer. The second referred to
the heroism of Captain Elmer E. Clarke,
of th? Oregon, and also a native of Ver-

mont. The thanks of the legislature
were extended to Captain Clarke, togeth-
er with condolences for his physical disa-

bilities resulting from his participation in
the battle of Santiago.

SenatorMorrill gave notice of his inten-
tion on next Tuesday to call up Senate
bill 1S7C. The bill refers to the purchase of
a tite on which to erect a building for the
accommodation of the Supreme Court of
the United States.

Hale rejHjried a bill-fro- the
Committee on Naval Affairs reviving the
ranks of admiral and vice admiral, and
also a joint resolution for the commem-

oration of the sailors killed in the de-

struction of the battleship Maine by the
crction of a suitable monument.

Senator Chandler offered a resolution,
which he wanted refer, td to, the Commit-

tee on Naval Affairs, providing for an ir

by that committee as to whether it
is desirable to install and use on the ships
of the navy the pneumatic tube system.

Senator Vest introduced a resolution to
the effect that under the Constitution of
the United States no authority is given
to acquire territory to be held permanent-
ly by this Government in any of the colo-

nies of "European nations except for coal-
ing stations unless permanently organized
into States or Territories. The resolution
was laid over until tomorrow when Sena-

tor Vest will submit remarks on the sub-
ject.

Several bills were introduced to repeal
the war revenue bill and paragraphs
thereof, all of which were referred to the
proper committees.

Senator McMillan introduced a bill to
provide for the establishment of a mu-
nicipal hospital in the District of Co-

lumbia.
Bills on the calendar at the point readi-

ed at the last session were then taken up
and conskleied.

The Senate adjourned at 1:3) o'clock
until tomorrow at noon.

thai steamer In allowing her to proceed
to sea on the evening of November 26,

and to make particular Inquiry In regard
to the, character of the lifeboats and lite
preservers used upon this steamer.

Uuullucntious of Voters All Hurt
Rend. Vj.calc and Write the Eng-

lish or Hawaiian Lun&unse.

The Hawaiian Commission report was

sent to Congress today: also a minority

report signed by Sanford B. Dole, former-

ly president of the Hawaiian Republic.

Dole does not coincide entirely with the

other Commislsoners.

The Commission at the same time hand-

ed in a bill which Mr. Cullom introduced
in the Senate providing for the organiza-

tion of the Territory of Hawaii, practi-

cally on the same basis that our own Ter-

ritories have been- organized. They like-

wise have prepared bills relating to Ha-

waiian coinage of silver and silver certifi-

cates and to postal savings banks in the
islands.

The legislature of the proposed new ter-

ritory will consist of fifteen senators to
hold office five years, and there are to

be thirty representatives for a term of

two years. One of the most Important

sections relates to the Qualifications of

voters as follows:

"All white persons, including Portu-

guese and persons of African detcent,

and all persons descended from the Ha-

waiian race, on either Uie paternal or

maternal side, who'- were citizens of the

Republic of Hawaii immediately prior to

the transfer of the sovereignty thereof,

to the United States, are hereby declared
to be citizens of the United States."

Senators in the territorial legislature
must be thirty years old, shall have re-

sided In the islands three years, must
have J2,C0o worth of property or a yearly
income of 51,000.

Representatives must be twenty-liv- e

years old, possess? property of $500 value
or an income of $230 a year.

Voters, must speak, read and write the
English or Hawaiian language. All vot-

ers are required to register..
The President of the United States Is to

appoint the Federal oflicers jut as he doe

in our Territories as at present organized

The main point to which

Dole objects is the failure of the United

States Commissioners to recommend the

appointment of a Territorial cabinet. He

thinks there should be one. Provision is

made yi the bill for recolning the Ha-

waiian silver at the San Francisco mint,

and this business will be all closed by

1902.

DELAY IN REPORTING
THE NEW ARMY BILL

The Military Affairs Committee Han
.Not Yet Concluded Its

I.flmrR.
Chairman Hull, of the military affairs

committee, was not able to complete the
bill to increase the army In time to Intro-

duce it In the House today. He hopes to
be able to do so tomorrow.

The bill is simple In its provisions, only
providing for the increase of the array
to 100,000 men. No special privilege of en-

listment without medical examination is
offered, but the Secretary of "War will
have authority to provide for this by reg-

ulation if so desired. Enlistments have
been suspended, owing to the fact that
those who join the "army at present can
demand that they be discharged when the
treaty of peace Is signed.

