Perhaps it is natural that thoughtless

Venoms should demand of the Cubans ex-

actly the forbearance and moderation in
dealing with Spanish soldiers that the
proclamation of the American Commis-f-fcme- rs

urge, on them. Unfortunately for
their 'plans of courtesy from Cuban to
Spaniard, the men who fought for three
years for independence, and who were re-

fitted the treatment usually accorded to
human beings; who saw their families
butchered oi their women outraged or
women and children starved to death In
a deliberate policy of annihilation unfor-
tunately, they have human qualities.
They are not disposed to forgive fiends
who do not ask pardon or to embrace
treacherous enemies who have a knife
ready for a &:ab in the back. A Cuban
who should feel toward the Spaniards as
i&t Commissioners, suggest, and who
bhould treat them as guests or as any-
thing but the monsters of iniquity they
are, does not deserve the freedom ho
fought to seeure. He is forced to tolerate
the Spauibh foldiers there for the moment,
but that he should cease to hate them with
his whole soul is neither to be expected
nor desired. As a matter of common sense
and for his own protection, he should keep
out of their way, but if he happens to be
insulted bj one of them, he should not be
blamed if lie kills him. No men alive have
any such cause of hatred as the Cubans.
To say that because they do not treat the
Sjmniards, soldiers or civilians, with cour-
tesy they should not be allowed to take
part in a celebration of freed Cuba, is to
punish them for a righteous wrath, with-

out which they would be lower than dogs.
The Spanish citizens of Havana are all
Yeylerites, and did more than Spanish
soldiers the tyranny of Spain.
They are worthy only of hatred, and any
who happen to fall by Cuban bullets only
get their deserts. Of course the Ameri-
cans are bound to preserve order, and to
lo it they must suppress Cuban ven-

geance; but this does not imply that the
Cubans arc wrong in their bitterness.
There is not a single home left on the
island outside the cities, and one-ha- lf the
population has been killed or starved to
death by the Turkish Spaniards nearly
three times the number of all the people
of the District of Columbia, men, women
tmd children.

To Alifilixli TrciUiiipr.
It Is surely absurd to suppose that by an

pot of the legislature Jt is possible t
yi event men from treating one another to
brinks. Jf such a law could stand the
lest of a court decision, it would be evad-

ed even more persistently than prohibi-
tion laws Invariably are. It is a pity, too,
for treating is the cause of more Inebriety
Than is original appetite for liquor. Mod-
ern specialists regard inebriety as a dis-

ease, but often it Is more a disease of the
will, a lack of the power to resist the
Bllurements of good fellowship, than of

the cortical, substance of the brain. There
Is a notable tendency iimong medical men
to relieve mankind of responsibility for
roily and wickedness. That man is u
creature of inherited defects of character,
so wholly without Initiative as tp be un-

able to resist theiclnfluence to any
degree, is a doctrine held by

many Intelligent person?, but themasses
of mankind are nqUprepared to accept all
that,ls Implied iiv'thls. There are obsta-

cles In the way of adopting It In practical
life. At present, anyhow, society will not
believe all criminals are blameless, even
though it Is unable to refute the argu-

ments of specialists.
If we assume that Inebriety is. always a

disease for which the victim is not to be
held accountable, then we must regard
all forms of folly as the outward .symp-

toms of a diseased state. We know that
men drink to excess chiefly for two rea-

sons. The first, and perhaps the most
common. Is to be sociable. A man with
no desire for drink, who would not draw
a cork if left alone, may go to a bar and
drink with a friend according to a recog-

nized custom. To be more sociable, meet-
ing more friends, he may drink to excess
and become intoxicated. To postpone the
pains that follow he may continue to
drink until somebody takes him In hand.
This process may be repeated so often as
to lead at last to an Inordinate desire for
the effects of drink, which the specialist
classes as a disease. The other reason
why men drink too much is that it pro-

duces what Thackeray calls a state of
It suspends

the operation of the moral sense, which,
being the last and highest acquisition of
the mind, is always the first to disappear
in disease and drunkenness. Some men,
when they are in trouble, when they are
angry, chagrined or otherwise distressed,
find relief in this suspension of certain
mental qualities and become less and le.s
able to endure their troubled or jirosalc
normal conditions. Thousands who have
become confirmed drunkards in this way
have reformed ' suddenly and absolutely
and permanently on a mere change of cir
cumstance:, or through some personal in-

fluence.
It does not seem reasonable to- - iv't to

that entimcnt of sociability which leads
men to conform to the custom of drink-
ing together, or that disposition to escape
worry by drinking, as pathological as
constituting physical disease. Th last
state of men who allow such a
sentiment or such moral coward-Ic- e

to carry them into confix med
drunkenness may be called diseased with
some show of reason, but that would hard-
ly justify the enactment of laws to pro-

hibit all social drtn ng. It would be a
good tning if treating could be abolished.
Public sentiment couhl do much to b,inih
it. for it is an absurdity at best, r.ut all
experience shows that a statute, without
the full sympathy of the public, will be
evaded, and that an anti-treatl-

only be another dead-lett- to en-

courage a spirit of defiance of all laws
to promote public morals.

