A plan to organize
the servant girls of the United States
Into n labor union to regulate hours,
wages and other matters is well on foot.

Ida Christiansen and Henrietta JIul er,
two delegates from the Servant Girl's
Unions of Norway and Denmark, arc
coming here to further the plan and form
the union. These young women have
long been prominent in labor work in
Europe. It was through their efforts
that sen-an-t giils' unions were establish-
ed in France, Belgium, Germany and
Austria. Among the demands of the un-

ions are:
"Work to begin at C:30 j. m. and end at

!) p. ni.; work or attendance upon the
family after m p. m. to be performed at
extra pay.

One af lernoorV free each week and every
other Sunday.

Light warm rooms and each servant to
have her own bed. The matter of wages is
left to the servant to settle.

If the New York union proves a success,
as it is expected it will, others will be im-

mediately formed in other cities and a
strike which may tie up half the homes in
the country may be a possibility in the
future.

Serv.ml girl's unions have been attempt-
ed in this country, notably in Xew Jersey,
but they have always failed. It is said the
failures have been due to the fact that ser-
vant girls preferred to bring their employ-
ers to terms by threats of leaving rather
than by membership in unions in which
dues are demanded.

Mrs. Runyon alleges in her petition that
soon after reaching Morristown her hus-
band began to treat her with extreme cru-
elty. He choked and struck her on sev-
eral occa&ioas, aud remained away from
home night. In 1SSC. the petition says,
there was a quarrel, during which the hus-
band threatened to cut the wife's throat,
and did "draw the back of a razor across
her throat."

On another occasion, she declares, Run-
yon said lie would "give the housekeeper
money for her to go to her mother, or, if
she preferred to commit suicide as he ad-
vised her to do, would have her body sent
to her mother."

Mrs. Runyon Fays that her husband's cru-
elty so preyed upon her mind that she de-
cided to follow his advice, and shutting
herself in her bedroom turned on the gas
and lay down to die. but the housekeeper
discovered her before the gas had done
its wcrk and saved her life.

The Vnnkvc Vehicle to lie Placed
on Sale ly. 13ver City on tlie

Continual.
Chicago, Dec. 29. The draught and the

carriage horses In Europe are to be dis-

placed by of Chicago
manufacture. The warrant calling for the
exchange was signed yesterday when Count
De Jotemps, of Paris, President of the
American Motor, general agency, Paris,
made a contract with the Fisher Electric
Motor Company, of this city, for the deliv-
ery of ,",000 of the Chicago vehicles in the
next ten years.

The money involved in this contract is
nearly $5,000,000. The American Motor
General Agency has its office in the Avenue
of the Champs Elysces, Paris, and branches
in London, Brussels, Vienna and Berlin. It
deals in automobiles exclusively.

Tests have been made with the vehicles
of European manufacture, but they were
found deficient in everything except price.
Then President De Jotemps, who is well
known in America because of his marriage
with Mrs. Bennett, a wealthy widow or
Boston, came across the Atlantic to consult
with manufacturers of ve-

hicles.
His consultation took the form of a com-

petition in Boston. In the race the motor
cycle made by the Fisher company dis-
tanced all its rivals, and so Count De Jo-
temps came "West. He reached Chicago in
the morning, and, after registering at the
Auditorium Annex, sent for Mr. "Wood, of
the Fisher company, the inventor of the
electric vehicle that bears his name.

Mr. Wood soon arrived, and after six
hours of consultation with the French fi-

nancier the contract was signed that will
bring $5,000,000 to Chicago in the next ten
years. The deal calls for the delivery of
not less than 500 each year.

The vehicles are to be of at least, twenty
different designs, ranging from cnbs to the
heaviest of trucks. The delivery of car-
riages for the first year is to begin on
February 1, and six weeks later they will
be placed on sale at the main olfices of
the company and at its four branches. Be-

fore the end of the year it is expected that
other branches will be established in other
laige cities in Europe. "

PASSES HIM A CONVICT

Sentenced for liaising; ClieeliH "While
Aetlnsr as Cleric for Hi

Father.
Hartford, Conn., Dec. 29. A martyr to

his duty to the State, stern and unfli ach-

ing, Warden Woodbridge. of the State pris-
on at AYcthersfield, yesterday watched I1I3

sou enter the prison gate, a convict.
II. Kirk "Woodbrldge had been his fath-

er's clerk, and at the last term of the su-

preme court was sentenced to four ycais'
imprisonment for raising checks while
keeping the prison accounts. Owing to the
crowded condition cf the State prison,
young "Woodbridge and eleven other pris-
oners sentenced about the same time 1 ad
been kept in the county jail until yester-
day.

As they approached the prison Warden
Woodbridge opened the door and btood at
one side while the prisoners, among whom
was his son, marched past him. Not the
slightest sign of recognition passed from
father to son.

Kirk Woodbridge kept his eyes fixed on
his father, but the latter iid not teturn
his glance. Kirk was to him only a con-
vict given into his custody to serve out a
sentence. Warden Woodbridge handed the
prisoners over to Deputy Warden Iiaisden
to be shorn, bathed and placed in stripes.

The board of prison directors met yester-
day afternoon and drew up a letter to
.Warden Woodbridge practically asking for
his resignation. He replied by tendering
his resignation, which the board. It is un-
derstood, will not act upon for about two
months. It was stated in the letter that
the board does not for a moment entertain
the belief that Warden Woodbridge is in
any manner implicated in his son's defal-
cations, but it was deemed for the best in-
terests of the State and to save embarrass-
ment, both to the directors and the war-
den, now that his son is a convict, that a
change be made in the wardenship.

He was held in $500 bail for
trial.

"Have a vinegar

with me," has been u popular remark in
Manorville, L. I.; for a long time. Re-

TUESDAY'S COMMISSION
PRCE1-- S BY BROKERS

New York, Dec. 29. Wall Street is hap-

py, and the clerks, employes
boys fared better this Christmas than

iu many years.
One day's business (that of Tuesday),

which was the most active in six years,
netted the brokers $161,747.7-- in commis-
sions.

The average workman deems hinmeir
fortunate with a dally income of $3, and
the average clerk is more than satisfied
with $5 per day. Members of the Stock
Exchange, however, from this single day's
business, were able to earn on an average
$329.48.

Not a bad sum when it is remembered
that 500 men were able to make that much
aplecg for five hours' work from 10 in the
morning to 3 in the afternoon.

Tt is not strange that the price of Stock
Exchange seats has climbed up pretty well
toward $30,000, when the profits in such
markets as Wall Street is now enjoying
are so enormous. These figures represent
merely the commissions, and do not cover
the profits made in the appreciation in
values on that one day.

The Stock Exchange is by no means a
institution, hence it is certain

that some of the usually active brokers,
who number 500 out ot a total membership
of more than 1,100, made more than $329.43,
which naturally means that some earned
less. They were all, however, as bu3y as
could be, and any one of them gained in a
day more than the average American
workman could in a fortnight.
