Henry G. TVagner said: "The proposed
association, if properly started and back-
ed by some of ihe representative men of
Georgetown, will result in a considerable
advancement to Georg.town's s.

There are to my knowledge a number ot
Improvements which ought to be attended
to at once and the only way to bring them
about is to organize such an association
as the one proposed. I am willing to lend
zny support to the movement."

u. W. Offutt said: Several years ago
Georgetown had a ciuzens' asso-iatio- u.

The organization existed at a lime wheu
such associations were popular tbrough- -
out the District, and at that time much
good was accomplished for George to vn.
But within the past few years the interest
in these representative associations has
died out. Now there beenis to be a gen-

eral revival in pushing improvement's to
the front and it seems to bs the proper
time to organize a representative body of
citizens who will actively and aggressive-
ly interest themselves in promoting the
interests of this sectitn cf tne tity.'

Said George Boteler. of the firm of Crop-le- y

& Boteler: "The association, if prop-
erly organized under the direction of good,
substantial business men, will fill a long-le- lt

need in this section of the city. The
associations of the other sections of the
District hae secured improvements for
their respective parts of the city, while
Georgetown has been at a standstill in this
respect. Something ought to be done im-
mediately and I think tht the proposed
association is a move in the right direc-
tion."

JJ. F. Waddey said: "The proposed as-

sociation is a good thing and I am willing
to with it I think that the
interest cf Georgetown have been more or
less neglected for several years past and
while 1 do not believe in taking money
whfCh 16 due to other parts of the city, I
thiukihat more should be expended in
this section of Washington"

M. Grecnbaum said: "The association
which The Times advocates ought to ma-
terially advance the interests of Georgetown.

The Transport Grant to Leave
Tew York Tomorrow.

Expects to Reach the Philippines
in Fortv-tiv- e Davs.

Gfiicr.Ml l.inrtuu mill "With
Coniininios of Regular Infantry,

on J'tmrtl.

New York. Jan. 1C The first perfected
transport of the United States Army, and
the first troopship to sail from the port
of New York direct to Manila, leaves the
foot of Pacific Street, in Brooklyn, to-

morrow, bound for the Philippinese.
The fine new United States transport

Grant is to carry Gen. Lawton and staff
and the Fourth Regiment of Infantry and
one battalion of the Seventeenth Infantry,
1.S00 men. all regulars.

The officer immediately in command of
the sixteen companies on board the Grant
will be Gen. Robert Hall, who was col-

onel of the Fourth Infantry.
The navj ill be on the ship

who holds' the rank of lieutenant.
The Grant will go through the Suez Ca-

nal. The first stop will be for coal at Gi-

braltar. The next coaling station will be
Port Said, the next at some point in the
China Sea not yet selected, whence the
troopship will sail for Manila.

The oyage, it is thought, will take forty--

five days.
The Grant was the Mohawk, of the At-

lantic Transport line, which was bought
by ihe Government at the outbreak of the
war and fitted up in a crude way for car-
rying soldiers. "When the war ended and
the Government determined to keep the
Mohawk it was decided to make her a
model troopship, and to use every idea in
her construction which could be got from
the building of previous transports, both
in ihis couutry and elsewhere.

The name of the ship was changed to
Grant, in honor of the great civil war gen-
eral, and she was sent to Bath, Me., v. here
the Bath Iron Works took a contract to
make thf necessary alterations for ?S3,000.
But before the work had been completed
the Government had expended Sl.i.OOO.

Marvels have been accomplished by the
constructors, especially wnen it is consid-
ered that the ship was, at first building,
a freighter.

The vessel is 232 feet long, 53 feet beam
and " feet depth of hold. Its tonnage is
3.083. It has twin screws and triple ex-
pansion engines.

The ship has been fitted to carry 2,170
enlisted men 2,000 men, including officers
and crew.

