--

A GREAT EHYM

Evangelical Services Sclietl-ule- d

for Rcxt Week.

There will be a great revival inaugurat-
ed in Washington next week. Arrange-
ments are about completed for the open-
ing of a series of union evangelistic meet-
ings in this city, Wednesday, February 22,

at 7:30 o'clock in the Calvary Baptist
Church, corner Eighth and H Streets
northwest, under the auspices of the pas-
tors of the different local churches who,
through committees, have made all the
arrangements. Two meetings will be held
daily, except Saturday, until March 3; one
at 4:15 p. m. in the New York Avenue
Presbyterian Church, and an evening meet-

ing at 7:30 o'clock In the Calvary Baptist
Church.

The meetings arc to be conducted by the
Rev. J. Wilbur Chapman, D. D., the pastor
evangelist of Bethany Church, Philadel-
phia, Pa., who is probably as well known
throughout the world as Dwight L. Moody,
as an evangelist of wonderful power. Re-
cently in Pitt- - uig at a meeting for men,
for whom Dr. Chapman has especial charm,
it is said that it was necessary to deny
fully 5.000 men admission to one of his
meetings, although the auditorium was
very large.

The preparation for these meetings has
been thorough. For weeks a picked choir
of about 300 voices has been faithfully

under the leadership of P. L.
Zimmerman, hymns which have been se-
lected by Dr. Chapman. The music nf Dr.
Chapman's meetings will be no less a fea-

ture than was that of Moody meetings. Dr.
Chapman will bring with him Harper Gar-
cia Sniythe. of New York, who has made
for himself quite a reputation as a chorus
leader. Mr. Sraythe will direct the sing-
ing.

The Young People's Societies and some cf
the churches have for the last month de-
voted a part of each of their meetings to
prayer for the success of these union evan-
gelistic meetings.

Preceding the eangeiistic meetings
proper, there will be union prayer meet-
ings preparatory to Dr. Chapman's com-
ing, held in eleven churches in different
parts of the city, Monday, Tuesday, and
Wednesday evenings of next week, at
o'clock. In each of the churches selected
the pastors and members of the churches
in that neighborhood will unite in service.
The topic for the meeting Monday will be
"Humiliation and Confession," Tuesday.
"Prayer for the Holy Spirit," Wednesday,
"Consecration."

OVERCOME BY COAL GAS.

nrroy E.seape of Mr. gewdl and
Tivo Sons.

Mrs. Julia Sewell and her two sons,
Montague and Thomas Sewell, aged

thirteen and ten years,
had a narrow escape from asphyxiation by
inhaling coal gas while in -- bed at their
home, 440 O street northwest, about 10:30
o'clock last night. Had it not been for the
timely awakening of Mrs. Sewell, who
managed to summon aid to hetself and
children, the entire family would have soon
been be3'ond medical aid. As it was they
were all severely affected and it required
the efforts of several policemen and a
physician to bring them out of danger.

The coal gas escaped from a latrobc in
a room beneath and found
its way to the upper apartment through
the register connected with the stove. Mrs.
Sewell and the boys retired early after see-
ing that the fire had sufficient fuel for the
night. The escape of gas began shortly
after they had had fallen asleep. .Mrs. Sew-
ell was aroused by a choking sensation
caused by inhaling the noxious fumes. She
was in a dazed and muddled condition, but
had presence of mind enough to open the
windows to admit fresh air. She also cried

"for help.
Her cries attracted the attention of

passersby.' They could not grasp the mean-
ing of the almost exhausted woman, and,
Seeing the windows open, imagined the
house was under quarantine because of
smallpox. One man, however, realized that
there was something seriously wrong in
tho house and hastened at once to the
Fourth precinct police station, where he
made known his suspicions to Station-keep- er

Hutton, who sent Sergeant Jordan
and Policemen Flathers and Van Horn to
Investigate.

When they arrived at the O Street house
they found Policemen Stroman and Brj'an
working on the unconscious children. The
first named policemen directed their at-

tention to Mrs. Sewell and summoned Dr.
E. H. Allen, of No. 402 M Street, who re-
sponded at once.

It was at first thought advisable to send
the unfortunate trio to a hospital, but as
all of the patients began to show rapid
improvement under the care of Dr. Allen
and the efforts of the policemen more
restoratives were applied and in a short
time the sufferers were out of danger. Dr.
Allen was of the opinion that there would
be no serious results to his patients be-

cause of their experience, but stated that
they had a verj narrow escape.
