THE KAIXWAY TRACKMEN.

Chief John T. Wilnon llcfore tlc
CoiiiiuIksIoii.

John T. Y ilson, Chief of the Brotherhood
of Railway Tiackmen, of St. Louis, ap-

pealed before the Industrial Commission in
the Bliss Building shortlj after 12 o'clock
todaj, and offered the first testimonj with
rerard to industrial conditions in the West.

The meinbcis of the Commission present
were Senator James H. Kjle. Representa-
tives John J. Gardner and John C. Bell,
Andrew L Harris. John M Tarquhar, M.
D. Ratchford, and John L Kennedj.

Mr. Wilson represents an organizition
of about 6,000 members, including fore-
men, roadmasters, and section laborers
He gae an outline of the duties and re-
sponsibilities of each of these classes, and
spoke of the salary each class recehes.

Mr. Wilson said that in his judgment the
sjsteni under vhieh the railways in the
United States are operation at present has
a demoralizing influence on the public.
He argued that were It possible to main-
tain present rates under judicious manage-
ment the earnings would furnish sufficient
revenue with which to pay all emplojes
living wages without requiring anj of them
to work au unreasonable number of hours
each daj. As railway companies hold le

franchises bj consent of the "public,
and as thej are semi-pub- li enterprises, tho
laboring classes would be greatlj helped
if Congress would enact a law to cieate
and authorize a commission which would
harmonize conflicting irterests

Under the present sjsieni emplojes hav-

ing Just grievances are afraid to make
complaints or to unite with their fellow --

workmen for the purpose of presenting
their gneances in a proper manner. If
there existed a commission before which
all clast.es of emplojes could appeal and
present their grievances without feat of
being discharged, conditions would be
greatlj improved

Mr Wilson said that he undei stood the
Commission was created by Congress to
act as a mediator between the industrial
woikers and Congress and he desired to
add m the laudable undertaking In cor-
recting the existing ills of the labor cl iss-r- s

He said that it should be uudei stood
that wage-earne- are not business men.
Thcj are capable of producing wealth, but
depend upon others to proide wajs and
means; He concluded bj urging that the

representatives protect the
classes against heartless and soul-- lt

CONTRACTS FOR TJNIFORMS.

'I he ConimlMMioiicrs Without Power
In tilt' MHtlcr.

Accordinr to an opinion rendered bj S T
Thomas Attornej for the District the Com
mlssloners have 1.0 authoritj to enter into
contracts for uniforms for policemen and
firemen He suRKtsts that the contracts
be made betweeii the clothing dealors and
the Chiefs of Police and Fire departments
and states that the successful bidders
should give bond to the Chief of each de-

partment for the benefit of firemen who
might desire to enter suit

The opinion of Attornev Thomas has
been eugeilj awaited bj the merchants,
and particularh the clothing dealers of
the citj for several dajs, and now that it
has been given thev are even more nnious
to Know what action will finallj be taken
The Commissioners have approved the

! opinion and have recommended that Major
, Uestpr am, cher parg entep Jnw the

contract with the firm to which it was de
cided to award the contracts last week

Publicitj was todaj given to the orig-
inal dratt of the Commissioners, recom-
mending the acceptance of the proposal of
Rosenfeld Bros of Baltimore. The draft
is as jet unsigned

In his opinion, Attornej Thomas states
that the Revised Statutes of the District
lequires the Commissioners to make rules
for uniform clothing for the police which
shall be procured bj each of the membero
respectivclj in strict conformltj with
such rules, at his own expense and riak
and that anj member shall be removed
trom the fence who rails to complj with
the rules

The manual 01 the Tire Department '

continues the attornev, "requires firemen
to procure umrornib at their own expence
The Commissioners have no powei to enter
into contracts ror rurnishlng policemen
and firemen with uniforms As a practical
mattei, with a view to getting the best
results tor the men, such contracts should
be made with the Chiefe or the Police and
Fire department!", respeetivelj Success-r-

bidders should give bond to the rep-
resentatives ot each department for the
benefit or anj policeman and fireman who
maj have occasion to sue upon the same
This I understand, has been the custom
Tor j ears Contracts Tor rurnishlng uni-
forms for policemen and firemen having
no relation to the District of Columbia,
the Commissioners have nothtng to do
with awarding them"

stroyed by the first sea that broke on
board Whether it was night or daj', we
had no notion, except by watch, and even
then we were doubtful, so appalling was
