t'omlitji K.liiliitioii and Consreii in
Cnno In Honor of Vollu.

(.From 11 New Yorlv Ihrald.)
Alexander Volta was one of the most fa-

mous forerunners in the field of electricity,
and now in recognition of that fact, his
natal city. Como. has decided to honor his
memory by holding an electrical exposi-
tion during the coming year, this being
the hundredth anniversary of the great
discovery "which bears Volta's name. The
exposition ivill also be known as the Vol-ti-

Exposition, and it will remain open
from May 13 to October 13.

The attractive features will be an in-

ternational exhibition, showing the history
of electricity for the last hundred years,
and a congress of electricians, who will
point out how the science has advanced
to Its present stage. These scientists will
give many practical illustrations of the
manifestations of electrical force and will
especially dwell on the great significance
and Importance of Volta's work. Elec-
tricians from every country will attend the
exposition and will vie with each other in
honoring Volta. and also in honoring
Como. which has the good fortune to be
the birthplace of so distinguished a man.

Volta's original inventions are partly
preserved in the Civic Museum, at Como;
partly at the University of Pavia, and
partly In the Royal Lombard Institute of
Sciences, Letters, and Arts. They will be
brought to Como and will form the most
Interesting part of the exposition. Other
notable features will be a collection of au-
tograph letters by Volta and a large num-
ber of medals and other testimonials which
were awarded to him by sovereigns and
scientific societies.

The history of electricity during the last
century will he amply illustrated with
many manuscripts, prints, and designs, as
well as with pictures of machinery and
electrical plants and of the various forms
of electric force. From piles and accumu-
lators the visitor will pass to dynamos,
alternators, transformers, electric "motors,
and their manifold applications. In a word,
here will be seen the rapid and glorious
history of electricity.

The exposition will be held in the Cam- -
po Garibaldi, a very beautiful spot on the
shore of Lake Como. The plan of the
huilding is the work of the n

Como architect. Eugenio LainatI, who is
also the architect of a castle in Miaslno,
on Lake Orta, as well as of other highly
praised works. The gardens, which will
be renovated, will form with their flowers
and fountains a pleasant surrounding for
the buildings.

The exhibition grounds when completed
will have a total area of sixty thousand
equaro yards, and the buildings will be in
one block, with the exception of one spe-
cial structure, which will contain all the
personal records of Volta. The latter
building will measure twenty-tw- o yards in
length by eight in width and will bs erect-
ed near the building devoted to electrical
Instruments. Owing to the great value of
the records which are to be placed therein
special pains have been taken to guard
this building against fire.

The Mnrtter Spirits of AVnr.
(From the Journal of Military Service Institu-

tion.)
A military genius is the most precious

possession of a nation and the most diff-
icult to recognize. He cannot be created
by human means. No nation can put a
spirit of discernment into the souls of Us
commanders, not even recognize It where
it already exists. But it can train them
in the technicalities of their trade and at
least make kriegsspielers of them. There
may be a genius among them, and such
training is necessary to his full profes-
sional equipment. The remainder can be
utilized for what they arc worth.

An army needs but one genius of the
first class. Subordinate geniuses, how-
ever, aro needed in every grade of the mil-
itary hierarchy. Captains who can hold
their men steacliiyta- - their work: under a
galling and even deadly fire are geniuses.
The spirits within?theni are master spirits
whomhe men instinctively recognize and
obey. The Ieaderpt a forlorn hope should
be such a man. ''It "he is not, no matter
how courageous heraax be, his men will
not follow him. In such emergencies
nothing but commanding spirits can com-
mand. Men recognize such leaders instinct-
ively. Something akin to hypnotism com-
pels them to feel as their leader feels, and
they cannot help but follow him. There is
a heap of difference between such a leader
and a brave man who jnerely repeats the
language of the drill book. The one is a
genius. The other is a kriegsspleler.

Louisville, Ky.. March 11. Miss Emma

Gebhardt, a pretty sixteen-year-ol- d girl,
is not afraid of death, although it may soon
overtake her.

