Apia, Samoa, March 23, via Auckland,
JC. Z.t March 30. The situation here Is

critical W'these advices leave the island,

but Admiral Kautz, the American naval
commander, and the British commanders

of the warships Porpoise and Royalist aro
confident they can control the rebels be-

fore many days pass by. Mataafa, who for
j cars has persistently fought for the
throne, will be put on board one of the
warships here when captured. His fate
will depend upon the decision of the pow-

ers. He will probably be eilled. The
.bcddlng of American and British blood by

his followers under his orders will pre-e- nt

him from ever again becoming the
luler of the i3lands.

The lighting was the result of an ulti-

matum issued by Admiral Kautz. The

latter had convened a meeting of con-

suls and the senior naval officers on board

his flagship, the cruiser Philadelphia.

Their decision was to dismlts the al

government headed by Mataafa,

and a proclamation to that effect was Is-

sued. Mataafa, thereupon, evacuated Mu-lin- u,

his headquarters, and went inland.

British and American marines and blue-

jackets occupied the place and 2,000 adher-

ents of Malietoa took refuge there. The
Mataafans defied the powers, seized houses
belonging to British subjects, and barri-

caded roads. An ultimatum giving them
until 1 o'clock p. m., March 15, to quit,

failed of effect. On the contrary, the Ma-

taafans attacked the Malletoans. where-

upon a bombardment of the village they
occupied was ordered and was fctill being
continued when these advices left the isl-

ands.
Meanwhile a night attack was made on

Mulinu, which was repulsed, the Britibh
having three men killed and the Ameri-

cans one. The allied forces fought splen-

didly together and the enemy suffered
heavily. The feeling against the Germans
is bitter.

Secretary Hay held a long conference
with the President this morning relative
to the disturbances in Samoa. On leaving

the White House he stated that while the
agents; of the different governments there
Eeemed to be at loggerheads, the Germans
against the Americans and English, nev-

ertheless the three governments them-

selves were still in perfect harmony and
would engage in an endeavor to restore
peace end order. He stated further that,
while the newspaper reports were fully be-

lieved by the Administration, no action
would be taken until the receipt of off-
icial dispatches. No official communica-
tions have as yet been received. The Sec-

retary thinks that absolute trust can be
placed in the judgment of Admiral Kautz
end the American Consul.

In the dispatch referred to. Admiral
Kautz says that he has arranged for a
meeting of the three consuls, those of
Great Britain, the United States, and Ger-
many, at an early date to discutb freely
and fully Samoan affairs.

Although at 2 o'clock this afternoon the
officials of neither the State nor Navy De-

partments had any information to make
public regarding the situation in the Sa-

moan Islands, with the exception of the
brief message, they intimated that some-
thing might be forthcoming In a few hours.
Instructions have bpen sent to the United
States consuls to forward authentic re-

ports as rapidly as possible. It is felt in
Government circles here that the American
and British naval officers arc naturally
atclng together most harmoniously, but
Ihey.are fully able to meet any emergency
that may arise, and to fully protect the
white citizens of the two countries striv-
ing to maintain order and save property.
There is no apprehension at the depart-
ments today that Germany will make any
serious trouble as negotiations have been
lu progress for many weeks looking to an
amicable settlement of the dispute. Ow-

ing to the limited area of the islands the
opinion is expressed that Admiral Kautz
and the British commanders have every
advantage that could be desired.

The fighting in Samoa was generally ex-

pected in Washington. Admiral Kautz,
who went to Apia on the cruiser Philadel-
phia, had full nnd explicit orders as to

"his course in dealing with the trouble
caused by the German consul's recogni-
tion of Mataafa as the rightful ruler of
the Islands. Chief Justice Chambers had
decided in faor of Malietoa Tanu as King,
but Mataafa revolted againtt this decis-
ion, and, supported by the German consul,
lie was placed on the throne.

Admiral Kautz was instructed to thor-
oughly investigate the trouble, ascertain
which was the rightful king, and act ac-

cordingly. England agreed to
with the United States, and how well she
did her part the dispatches from Samoa
rhow. Admiral Kautz evidently found
that Mataafa had no right to the throne,
find issued an ultimatum, ordering him to
Tvilhdraw. The rebels defied this order,
nnd began an attack on Mulinu, a subur-
ban town near Apia, which had been oc-

cupied by American and Britibh bluejack-
ets. Thereupon the American cruiser
Philadelphia, and the British cruisers Por-

poise aud Royalist opened fire on the vil-

lages surrounding Apia, where Mataafa
end his followers had taken refuge.

