DR. SAVAGE A SPl&ITUALIST.

Itx Iteration to I5nst-- r IIopo the j

Theme of a I)lMMiiire.
Xew Turk, April X. The Rev. Minot J.

Savage announced hIniM?lf a spiritualist at j

the morning service yesterday in the
Church of the Messiah, of Ahirli he is the
pastor. He went so far as to declare that
he saw nothing vulgar m the rapping of
a spirit before it communicated with mor-

tals. "The bigniflcanee of Spiritualism and
its relation to the Eat-te- hope." was the
theme from which Dr. Savage spoke. He
said, in part- -

"As most of jnu kuou. the r hope
and the Easter celebration, under some
name, in some form, is thousands of years-olde- r

than Christianity, But the signifi-
cance of our Christian Easter lies in this
one fact the belief that a man, whatever
else he may have been, after he had passed
through the experience called death had
been seen, had demonstrated that dea
not the end of consciou existence. Tl is
the significance of Easter, and this, pre-
cisely, is the significance that is claimed
for Spiritualism.

'I wish to call jour attention emphati-
cally to the fact that the significance of
the Easter claim and the claim of Spiritual-
ism are precisely the same, and if they are
true they demonstrate the same great truth
and fill the human heart with the same
great hope.

"I believe that at the heart of Spiritual-
ism there is a great truth, perhaps not yet
clearly outlined, understood or demon-
strated, but I have never been able to call
myself a spiritualist, because as that word
is used popularly in the newspapers it
would utterly misrepresent me. There are
so many things connected with the move-
ment that I not only do not believe, but
with which 1 am disgusted beyond words,
that I am not willing yet to wear the
name. It is no cowardice."

Dr. Savage said the opponents of Spirit-
ualism find fault with its origin among the
poor and lowly, but he told such that it was
so with Christianity. It was among the
lowly that Jesus labored; that the scribes
and Pharisees had not in any numbers be-
lieved in him. He thought many persons
of today, when contemplating Spiritualism.
Mere, as the Pharisees, "waiting for a pop-
ular movement to join."

He said the number of people who be-
lieve In Spiritualism is far greater than
those who openly profess it; that it would
be impossible to stand anywhere in Man-
hattan Island "and sling a stone without
there being somewhere within the radius of
its fall one or more families who are
studying Spiritualism privately, but dare
not let their neighbors know it for fear
of ridicule."

He referred to the recent published
statements about Dr. .Abbott's reputed
conversion to Spiritualism, and also that
of Dr. Abbott's successor in Plymouth
Church pulpit. Dr. Hillis, declaring that
both had acknowledged belief in all that is
essential to Spiritualism, but both had
been very careful to guard themselves
against such "vulgar things as a rap on a
table or a movement of a physical object."
The speaker did not see anything foolish
or degrading about a rap.

"It is quite polite for courteous people
to so announce themselves before entering
one's house. Why should not spirits take
advantage of the same methods pursued in
life?"

In closing. Dr. Savage said: "It is not a
movement to be treated with utter scorn
and contempt, or as being connected with
the of the earth. Early
Christianity, you will remember if you read
over the writings of Paul, was made up of
the people that the respectable did no. have
anything to do with. Spiritualism has un-
til modern times been made up of the
same class of people.

"But now "such names as Mrs. Elizabeth
Barnett Browning, Lloyd Garrison, and
others by the score, are associated with it,
and some of the noblest, most intelligent
people with whose names you are familiar
were open and avowed adherents of Spirit-
ualism."

KILLED HIS SWEETHEART.

Sandusky, Ohio, April 3. A ad story of

a double tragedy resulting from ihe vnre-quite- d

love of James La Blanche, a French
Canadian, and a half-bree- d Indian girl,
Olga Possamie, at Point Pelee, near Pelee
Inland, who suffered death because of her
fickleness, comes from those who made
the first trip of the season on the steamer
American Eagle. The tragedy occurred
but recently.

