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Money for Which Investments
Cannot Bo Found.

Remarkable Increase in the Amount
of Deposits.

Suburban Property km n Field for In-

vest went 'Enterprises in
llie Colonies.

A remarkable Increase in-t- amount of
deposits is shown by the national bank
statements Just Issued. The increase
seems to be uniform throughout the cities
of the country, .and there Is scarcely an
exception. .

The Increase In Washington In several
instances approximates SO per cent above
the amount six months ago. In Baltimore
a material Increase in deposits Is shown by
nearly all of- - the banks. One of the New
York banks reports an aggregate of de-

posits footing up the colossal sum of
Several others in the same city

report deposits running from ten to thir-
ty millions and more. In Chicago there It
the same relative Increase.

A 50 per cent Increase is also apparent
in the statements of such of the deposit
and trust companies as arc made public.

The difficulty In securing satisfactory
is recognized as the main cause-uh-

the money of the people has piled
up in such surprising and almost Incred-
ible quantities. There are probably Just
as many opportunities to "put out" money
as ever, but many arc not of the Mnd
which are attractive to persons desirous
of safe and reliable security and content
with a moderate rale of interest. It is
the belief of some that bottom rates of
interest hae not yet been touched.

Two or three of the large real estate
concerns of Washington have a million
dollars at their disposal, which the owners
Mould be glad for tbein to loan on first-cla- ss

mortgages at 4 per cent, and
In many instances at 4 per cent. The
stagnation of money at financial centres
and the importance of discovering an cut-
let has doubtless astiited materially in the
development of so many new trust com-

panies, as investors become Impatient of
their money lying idle. It has also been a
spur to speculation, as in the boom and
decline of stocks on the various exchanges
of late the figures of numerous newcomers
have been apparent.

A natural thought is that abundance of
money means prosperity, but, as an emi-
nent financier said yesterday, it is active
money, not Inactive, that gives Impetus
to industry and enterprise. Some months
back it was anticipated that America's Dew
colonial connections and possessions Mould
present such a tempting field for pro-
spective gain that a considerable propor-

tion of the surplus capital of the country
would How in that direction. This Uew
so far has been realized only to an ex-

tremely limited degree.
In the meantime, those of experience are

puzzled over the question of what is to be
done with the steady atcumulations of that
class not inclined to stock and grain spec-

ulation and averse to merely speculative
euturcs of any character. Take suburban

investments, for instance. Ileglnnlng with
Washington, with the barely possible ex-

ception of New York, there Is scarcely a
large city in the East or West where su-

burban improvement and development have
not been pushed beyond the demands of
population. Great fortunes have been
made in this line. On the other band,
much money has been lost. It Is probable
that no further large developments In
Washington suburbs will be attempted In
the near future. It seems certain, how-
ever, that much mony will be Invested
conservatively in real estate.

FATALLY GORED BY A BULL.

Madison
Powers, a wealthy and eccentric farmer,
eights -- live years old. was killed by a bull
last night and the animal had to-- shot
before his body could be secured.

While walking in a meadow- - Mr. Powers
was attacked by the animal, and before
help could arrive he had been gored to
death. Madison Powers, his son, ran for
a gn. while a neighbor jabbed the animal
in the neck with a pitchfork, but the bull
had to be shot.

Mr. Powers' wife died five years ago.
and he then had a coffin made for himself
from the trunk of a favorite cherry tree
which grew in the yard near his home.
The tree had been there sixty years, and
during all this time Powers had lived on
the farm.

Mr. Powers leaves about $200,000 In
cash and real estate, which will go to
three children, who survive him.

LIEUTENANT LANSDALE.

lie-- Tnncht the Kinsr of Korea to
Hide the Hlrs-rle- .

Chlc-igo- , April 13. Lieut. Philip V.
Lansdale, the American officer killed in
Samoa, had charge of the caravels here
during the World's Fair. Lieutenant Wil-

son, of the Hydrographic Office, speaking
of him, said:

"He was popular with tbe King of Ko-
rea. In 1S84 Lansdale took a bicycle and
a pair of skates to Korea. He is said to
have been tbe first man that rode a wheel
on Korean soil. The natives came run-
ning from all sides when they saw him
pedaling through the streets of Chemulpo
on his high machine.

"The King of Korea, then a boy of six-
teen, heard of the wonderful bicycle and
sent an invitation to Lansdale to bring
his wheel to Seoul, the capital. This was
Just after the massacre of some fifty Japs
by tbe Koreans, urged on by the Chinese.

"General Foote, the American Minister,
with the representatives of France, Ger-
many and England, had tied from the
capital when the trouble broke out-- Lans-
dale with thirteen others volunteered to
go back there with General Foote, and on
this trip he took his wheel, as per invita-
tion, although the ground was covered
with snow and ice. The King was aston-
ished at the sight of the officer astride
tbe bicycle.

"There is nothing to bold lt,up; I don't
understand how you ride on It,' said tbe
King In a puzzled air.

