The Jury In the case of James Powell,
who Is charged with the murder of Wil-

liam Patrick Lee, also colored, was com-
pleted today a few minutes before noon.

The first witness called for the Govern-
ment was Deputy Coroner Glazebrook, who
described the wound which caused the
death of Lee.

John A. Wells, an eyewitness of the kill-
ing, related the circumstances attending it.
On tho night of October 11 last, he said,
he was near the corner of O and Seventh
Streets northwest, when he saw some men
quarreling. He stopped and saw the de-

fendant plunge a knife Into the neck of
the deceased. At the time, the witness
cald, be thought It was merely a fist blow,
but a moment after he heard Lee say:
"I'm cuL" Lee walked a few feet and fell
to the pavement,

CONCORD STREET'S CONDITION.

Drooklnnil CltUrn Adtlned to I'rti-tlu- n

for si Sldewnlk.
The Brookland Citizens' Association

some time ago called attention to the con-

dition of Concord Street, between Eleventh
and Thirteenth Streets, Brookland, and
asked the Commissioners to Improve the
thoroughfare. It was asserted In the com-

munication that the street had neither be:n
graded nor graveled, and as the result of
the laving of water pipes was In such had
condition that traffic was almost Impossi-
ble.

"Some time ago." stated the secretary
of the f ssociatlon, "the horse of a poor la-

borer of this place was shot because of
serious injuries received in getting into a
pitfall within a few feet of Twelfth Street,
the principal thoroughfare of the village.
The cttv will probably be called upon to
pa damages to the loser of the horse, and
much more serious claims mav result if
the condition of the street is not im-

proved."
C. B. Hurt, District Computing En-

gineer, to whom the matter was
referred, has Informed the Commis-
sioners that there. Is no specific appro-
priation for the Improvement of Concord
Street and that the funds for repairs to
roads are not legally applicable for the
work. The circumstances related In the
complaint were found to be correct but
the only action which the Commissioners
took was to advise the association that
practical relief might be obtained by the
presentation of a largely representative
petition for a curb and sidewalk in which
event it was probable the roadway im-

provement would be Justified.