Hill Introduced by Cliiilruitiu Hilt
Providing for :i Territorial

Form.
Chairman Hitt, of the Foreign Affairs

Committee, today introduced a bill pre-

pared by the Hawaiian Commissioners
providing for the government of the isl-

ands.
The bill provides for a territorial gov-

ernment similar to that of the other terri-
tories of the United States, with a gov-

ernor, two houses of the legislature, a
delegate In Congress, 'etc. The bill pro-

vides further thai' all white persons and
other persons ofPprtuguese and native
Hawaiian decent shall become citizens of
the United States.

Any articles imported into Hawaiian
between the date of "annexation and the
adoption of this bill must pay the regular
duties into the United States. All other
articles are free, r ,

It Decide the-- RlKlit of Legitimate
Merchant! to Give Trading;

StjinijiH.

Harry King, jr., proprietor of the dry
goods establishment known as King's
Palace, was acquitted in the Police Court
today of conducting a gift. enterprise. The
case is unusually Important In that by
reason of the opinion of Judge Kimball,
any legitimate merchant In the District of
Columbia may give to his customers trad-
ing stamps.

The title of the case was "The District
of Columbia against Harry King, jr."
The information recited that the defen-

dant gave tohis customers a device pop-

ularly called a trading stamp, and that
when a customer had obtained a speclli d
number of these stsunps their holder
would be entitled to a premium of cq: al
value to the face value of the Btamp3.
The information charged that this con-

stituted a gift enterprise within the
meaning of the law.

The defendant, when arraigned In the
Police Court this morning, pleaded not
guilty and demanded a trial by jury- - Mr.
King was represented by Leon Tobriner
and the Government by Messrs. Mullow-ne- y

and Pugh. The defendant admitted
the facts as stated, but maintained that
In giving these stamps to customers he
was within the law.

Mr. Tobriner brought out clearly that
there was no analogy between the case at
bar and the once famous "trading stamp
cases." In those cases the trading
stamp company was not a mercantile con-

cern In that no merchandise was sold.
The company sold its stamps to mer-

chants and then as these customers filled
their books, the company redeemed the
stamps In premiums. The vendors of the
stamps took the chance that a certain
percentage would not till their books, that
is, that only a certain percentage of the
stamps sold to merchants would be pre-

sented for redemption.
It was held by the Court of Appeals of

the District of Columbia that this was In
violation of the statutes against gift en-

terprise.
All these objectionable features were ab-

sent In the case at bar.
In his charge Judge Kimball directed the

jury to bring In a verdict of not guilty,
it not having appeared that the defendant
had violated the law. Judge Kimball
said that these stamps, as given by Mr.
King and redeemable by him in presents,
were In the nature of a cath discount
on the goods he sold.

Any merchant had a right to give 1 Is

customers a discount. In fact, tills was
a practice among certain met chants
which had never been called Into ques-

tion. For years merchants had given
away cards entitling their customers to
presents. A merchant. If ho desired to
do so, had a legal right to sell his goods
subject to discount.

The jury found as directed and Mr.
King and his counsel received the con-
gratulations of their friends. A large
number of merchants attended the trial
and were interested spectators.

It will be observed that nearly the en-

tire unexpended appropiiation of the
War Department is reappropriatel, wl ile
only about one-fift- h of that assigned to
the Navy Department is similarly treat-
ed.

The principal heads of expenditure in
the War Department are as follows: Pay
for volunteers, $15,155,623; pay for regu-
lars, $3,992,852; subsistence, $11,S7G025;

CONTROL OF AFHABVES
GIVEN THE DISTRICT

An Important Iloiifce Bill Paused Iy
tlie Semite To-

day.
The Senate today passed House bill

10294, being an act providing that the Dis-

trict Commissioners shall have the exclu-
sive charge and control of all wharf
property belonging to the "United States
or to the District of Columbia within the
District.

The Commissioners are empowered to
make all needful rules and regulations
relative to the same. All rents and wharf-
age to go into the United States Treas-
ury, one-ha- lf to be placed to the credit of
the United States and one-ha- lf to the
credit of the District of Columbia. lo
lease can be made for a . longer period
than ten years.

Recommendations of Secretaries of

War and Other Oilfcials.

A Henri n- - Today Hcforerthe House
Committee on Interstate and

Foreign Commerce' Affair.