Opposition iti Army
That an enlarged army, with a consid-

erable change in the system, is required
by this country, is the opinion, not only
of army officers, who have special knowl-
edge of our military needs, but of a ma-
jority of public men who have paid any
attention to the subject. It is enough for
the great body of the people to know that
if we had been forced to face a stronger

j enemy than Spain with the army recently
put into tlie field, only the great courage
of the soldiers could have saved us from
shame, while It could not have prevented
reverses that would have compelled a
change of officials in the War Department
and ot at least one commander In the field.
There was appalling incompetency and
neglect in every branch of the service.
The testimony now in possession of the
public shows that the Secretary of War
was not lit to direct the movements of a
regiment and that he was quite as efficient
as the Adjutant General; that there were
defects that would have been fatal to our
army, in a war with a first-cla- power,
in the quartermaster's, commissary, med-
ical, ordnance, and inspection depart-
ments, all primarily due to the system
over which the incapable Secretary of War
had control. The first defense of all the
men who were found to be failures was
that Congress had long neglected the plain
duly of reorganizing and modernizing the
army. There was undeniable truth in
this, although it did not excuse their reck-
less and audacious folly and neglect.

The war having impressed on the minds
of most observing persons the necessity cf
a change in our military organization and
of an enlargement of our army a need
that is increased by the extension of our
military power over the territory acquired
as a result of the war bills for this put-po-

were among the first Introduced on
the meeting of Congress. There are no
less than four in the two houses, while
any number of members have important
amendments to offer. Naturally there are
dlfforenoes of opinion, even among ex-

perts, as to the exact form of staff reor-
ganization, as to the size of tha different
bodies, the relative proportions of the va-

rious arms of the service, etc., and Jor a
committee to draw up a measure that
would meet with general approval is im-

possible. There are certain principles,
however, about which military men who
consider only the interests of the army
are agreed. The most important of these
concerns the. power of the Secretary of
War, who happens in this instance to be
the worst possible man for the office a
man who saw some service as a volunteer
and was a failure, and who beliaves he
knows more than (a West Point man;
who does not hesitate to express his
contempt for military conventionalities.
His selection of a particularly unfit
officer to command the Cuban expedition'
when he had at hand scores of men who
had proved their qualities, shows how any
power of appointment will be abused by
him.

Any bill that adds to the danger in the
choice of army officers by permitting the
appointment of men from civil life with-
out any safeguards as to their qualifica-

tions, is manifestly destructive when we
have such a Secretary of War. There may
be compromises as to all the other issues
raised by military experts, but no com-
promise can prevent mischief unlcte the
appointment of civilians is sternly limited
to men who have 'shown their qualities In

the volunteer service and are passed upou
by a military board. The Administration
has determined to support the Hull bill,
which has this dangerous provision, and
which enables the Adjutant General to do
what he did in the recent war suspend
tho activity of the Commanding General.
The bill perpetuates the conditions that
made the recent army scandals possible
and inevitable. The. President, it i3 stat-
ed, will use his influence with Congress in
favor of any measure lhat has the sup- -

would be inconsiderable if theNAtrniinistrar

position. How serious it wil 'be we can
hardly guess. The Administration has
this Congress pretty well in hand and
may be able to obtain what legislation it
will. It Is possible, however, that enough
members may attack the whole scheme of
enlargement and change of system to at-

tract the interest of the country, and form
a public sentiment strongly against the
Administration plans. For they will have

j a powerful argument in the pernicious pro
visions mentioned. If the .President finds
his influence in the couutrjvwcakening he
may charge it to Secretary Alger, who is
responsible for the chief criticism to which
the President is subject.

It Is evident that the robbers were more
expert than the safe men themselves, as
they quickly opened a lock set for many
hours later, while it took the safe ex-

perts a long time to do it. The facts are
almost Incredible. The lock Is the last
and best product of inventive ingenuity
and was supposed to be perfection. Most
banks felt so sure of it that the night
watchman was looked upon as a useless
employe, and was dispensed with. If we
are to believe safe makers, thero is no way
known to the most expert of honest men
employed by them by which vaults with
time locks can be opened so quickly and
easily. The wonder is that these burglars
Should have exposed their skill for so
small a sum. Now banks will take pre-

cautions so that the robbers cannot have
I free access to the establishments. It is
j another proof that the criminal is an abler

man than the guardian of property the
j safe opener Is more shrewd than the safe

maker, as most criminals are more cun-
ning than policemen and detectives.

Talk of an ICxtrn Sexnion. During
the past week there has been a renewal
of the talk about an extra session ot the
Fifty-Sixt- h Congress. The Administration
it is said is coming around to tho point
where it believes that an extra session is
desirable and --can hardly be avoided.