The hold has been used for luggage and
supplies, and the lock boxes of the nen
and the trunks and effects of the officers
have been assigned certain sections. The
ship contains three main decks, the first
two from below having been fitted up into
model sleeping compartments. The bunks
have been arranged in nests of ten, some-
times more. Their detail construction
shows great ingenuity. Everything except
the canvas bottom itself and the lopes
holding it is of metal, the framework
being of zinced iron piping. Each bed can
be lifted bodily from its resting place, and
a sick man can be carried, by virtue of this
arrangement, to the hospital on his own
bed as a litter.

The canvas on which the sleeper rests is
detachable, and if infected can be thrown
away, or, if simply soiled, can be washed
and put back. The canvas costs 19 cents
each. The bunlcrooms are lighted through-
out by electricity.

Much thought has been devoted to the
system of ventilation. The bunk com-
partments are ramified by zinc piping,
branches of which run above each nest of
berths. Fans, large and powerful, pro-
pelled by electricity, blow either hot or
cold air to every part of the ship.

The upper deck is used for mess rooms,
which enable nearly all the men to eat
at a sitting. On this deck also are the
kitchens. The details have been so ar-
ranged that a regiment can be under the
same discipline on ship as in its barracks.

The lavatories contain batteries of sev-
enty porcelain washbowls, with hot and
cold water, together with shower baths,
etc. Quartermaster Capt. Jesse M. Baker
pointed proudly to xhese arrangements for
cleanliness, saying: :

"It is utterly impossible for any sick-
ness to come' on this ship by reason of a
lack of cleanliness."

The cooking for the most part will he
done by a steam. Coffee retorts holding
two barrels of the beverage will furnish
thi? mild stimulant to Uie soldiers.

Particular care has been exercised upon
the hospital, which, with the exception of
me nearness of the beds to each other,
made necessary by ship-spac- e, will com-
pare favorably to a Bellevue ward. Soft,
luxurious beds, fine linen and ample ven
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tilation will make many a soldier wish
he were only slightly ill. The hospital,
which, is on the second deck, is in the ex-
treme after part of the ship, where sea
movement is felt less and where the vibra-
tion is least. It has been entirely isolated
from the rest of the ship, and has its own
kitchen, where a special cook can prepare
the delicacies that sick men require.

The officers' quarters are on the poop
deck, and while comfortable, are by no
means luxurious.

of the District, practically began this
morning. All the branches of the court,
with the exception of CriminaiVCourt, No.
2, presided over during last term by Jus-

tice Bradley, were in session.
The different courts were presided over

in accordance with the assignments made
by the general term on January 3. last,
which is as follows: Circuit Court. No. 1,

Chief Justice Bingham, Circuit Court. No.
2, Justice Hagner; Equity Court, No. 1,

Justice Cox; Equity Court. No. 2, Justice
McComas; Criminal Court, No. 1. Justice
Cole; Orphans' Court, Justice Bradley. On
account of the illness of Chief Justice
Bingham Justice Bradley is presiding in
Circuit Court, Xo. 1. and no reassignment
has been made affecting Criminal Court,
No. 2. Besides these changes of the jus-
tices, some changes among the clerks of
the different courts went into effect this
morning: Mr. F. W. Smith, formerly clerk
of Criminal Court, No. 2. with Justice
Bradley, has been assigned to Criminal
Court.

ernment restrictions. Things have drag-
ged along so that the committee has not
perfected the latter bill. The House pass-
ed an bill. That is now ly-
ing on the table in the Senate, not hav-
ing been referred to the committee, as is
the prevailing custom. Mr. Cullom does
not wish it referred to his committee. He
is anxious to moire to, adopt the House bill,
realizing that if it is referred Senators
Chandrer, Tillman and Chilton may hag-
gle and prevent a. report between now and
the 4th of March. Senator Tillman says
that there is a great deal of feeling over
this matter, and ,he appears to he posi-
tive that things are in such shape that
the bill cannot possibly pass the Senate
between now and the 4th of March.

A lively fight is going on, and the
chances are that the debates within the
next two weeks will amply demonstrate
that fact