A SCHOOL OF BREWING.

Proposal to Endow u Chair In
KiikIhiuI.

(From the Distillers' and Brewers Magazine.)
The movement for the establishment and

endowment of a chair of brewing and
malting at Mason College, Birmingham (for
which already 22.000 has been subscrib-
ed), is no doubt an outcome of that gen-
eral desire of modern days for tecnnical
education and specialized instruction, but
it is especially interesting to us as being
one which, if it does not mark an epoch
at least opens a new and higher chapter in
the history of, brewing. Though beer has
been the national beverage for upward of
1,000 years, yet our proficiency in its man-
ufacture has been the result of acquired
skill rather than systematic instruction.
This is quite in keeping with the English
character, which loves experiment rather
than speculation, and which postpones gen-
eralization till the results have been ob-

tained. The Continental peoples, who
learned their best modes of brewing from
ourselves, or of a different turn of mind,
and so they have anticipated us in this, as
in other departments of. industrial instruc-
tions.

At Munch there has been for a consid-
erable time a school of brewing and simi-
lar schools are to be met with at Vienna
and Prague, while that of Copenhagen has
obtained a renown from the researches of
its professor on the yeasts. British inves-
tigators have hitherto done little or noth-
ing in the way of the science of brewing;
but with the foundation of a chair"specially
devoted to the furtherance of the iubject
it is to be hoped that this reproach will
be speedily wiped out. It Is Intended be-
sides, that a laboratory should be fitted
up equipped with the beet and most recent
appliances, and the technical training here
given must be not only advantageous to
the students themselves, but also" potentially

fruitful In the development of the
business. A few considerations may rend-
er the necessity for both provisions more
obvious. The barley from which beer is
mainly extracted, is a native plant usually
grown on light or rye lands, from which
wheat cannot be so beneficially raised.
Malting, the first step in the manufacture,
is a simple process; it consists in wetting
the barley till It begins to sprout, and then
checking the vegetation movement by
heat, whereby a saccharine substance, the
essence of malt is produced.

The choice of the grain is the first requi-
site in the production of a good beer, and
experience has hitherto been relied upon
to guide the buyer in his selection. The
"miller's thumb," long-ag-o commemorated
by Chaucer as "a thumb of gold," will in-

dicate whether the cereal has been cut be-

fore being ripe and what virtues or draw-
backs it may possess, and the trained eye
will show him whether it has been led or ;

"mow-burn- t" while lying In the field, in
which case the grain is apt to sprout and
to become useless to the malster. The sub- -
sequent processes of steeping, flooring, j

couching, and kiln-dryi- are more or les-- l

empiric arts, to which modern brewing J

plant and engineering appliances are val- -
uable accessories. In their general feat- - I

ures these operations do not differ much
from those practiced by our ancestors cen-
turies ago, and in these the English brew-
er, even on the confession of his Conti-
nental rivals, has long held the foremost
place.

Sedllmayer, of Munich, to whom Bavaria
is indebted for its position in the brewing
world, visited this country in 1S32 in quest
of Information regarding the art, and af-
terward thus wrote: "In England we first
learned the true principles of brewing.
Nowhere else had we found them, although
we had shortly before traveled through
Germany, Austria, and the Netherlands.
We found everything new In England, and
quite different from what prevailed at
home." In this, then, the technical part of
the brewer's education and training, we
might be satisfied to rely upon the na-
tive adaptability and practical sense of our

Even for the more
delicate work of adjusting the quality,
kind, and condition of the malt, its thick-
ness and thinness, to the variety and
character of the beer to be brewed, and
such like operations, his acquired sagacity
has hitherto proved sufficient. Thereis no
art which is not susceptible to improve-
ment, but certainly the English brewer's
hand has not lost its cunning. The gigan-
tic strides made by chemistry, the intro-
duction of engineering plant, the colossal
magnitude of modern breweries and the
employment of substitutes for barley and
hops have, however, now rendered a
scientific knowledge of his business essen-
tial to the accomplished brewer, and to the
retention of his place in his special in-
dustry.