It Is not yet known here whether the
Germans approved the ccurbs of the Brit-

ish end American commanders, but the
dispatches plainly that they did not
arsict, with tho force at their command,
la the endeavor to subdue the rebellious
2'atrmfa. A of the affair
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which officials regard as certain will be the
of Mataafa nnd his removal from

consideration for the kingship. Malietoa
Tanu will be elevated to the throne, to
which ho is entitled by the decision of
Chief Justice Chambers. It is net
here that there will be any troub'.o with
Germany. The British and American off-

icers were under orders to act strictly with-

in the limits given them by the treaty, and
there is no reason to doubt that they did
this.

The story of English and American blue-

jackets fighting shoulder to shoulder and
shedding their blood for a common cause
is pleasing to officials here, who strongly
favcr the a.liance. Th --

picture of the men of the two cations
fighting together in an island thousands
of miles from their homes must appeal to
Britishers and Americans alike.

THE NEWS IN BERLIN.
Leading: Ceriimn A6ipaiierH In-

dulge in Caustic Comment.
Berlin, March 30. The Berlin papers

all comment in a lively fashion on the
fighting in Samoa, and declare that this
latest development in affairs is due to
the dilatory tactics of the governments
concerned In arranging a settlement of the
trouble. The German government is call-
ed on to use more energetic language to
the English and American governmentb iu
regard to the affair.

The German Foreign Office declares that
England and the United States do not want
a quick settlement of the Samoan affair,
but that the United States is more willing
to make advances than England. It is
believed here that United States Consul
General Osborne, at Apia, is more friendly
to Germany than is the British Consul
Masse.

AN ENGLISH VIEW.

(crmnii Consul at Apia Responsible
for the Trouble In Samoa.

London, March 30. The "Pall Mall Ga-

zette" says that the German Consul at
Apia, Herr Rose, is gravely responsible
for the trouble which has culminated in
actual fighting and that his actions wi.l
probably be repudiated by the German
government.

Meanwhile, the paper says, the govern-
ment in the Island- - must be conducted by
the admirals there until a new conference
to arrange for a settlement of the difficulty
can be called by the three powers involved.

The "Evening News" bays there is no
reason to expect that the bombardment
by the British and American warships will
lead to on the part of others
and does not see any serious dsfficu ties
in the situation.

JAGGERS MAKES COMMENTS.

He says ho likes America because they
don't look down on one there, but he thinks
American messenger boys are impolite and
undisciplined.

Commissioner ll:nc .o Authority to
3IaUe I'olice Herniation.

S. T. Thomas, Attorney for the District,
rendered an opinion today declaring that
the Commissioners have no authority to
make police regulations, providing a fine
for helpless drunken persons found in the
streets.

This question has been agitated for some
time and recently Lieutenant Amiss, of
tho First precinct, favored some such
regulation. Attorney Thomas holds that
If such a. regulation were promulgated and
brought into the courts it is more than
likely that it would be held void because
it would be unreasonable and unusual.

THE SYNDICATE'S TERliS.
Offer to Huy All .Metropolitan and

Columbia .Stock.
The stocks of the Metropolitan and tho

Columbia Railways were both strong on
the local stock exchange today owing to
the announcement that a cireu'ar has been
prepared by T. V. Stevens, of the Stevens-Crosb- y

syndicate, and by the presidents
of the two railways, iu which Mr. Stevens
offers to purchase all stock of the roads.
The circular has not yet reached the stock-
holders, but it is acknowledged by the
syndicate and by prominent officers of the
railways that it is now ready for delivery
and contains a bona-fid- e offer of purchase.

The statement made in the newspapers
that the syndicate offers to pay 6 per cent
for stock deposited until it is fully paid for
and delivered was based on a misappre-
hension. It is learned that the interest to
be allcwed Is only 4 per cent. Nothing
new as to the final transfer or the roads
can be learned, hut as stated heretofore in
The Times the sale Is now assured.