James La Blanche and the girl, Olga
Possamie. had been lovers almost since
childhood. La Blanche had not seen the
girl during the winter, except on one or
two occasions, when he took his life in
his hands and crossed the ice to the island.
Just as soon as the lake opened this past
week he is said to have gone to Pelee in
a small sailboat to see the Tossamie girl,
whose beauty is said to have been weirdly
pronounced In type. This girl, the island
people claim, is the granddaughter of an
old Indian chief, and her mother was a
refined Toronto French woman. La Blanche
went to the girl's home and was receiv-
ed in a manner which plainly indicated
the girl's heart had grown cold. She fin-
ally told him that she had become ac-
quainted with a clever young American
from Sandsky, who bad wintered with
relatives on the Island and had plighted
her troth to him. But she invited him to
come and see her again in the evening and
insisted that they should be still good
friends.

In the evening he ate dinner with Olga
and her relatives, after which he asked her
to accompany him to the point where his
boat was moored, saying he would return
to the mainland. Their walk took them
past what is known as "Lovers' Hock,"
which is a matter of history the country
over for the several suicides that have oc-

curred there among the French
and hnlf-bree- over love affairs.

A legend runs that a stalwart Indian
chief once murdered a white girl there and
then took his own life after she had re-

fused to become his bride. The bodies of
the two La Blanche with a knife thrust in
his heart, and the Possamie girl with half
a dozen terrible gashes in her breast wero
found by the searchers.

This is said to be the fifth tragedy of
very similar character that has hnppened
at this rock within half a century.

Consul Deidericli's Beport to

the State Department.

All Kinds of Agricultural Machin-

ery in Demand.

More Attention Should lie Pit Id to
the 'AVniitd ut the Im-

porter.

"United States Wagons and Agricultural
Machines in Germany" is the subject of
an interesting report made to the State
Department by H. W. Diedericb, Consul
at Magdeburg.

In commenting on the possibilities in
Germany, the consul says:

"It is beyond doubt that American deal-

ers in agricultural implements and wagons
of all kinds could, with proper effort and
understanding of existing conditions, have
far more business in this section of the
German Empire than at present. True,
our present trade with this country is not
inconsiderable; but it is my conviction
that in many instances the American goods
sell themselves, in spite of the American
merchant and manufacturer.

"The province of Saxony, of which Mag-

deburg is the capital and centre, forms one
of the most important and extensive agri-

cultural districts of the German Empire,
and therefore affords a splendid field for
the American manufacturer of agricultural
Implements. But the chief difficulty met
by the German importers in introducing
American machinery of this kind, is their
entry in the German custom house. It is
not generally known that there are no
national administrative laws for the Ger-
man custom houses, but that each state Or
province Is governed by laws of Its own;
and It might be well for American manu-
facturers and exporters to always make
sure of their ground in thi3 respect, be-

fore undertaking to make shipments."
The consul advises manufacturers to give

more attention to the wants of the Im-

porter and in pointing out the obstacles to
be overcome by American machinery says:

"Considerable difficulty in importing
American machinery is encountered, be-

cause, as yet, not sqfllcient attention has
been given to the wants of the German
market. It is absolutely necessary that
American manufacturers should study the
needs of the people here, and then, I feel
confident, they will, in most instances, be
able to enter into competition with con-

cerns in Europe. Xot long ago, I saw in
a warehouse a large stock of mills for
grinding feed. Upon closer inspection, 1

found all the machines to be of English
make, and when I Inquired whether or not
American mills were being imported, an
object all begrimed and dusty in a remote
corner was pointed out to me, which I
found to be an American mill. When I
asked what this meant, I was simply told
that 'the American work is much too light
for this country.'

"American farm wagons and other vehi-
cles might also find more extensive sales
in the markets of Germany, if more atten-
tion were given to the matter. In order to
protect the highways, the laws demand
that the tires of wheels be much wider than
they are in the United States. American
manufacturers, until now, have shown no
Inclination to consider this fact. I know
of an instance where u German importer
ordered from an American house a few
wagons with broad wheels, such as the
laws of this country require, but the reply
sent to him was that if he would order a
thousand wagons, the width of the tires
would be made as requested. Of course,
the order was not given. This can hardly
be called an effective way of Introducing
American goods. For Germany and for
most countries of Europe, the wheels of
carts, buggies, and other light vehicles
should be from 2 to 2 inches wide,
while the tires of farm wagons and trucks
should be from 3 to 4 Inches In width."