"Lieutenant Lansdale explained the art
of riding and under him the King took
lessons with such good progress that he
sent an order to America for a score of
bicycles."

The Koreans, It is said, had no skates,
and when Ensign Lansdale appeared skim-
ming over the ice the natives were again
astounded. Lieutenant Wilson and be fre-
quently went skating together, one dart-
ing over the- - Ice while the other amused
himself by watching the natives scramble
on, the Ice for "cash" which he tossed up
in the air.

Desmond in the Derby. In 1898 Desmond
won the Brocklesby stakes, the Coventry
stakes, and the Breeder's foal plate. The
horse was laid off for a while and has not
run this season.

MTJBDEREBS CONFESS.

Colored Men ArreMtccl for Klllus at

"torth Cnrollnn Farmer.
Portsmouth, Va.. April 13. Lewis Gil- -

IIs and Henry McLean, colored, were ar
rested by the police at Port Norfolk, a
suburb of Portsmouth, yesterday after
noon upon the charge of murder.

On February 20 last a well-to-d- o farmer
named Mcllride, of Robertson county, N.
C, was murdered at Carthage, Moore
county, N. C, by two negroes. The killing
is said to have been entirely unprovoked.
Mcllride, who, it is alleged, had been
drinking, approached the negroes and In
a jocular way caught one by the shoulder.
The negroes then set upon him and b:al
him to death with clubs. They escaped
und went to Raleigh, where all trace 'of
tbe'm was lost until a short time ago.
when it was learned they were at Port
Norfolk.

Yesterday Chief of Police Mclvor, of
Carthage, accompanied by Deputy Sheriff
Abbott, of Norfolk county, arrested Gillls
and McLean. Upon their arrival at the
county jail the prisoners confessed the
crime. Chief Mclvor left on tbe Seaboird
Air Line train last night for Raleigh,
where be will place his prisoners In jail.
He fears that if they are taken to Car-
thage they will be lynched.

SICK SOLDIERS FROM CUBA.

The Transport Mlsiaourl Arrltept at
Old Point Comfort.

Newport News, Va., April 13. The
United States transport Missouri. Captain
Williams, arrived at Old Point yesterday
directly from Havana with 210 Bick soldiers
aboard. The transport was flying a yellow
flag at her foremast.

As soon as she dropped anchor Dr. W. G.
Pettus, United States quarantine officer at
Old Point, boarded tbe ship In order to
make a thorough inspection of her condi-
tion. He at once ordered her to be de-

tained in quarantine. The sick soldiers
were taken on the Missouri in the after-
noon and transferred to the Josiah Simp-
son Military Hospital at Fort Monroe, Ma-
jor Arthur is the surgeon in charge of the
men.

TO REMODEL CRUISERS.

Chanices to lie llnile In the Clneln-na- tl

and Knlelarh.
Repairs have been ordered for the cruis-

er Cincinnati, now at the New York navy
yard, and the Raleigh, which will necessi-

tate the retirement of both ships from ac-

tive service for the next two years and re
sult in their complete rehabilitation and
reduction in engine power. Both these ves-

sels were built by the Government, and
when designed were provided with ma-
chinery far too powerful for ships of their
displacement and class.

The effect of the great amount of ma-
chinery was to limit the coal supply of each
vessel and reduce its steaming radius to an
extent that rendered the ships neither
economical or useful for cruising purposes'.
The Raleigh on tbe voyage to the United
States from Manila has been compelled to
stop at practically every coaling station to
supply Its bunkers in order to make home
port. Ordinarily a cruiser of this class
should have come direct across the ocean
from Gibraltar to New York without sail-
ing out of tbe way to stop at Madeira and
Bermuda for fuel.

While these vessels are supposed to have
engines capable of over 10,000-bors- e pow-
er, they have never quite equaled it and to
enlarge tbe coa) supply and give greater
steaming radius it is Intended to reduce
the horse power to 7,500 and thus permit of
more coal being carried. Water tube boil-
ers are to rcplac--b the Scotch boilers. The
Raleigh will be repaired at the Portsmouth,
N. H.. navy yard, and the Cincinnati at the
New York navy yard.

ON THE TRANSPORT GRANT.

Good "tVork of the Volunteer Nurses
Described In m Letter.

Adjutant General Corbin has received
from Mrs. Whitelaw Reid a copy of a let-

ter recently sent to her by Miss Marjorie
Heuschell, one of tbe volunteer nurses
who went to the Philippines on the trans-
port Grant. The letter, which was mail-
ed at Colombo on February 2E, is as fol-

lows:
1 beg to report everything satisfactory with re-

gard to the nurses' work. Up to the prccent
there have been patients cared for in.hospiUL
The officers and their families hare kept tolera-
bly, well. I liave, however, a few of the women
on my list. The Ited Cnns supplies have been
simply invaluable, and enable me to do to much
more in the way of special diet. The surgeon in
charge told me this morning that lie Intends to
make special mention of the excellent work done
by the nurses during the voyage, together with
the advantages received from Red Cross supplies,
in his report to the Surgeon General. The tem-
perature ranges from 80 to 92 degrees Fahren-
heit. We arc experiencing much discomfort and
Inconvenience from the fact that much of our
light clothing- - has been ruined by damp. I hope
to be able to get several necessaries at Colombo.
General Lawton is all anxiety to get to Manila
with tbe least possible delay.