The Committee on Interstate and For-
eign Commerce of the House gave a hear-
ing this morning to a number of citizens
of the District of Columbia and of Alexan-
dria County, Va., who appeared In advo-
cacy of the building' of a. bridge connect-
ing "West "Washington with the Govern-
ment reservation at Arlington. The esti-
mated cost the bridge is- - $1,250,000.

The committee consisted of Representa-
tive Rixey of Virginia, Frank Hume, R.
Ross Perry, J. C. Clements, Former Sena-
tor Henderson of Missouri, A. B. Graham
and J. F. Drain.

Representative Rixey explained the
wishes of the committee. R. Ross Perry
followed with an eloquent speech In advo-
cacy of the project and J. C Clements,
former commonwealth attorney of Alex-
andria County, presented a written re-

port In favor of the bill, the adoption of
which he urged. Frank Hume answered
many question In explanation of the pro-

visions of the bill.
Several former attempts have been made

to secure the right to build such "a bridge.
The report submitted by Mr. Glements
follows In part:

"Since ISiG to the present time the build-
ing of this bridge has been repeatedly
urged upon the attention bf Congress by
successive Secretaries of War, chiefs of
engineers, and quartermast'u- - general of
the army. At the last pension of Con-

gress the quartermaster general of the
army, reptesenting not only his own
views, but stating that he came by direc-
tion of the Secretary of War, went before
the committee and strenuously set forth
the entire inadequacy of the present
means of communication with the largo
military post at Fort Myer, the Insecure
condition of the Aqueduct Bridge and the
fact that It would take twice the time to
reach the Capital thereover In an emer-
gency than would be required for that
purpose under the conditions pre?enled by
this bill."

Inserted at this point are the reports
of the Secretary of War, quartermaster
general and other officials of ,1110 War De-
partment, submitted to Coagre-- s since
1S91, all of which urge tht: construction
of the bridge, setting forJi at great
length the necessity for it. m:c1 the feasi-
bility of the project. The repot t then
continues:

"The necessity for a fne highway
bridge from the city of Washington to
the Virginia shoie, and situated absut
midway between Long Bridge and Aque-
duct Bridge, appears to be so gener-
ally recognized that It is not thought
necessary to more than refer to St In tri3
report; and that the line of the prop se:I
bridge from some point of the Naval

grounds, or some- - point near
them, to the Arlington estate, is the best
and most advantageous, appears to be
readily conceded by all who have exam-
ined the subject.

"The approaches on this line on each
"sido of the river would be entirely on land
belonging to the Government, excepting
possibly on the Washington side between
the Naval Observatory Grounds and Po-
tomac Park. No formidable engineering
difficulties are expected In the construc-
tion of a bridge at this locality. A study
of the accompanying- - map, in connection
with a map of the District of Columbia,
shows that this line would he the short-
est and most direct one for' the greatest
part of the travel between Washintgon
and Arlington.

"The principal question that now pre-
sents itself is, what kind, of a bridge
should be built? A free bridge at this
locality would at one furnish a favorite
avenue for driving, as well as for pedes-
trians and wheelmen."

The report was left with-- the House
Committee on Interstate .and Foreign
Commerce for consideration.'

Mr. Snlscer Speaks of Hi Menxiire
for Inquiring; Into the Conduct

of the "War.
3Ir. Sulzer of New York, referring to

the resolution introduced by that gentle-
man in the House of Representatives yes-

terday providing for an investigation of
the conduct of the war under the direc-

tion of the House committee on mllitary
affalrs, says: "It Is obvious that the
public has no faith in the whitewashing

and attention to which thd soldiers were
entitled were not given. A Congressional
committee has the power to administer
oaths, to summon witnesses and to produ-
ce'-books and papers."

the back."

At this point the State announced that
they had an important witness whom they
expected to have this morning, and had
used every effort to produce, but could
not get until the noon train. The court
declined to suspend the case, and the
Slate rested.

The opening statement for the defense
was then made by Mr. He five
an account of Barron's actions through-
out the day, reaching the time of the
shooting. He said they wou'd prove that
Barron and Parker were at the bar wait-

ing to be served with beer. Keyworth
came behind the bar and resumed his
abuse of Barron during which Keyworth
reached down where the beer mallet was
kept, saying at the time: "If ou haven't
enough, 111 give you enough." He drop-

ped the beer mallet, however, and turn-
ing reached to the place where the pistol
was kept. Barron then shot In

supposing that ICeyWorlh intended
to take his life.