Local Impressions of the Warfare
in the Samoan Islands.

tVMHliiiiKtou Ollicinl See Xo SIkiiIII- -
eanee Heyoml tlie Preservation of

International Obligations.

Nothing has so intensified the idea of a
fast approaching defencive and offencive
alliance between Great Britain and Ameri-
ca, as the facl so plainly exhibited In the
news columns of The Times this morning,
that the ships of the two nations which
have been actively engaged for several
months in the protection of international
right and justice in the Samoan Islands,
made common cause in resenting a trea-

sonable outbreak of the Mataafa forces.
The questions in dispute in that remote

section of the globe have, in the presence
of the magnitude of events lately engag-

ing the attention of America, been com-

paratively trivial in their Importance. Of-

ficials here, without the usual department-
al advices, are not prone today to make
admissions that the outcome of the events
reported this morning is certain to lead
towards very serious diplomatic consider-
ation.

That there is a feeling of complacency
to recognize it in" one sense, tha.t England
and America, under tho leadership of-- an
American naval commanding officer, join-

ed in action against the violation of a tri-
partite treaty to which Germany was a
party, Is regarded here as a serious feature
in the prevailing situation.

Had Germany, through its commanding
naval representative or upon the order of
its consul, taken ground against the ac-

tion of the American and English forces
it is believed here there would have been
precipitated a conflict that would have

the world into a conflagration of
war. This expression is the substance of
remarks made today by a lawyer well vers-

ed in the common laws that govern nations.
There were sufficient grounds, he thought,
for the bombardment of the Samoan vil-

lages, and in them was contained no grain
of substance to which Germany could base
an objection. Beyond all, however, he
said, It is considered that tlie event has
clinched a nail that has brought England
and America into so close a friendship that
the most powerful nations of the earth
would hesitate long before taking hostile
action against either.

Foreign diplomats in Washington are
averse to giving decided jmpressions re-

garding the outcome of the joint action
taken by the two English-speakin- g nations
in Samoa. One fact, however, is patent.
In no way, it is admitted in State Depart-

ment circles, can the circumstance hi con-

strued in the smallest degree as a s'ight
upon the dignity of Germany. Authorities
upon international law who have be?n
studying the Samaon question with no lit-

tle care arc not averse to declaring their
opinion that in the course of recent events
in these far-aw- islands there was no
other way of emphasizing the powers of
the contractors for the good government
of Samoa than that expressed by the al-

lied ships of England and America.
Officials here are impressed with the be-

lief that Germany is well disposed to hold
aloof, so far as the honor and dignity of
tho Empire rests, from any complications
that might arise in a defiance of its part-
ners in the tripartite convention. The
German Ambassador has not made any
complaint to tho State Department today,
nor have cabled advices from Mr. Choate
at the Court of St. James given evidence
of any serious complications arising.

The Navy Department this morning is-

sued advertisements calling for bids for
24,000 tons of armor, the bids to be sub-

mitted by Wednesday June SO.

ernment.
It includes the armor for all the shins

now building or authorized to be bunt,
the Congressional limit price being S400 iu
the case of ships now building and ?300 In
the case of vessels authorized at the last
session.

INVITED TO THE YELLOWSTONE.

Mr. McKlnley May Visit tke Tarlc
TIi in Summer.

Senator Carter, of Montana, called on
the President this morning and urged him
to make a trip to the Yellowstone Park
this summer. This trip was planned last
summer but bad to be called off on account
of the war with Spain. The President will
make the trip if he can do so conveniently
with his public duties.

Senor Azpiroz, the new Mexican Am-

bassador to this country, was formally
presented to the President this morning.

Commander IIiiIiih KesiKiis.
Commander Robert P. Hains, senior

commanding officer of the Naval Battalion
of the District of Columbia National
Guard, has tendered his resignation,, and
all Government property for which he is
responsible has been transferred to Lieut.
S. G. Hopkins, the next ranking officer,
pending the acceptance of the resignation.

A communication from General Harries,
calling the Naval Battalion commander's
attention to certain procedure alleged to
be contrary to the spirit of military disci-
pline, Is said to be the direct cause of
Commander Hains' resignation.