The manner of shipping goods is of the
greatest importance, as it very materially
affects the entrance duty charged by the
government. The following information
is given in the report:

"In shipping wagons of all kinds, it must
be borne in mind that every vehicle which
is entered at the custom house must .pay
150 marks ($35.70) duty when put together
and all complete; but when knocked down
and crated, a much lower rate is demand-
ed, viz, 10 marks ($2.38) per 100 kilograms.
However, the lower rate can only be se-

cured when no leather is to be found on
or about the vehicle. Nor should the
leather parts of any vehicle be shipped In
the same case, for, even if a separate bill
of lading be presented, the presence of the
leather parts in the same cargo will have
the effect of changing the classification
of the vehicle."

In regard to the mistakes made by Amer-
ican manufacturers in their system of ex-

tending trade the consul says:
"Another mistake made by many Ameri-

can manufacturers and dealers Is that they
attempt to extend their business in for-
eign countries by flooding them with print-
ed, illustrated, and descriptive catalogues
and circulars, and, of course, in the Eng-
lish langunge. That money so spent is
worse than wasted, goes without saying.
A great deal more could be accomplished
by sending abroad commercial agents and
traveling men fully familiar with the lan-
guage and business customs of the people
of this country. In my judgment, the
most effective way to sell American tools
and Implements and wagons and machin-
ery of all kinds would be to exhibit them
here in public, and to have their uses
practically demonstrated by live agents."

The report concludes with the following
encouraging information:

"Because of the great and
scarcity of farm laborers in Germany,

there Is a growing demand forjubstautial,
practical farming tools, and machinery;
and American manufacturers now have an
excellent opportunity for an increased sale
of their goods in this line, if they will but
make thorough, systematic, and business-
like effort."

SALISBURY'S SENSATION.

Tniintiii-Ieivi- H Breach of Promise
Suit Nearly' Ended.

Salisbury, Md., April 3. The celebrated
breach of promise 'case 'of Miss Emma
Tapman against Hiram J. Lewis, removed
from Worcester county, ijs drawing to a
close.

Lewis, the defendant, was again on the
bland Saturday.

After the conclusion - Of his test'mony
several hours were tCk'en up by recalling
previous witnesses to the stand to sustain
the reputation of Miss, tapman for ve-

racity. Some of the witne&ses testified that
there was not a morocopkistent Christian
girl in her neighborhood, Jand that she was
one of-- the strongest church workers and
Sunday school teachers in Worcester coun-

ty.
Miss Tapman was recalled to dispute the

testimony of the defendant that he had not
written to the plaintiff since late in lbl'7.
To the astonishment of the court and the
jury, Miss Tapman produced a letter writ-
ten by Lewis in December, ISl'S, which she
said was delivered by Lewis' brother-in-la-

George Purcell. The letter, was read,
as follows:

Miss Tapman said she went, at the re-

quest of Mr. Lewis, to his home. His
mother was present at the interview. Lew-
is swore to her-tha- t the letter had bsen
written by himself, and she found after
she got to his home that he wanted her to
sign a paper releasing him from the suit.

The most peculiar feature about the letter--

writing of Lewis Is that he never sign-
ed his name to any letter he ever wrote
Miss Tapman and seldom put a date to
them. It is claimed by the friends of Miss
Tapman that Lewis had a design in this
and thought the letters could not be used
against him if his name was not signed
to them.

Prayers were offered by counsel for the
plaintift. Two prayers were granted. The
defence was granted three prayers and had
three rejected. The witnesses in the caso
were discharged and all left for home.

Before William Bunting, Ltwis' alleged
rival, got out of Salisbury he was jejred
several times on the streets. The con-

tempt of the community, at least of the
youngsters, was plainly exhibited wherever
he passed.

Former Congressman Joshua W. Miles
made a hard fight in the case, assisted by
Mr. Adial Barnes, Harry L. D. Stanford
and former Secretary Toadvin, but they
have had an up-hi- ll fight from the start.
Public sentiment is strongly with Miss
Tapman.

While it is expected Mr. Miles will make
an able speech today. It is the general
opinion that Miss Tapman will get a ver-
dict for damages. Estimates are .being
made as to the amount, from one to five
thousand dollars. But as Lewis acknowl-
edges his wealth to be about $8,000, It Is
guessed ,that ?4,000 will be awarded to the
fair prosecutrix.