A nice little incident occurred on Sunday. TVe
overtook an English steamer, and after exchang-
ing salutes, a sailor on tbe Britisher, with In-
credible alacrity, got down on tbe side of their
ship, and in large white letters wrote: "Good
Luck." Our band then struck up "God Save
the Queen," amid loud cheering and dipping of
flags. All the soldiers were on deck, and en-
joyed the evidence of good-wi- so far from home.

I am certain we will liave plenty of work, and
I am glad to report that (bus far everything
has' been satisfactory to tbe surgeons.

CUMBERLAND COAX.

Much of the Maryland Product (iciei
to Cuban Ports.

Cumberland, Md., April 13. The coal
shipments from the George's

region for the week ended Satur-
day, April S, by rail, aggregated 81.b83.09
tons, and by Chesapeake and Ohio Canal,
2,704.03 tons. The shipments for the year
to date have reached 1,087,288.08 tons, an
Increase of 36.316.!'! over the correspond-
ing period of 1898. The canal shipments
aggregate to April 8, 8.290.03 tons, a de-
crease of 1,802.18 compared with the same
period of last year. Through shipments on
the canal have been good; also, a bustling
miscellaneous trade is reported. The to-
tal product of the Cumberland region last
week was 1,768.11 tons in excess of the out-
put of the same week in 1898.

Of the tonnages to April 8, 8.771.S18.11
tons were delivered to the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad and local points, an increase
of 2S.342.96 tons, and 307,179.14 tons to the
Pennsylvania Railroad, an increase of

tons comparediwith last year.
Much George's coal is

now finding its way to Cuban ports via
Baltimore. It Is finding Its way to ail
parts of the world. The export trade con-

tinues most encouraging. There is such
a demand for soft coal both at home and
abroad that the producers feel most en.
couraged, believing they will get some-
thing like value for the contents of their
mines, and that the low figures thar have
been prevailing In years past will not re-

turn again.

To Build n Mountain Trolley Line.
Frederick, Md., April 13. J. Frank

Clemmer, John 11. Bowman. T. M. Smiley,
and H. B. Sproul, of Staunton, Va., rep-
resenting a company which contemplates
building an electric road of seventeen
miles from Staunton to Mtllbrook, across
a mountainous region, were in Frederick
yesterday inspecting the Frederick and
Middietown electric system, which crosses
the Catoctin Mountain and terminates In
Myersvllle. President George W. Smith
placed a special car at their disposal, In
charge of General Manager E. E. Court-
ney, who took them on a trip over the
road.

SAD DILBMMA OF

TBE KEYSTONE STATE

One Week Only in Which to
Elect a Senator.

Public Business Sidetracked by a
Deadlock.

Many BIIU on the. LejtUlat Is e Calen-
dar Tliat Suit Fall From

Lark of Atfention.

Harrisburg, Pa., April 13. The legisla-
ture now has but one week to live. It is
held by parliamentary authorities that
there will be but five Senatorial ballots
after today, presuming the deadlock will
last until the end of the' session.

The rule adopted by the legislature pro-

vides for a sine die adjournment at noon
next Thursday. The law prescribes that
on each day when the General Assembly is
in session a ballot for United States Sena-

tor must be taken at noon. The confl'ct
between these two provisions is apparent.

Ward Bliss, of Delaware, a recognized
parliamentarian of the House, said today:
"I do not see how It will be possible to
take a ballot next Thursday and I believe
It will be so decided at or before that
time. The General Assembly has voted to
quit at noon, and when that hour arrives
nothing Is in order but adjournment. I
doubt very much whether the Joint assem-
bly would have any power to adjourn If it
met after tbe time fixed by tbe rule. In
my opinion the Senatorial roll will be
called the last time next Wednesday un-
less --there Is an election before that
time."

Many are so anxious to have a Senatori-
al election that they would be disposed to
stretch a point and have a final opportu-
nity to ballot on Thursday.

It is becoming evident that many bills
on the calendar will never be reached.
Many members do not show any disposition
to rush things, and measures of no special
importance are debated at great length.
An hour is consumed each day by tbe bal-
lot. The senate is well up In its work,
but the house Is hopelessly behind. Mem-
bers are straining to save their own par-
ticular bills by special orders, but this on-
ly Increases the confusion and delay. Tbe
great struggle in tbe senate will come on
tbe beer bills, taxing both the foreign and
domestic brew three-fourt- of a cent a
gallon. These measures were held up a
long time In the senate finance committee.
The brewers are making every effort to
prevent final passage and the outcome is
still in doubt.