The President granted. the; following par-

dons today:
Ute Six Killer, Indian, convicted in 1898

of selling liquor In 'tho Indian Territory
and sentenced to imprisonment of a year
and a day and a fine ot ?100; Lewis Jones,
an negro boy who was con-

victed of larceny in the District Court last
January and sentenced to the Reform
School dulng his minority. This pardon
was granted on the recommendation of the
Attorney General who thought an impris-
onment of thirteen years too great.

Black. Cloud, Sac and Fox Indian who
was convicted in 1807 for, making a false
demand for annuity money and sentenced
to two years; Oscar Dawson, who was con-

victed of robbing a postofflee in October,
18S5, In the District Court of West Vir-
ginia and sentenced to five years. Dawson
is dying of consumption.

In the case of John W. Burell, who re-

ceived a sentence of four, months Imprison-
ment and $100 fine in the district court for
Eastern Pennsylvania for embezzling post-offi-

funds. The fine i? remitted on ac-

count of the poverty of Burrell and his
family.

MAUNDY THURSDAY.

A Solemn Feast Day iultlie Catholic
Cliureh.

This is Maundy Thursday. It Is a solemn
Christian fast day, In commemoration of
the institution of the saqrament cf the
Holy Eucharist, and has been celebrated
In the liturgical churches by appropriate
services. High mass was sung in the Ro-

man Catholic churches this morning, and
at the singing of the Gloria: the bells rang
for the last time until mass is said on Sat-
urday.

The word Maundy comes from the French
Mande, a doublet of the French Mandat,
meaning mandate, or order; which is from
the Latin mandatum being that which is
commanded. Iu the RtJman Catholic
Church It Is the name appl.Vd to the office
appointed to be read, during ,the ceremony
of washing the feet of poor persons, in Imi-

tation of the Lord when he washed his
dibciples' feet after supper isaying: "Man-datu-

novum do vobis" "A new com-

mandment I give to you."
Tomorrow will be Good Friday. It is

the Friday beTorc Easter, sacred as the
commemoration ot the crucifixion of
Christ. This day has been kept ab a day
of mourning and of special prayer from
a very early period. It was one of the
two paschal days celebrated by the Chris-
tian Church and in memory of the cruci-
fixion was called by Ute Greeks, "Pascha
Stauroslmou," or the "Pasch of the Cross."
It was observed as a day ot rigid fast and
of solemn and melancholy ceremonial.
When Christianity was established In the
Empire of Constanline that monarch for-
bade the holding of law courts, markets,
and other public proceedings upon this
day.

In tho Koman Catholic Church the
priests are robed in black and the altar Is
stripped of its ornaments. A large crucifix
is placed on the altar, and the entire con-

gregation and priests approach and de-

voutly kneeling, kiss tho fl,gure cf the
crucified Lord.

In the English Church, the day is cele-
brated with special solemnity. Through-
out England and Ireland the day is a "dies
non," all business beinc: suspended. This
practice obtains to a certain extent in
America.

THE REBEL CAPITAL

Awaiting News of the Capture
of Malolos.

No Important Dispatches From Gen-

eral Otis Today.

Inability of the Signal Corp to
Keep lp Communication AVitli

Manila the Probable Cause.

Manila, March 30. Guiguinto, 3 miles
from Malolos, was occupied late yesterday
afternoon by General MacArthur's troops,
after a fifteen-minu- te fight.

The Pennsylvania and Kansas Volun-
teers, who were leading the advance, were
crossings the river to enter Guiguinto when
they were suddenly attacked by the Fili-
pinos, who lay concealed In strong trench-
es. The South Dakota Volunteers and sev-

eral rapid-fir- e guns were rushed to the
assistance of the Kansas arid Pennsylvania
men. Between them they soon cleaned out
tho Filipinos and sent them flying towa'rd"

Malolos. The Americans lost several kill-

ed and about twenty-fiv- e wounded.

Up to 2 o'clock this afternoon no word
had been received from General Otis since
the dispatch received at the AVar Depart-
ment this morning, and dated Manila,
March 30, in which it wns reported that
General MacArthur's division, after se-

vere fighting yesterday afternoon, reached
Guiguinto, three und one-ha- lf miles from
Malolos, at 5 o'clock. The casualties for
for the day were placed at 70. General
Otis also reported that the column will
pass on today, and War Department off-
icials would not be surprised if the next
dispatch from Manila reported the capture
of .Malolos.

For a week the War Department officials
have looked forward to a battle at the
insurgent stronghold. Now that news from
there is a matter, apparently, of only a
few hours, they are awaiting it with In-

tense Interest. As to the result of vhe
actual lighting, there is no trace of alarm.
The Americans have won every battle and
every skirmish, from Guantanamo, in Cu-

ba, to the last brush in the Luzon jungles.
Interest in the battle of Malolos centres
In the loss to be sustained by General
MacArthur's forces, and the effect of de-

feat at their stronghold on the insurgents.
Probably a majority of War Department

officials anticipate that the battle wilt be
followed by an era' of guerrilla warfare.
They are Inclined to the belief that even
If the organized army of the rebels is de-

stroyed the natives will 5n sma'l bands
plunder the country and harass the Ameri-
cans. A more hopeful view is taken by
other officials who believe that the I033
of Malolos will destroy Aguinaldo's pres-
tige and place the natives In a mood to
accept the tefms ottered by the Civil
Commission sent to the islands by the
President. Reports have come from there
written a few days ago to the effect that
It has been only with the greatest diff-
iculty that the officers have succeeded in
keeping the natives on the firing line. If
that were true the battle of Ma'olos would
go a long way toward settling the trouble
in the Philippines. The event of a s

mny now clear the situation.
Adjutant General Corbln has no doubt

that General MacArthur's advance forces
reached Malolos early this morning. Yes-
terday was comparatively an easy day for
the troops, and nothing is known to pre-
vent their ptompt advance today. It is
noted by the authorities that dispatches
from the front, both official and press, are
subject to greater delay than they were
several days ago. Last Saturday the news
of the entire day at Manila was known In
Washington the same afternoon, while
today the reports .are oer twelve hours
late. This is ascribed to the increased dif-
ficulty encountered by General Otis in se-

curing reliable Information from MacAr-thu- r,

whose Signal Corps, which was able
to quickly repair the telegraph lines near
Manila, is unable to run wjre& so rapidly
through the devastated country north of
Marllao.

General MacArthur will he able to open
traffic on the railway to the northward
with greater dispatch aud thereby attain
one of the chief objects of the aggressive
campaign. For the present It Is not
thought that General MacArthur will pur-
sue the insurgents any considerable dis-

tance from the railway. Aguinaldo's re-

treat from that Important strategical line
is expected to weaken his powerful influ-
ence over his own people whose faith In
his military ability must be severely sha-
ken by this time and they will probably
exhibit a less tractable attitude toward
him when the Americans from Malolos is-

sue their proclamation which is calculated
to show the Insurgents the advantages ot
peace.

President Schurman, of Cornell, and
Prof. Worcester, of the American Com-
mission, nre known to be accompanying
General McArthur's advance for the spe-

cial purpose of treating with the insur-
gents when the latter show a disposition
to tfease hostilities.

FOOD SUPPLIES AT MANILA.

AiaerieniiM Have Plenty to Eat, But
Quality Deteriorating.

The following dispatch from General
Otis, at Manila, was received at the War
Department early this morning:

"Subsistence supplies excellent and
abundant. Meats deteriorating in the hot
climate are sold at public auction at half
prices. Considerable hard bread spoiled.
Will be some loss. Supplies in all the
other departments good. Medical supplies
abundant."

The above dispatch is in answer to a
query from the War Department, sent at
the direction of the President, asking as to
the quality ot the supplies received by Gen-
eral Otis. Among the supplies sent to Ma-

nila there have been 1,275,000 pounds of
canned roast beef.

Although the clerev and the executive
officers of the District are alike groping
in the dark for a statute or regulation
upon the provisions of which the "sacred
concert" may be abolished an easy solu-
tion maj- - present itself before Monday.

General Miles' Counsel Asks
for u Continuance.

An Agent of Texas Cattlemen to Be
Examined.

Major Lee AVII1 Present to the Court
as WltiiedMCS General Jyplier

nnd Mr. GldclinKs.

The Beef Court of Enquiry did, not hold
a public session this morning.

When the Court adjourned yesterday af-
ternoon, it was to reconvene at 10 o'clock
this morning. It was expected that Gen-

eral Miles would go on the stand, but no
official announcement of this was made.

As far as possible, each side introduces
its witnesses unexpectedly to the other
side. When Colonel Davis, the Recorder
of the Court, has a witneS3, the first notice
Major Lee, counsel for General Miles, gen-
erally has of this fact, is the appearance
of the vitnes3 and the formal announce-
ment of Colonel Davis, "May it please the
Court, it is proposed to introduce as a wit-
ness " etc.

When Major Lee has a witness, he does
not, as a rule, advertise that fact, or give
anj advance information to Colonel Davis.

One witness who. it is proposed by Ma-

jor Lee to bring before the Court, is Mr.
Giddings. who, it is said, represented cer-
tain Texas cattle dealers during the war.
Just what the counsel for General MUts
hopes to prove by Mr. Giddings' testimoay
cannot be surmised.

Frequent reference was made to this
gentleman during the ot
Charles P. Eagan yesterday.

Major Lee asked: "Do you know a man
by the name of G!ddtng3 who during the
war the interests of a num-
ber of cattlemen In Texas, and if you do
recall this man can you recall the conver-
sations which you had with him about the
time of the making of the beef contracts?"

Eagan replied: "I do not remember Mr.
Giddings, because there were so many ot
these cattlemen and their representatives
.n and out of my office every day. I had
conversations with so many of them that I
cannot recall anj particular conversation
with any particular man. But if this man
Giddings is the man I have in mind he is
the one I intended to forbid to enter my
office again. I don't know that the name
of the man I have in mind was Giddings,
but there is one man who claimed to rep-
resent a number" of Texas cattlemen who
made himself particularly obnoxious to me.
He was one of the most perstatent men I
came in contact with. He was always com-
ing in and out of my office to talk with
me, and his evident intention was to find
out all he could about the beef bids. Af-

ter the bids were opened he came to tatfc
with me about his htd. but I rebuked him
and told him that he must not talk with
me again on that subject. He was espec-
ially persistent, and I had intended that if
he came to my office again I would order
him out. Mind, I don't know that the
name of the man I have in mind was Gid-

dings. But I would kuow this mau if I
were to s.re him."

Eagan appeared to be quite indignant
about this man Giddings. whose full name
was not mentioned durins the examination.

It is quite possible that Giddings may
be called to the stand to testify to some
rude language which Easaa applied to him
during the Interviews In relation to cattle
on the hoof.

The members of the Court were in their
usual places at 10 o'clock this morning.
General Wade, President ot the Court, sat
at the head of the long oak table. At his
right was General Davis and at hi3 left
Colonel Gillespie. At the foot of the ta-

ble sat Colonel Davis, the Recorder and
Judge Advocate of the Court. At his right
sat Major Lee, counsel for General Mile".
One the left of the witness chair, which
Is on the left of the Judge Advocate, the
official stenographer, dipped his pen idly
in the ink well.

General Wade Ieaneel far back in his
pivot chair, smoked a cigar meditatively,
and blew fragrant puffs of smoke towards
the ceiling, following the thin blue-whi- te

clouds as though he would read in them
the date of the final adjournment of the
Court. N'ow and then he would swing:
round and take a look at the Washington
Monument that rose to the southward and
the yellow Potomac that coursed along
bev-on- Then he would wheel round
again and give the ceiling another whiff
of Cnban incense.

Major Lee was busied in scanning offi-
cial documents.

Colonel Davis sat calmly awaiting devel-
opments. Colonel Davis is one of the
calmest of men. Nothing seems to dis-
turb him. A can of boiled horse could
blow up beneath his chair. Colonel Dais
would smile calmlj wear a e"

expression and with great
calmness and politeness direct an orderly
to remove the wreck.

As the moments passed and the patience
of the members ot the Court appeared to
collapse. Colonel Davis arose and stated
that Major Lee bad an announcement to
make. The counsel for General Miles then
stated he had expected two witnesses, one
of them being Mr. Giddings and the other
General Sypher. He did not care to nt

one without the other, and this was
impracticable as General Sypher was en-

gaged with a case in the Supreme Court
and could not attend the morning session
of the Beef Court.

The judge- - advocate announced that he
had no witnesses at hand and he suggested
that the Court go into executive session and
convene in public session at 2 o'clock.
