Letter Sent to the Canr of UniiMla It)'
the National Council.

Indianapolis, April .26. May Wright Be-

wail, Honorary President of the National
Council of Women of the United States
and Vice President of the International
Council of Women, has addressed a letter
to the Czar of Russia, in the name of

women of the United States In-

cluded In the membership of the council.
In the letter she says:

"The members of the National Council
of Women of the United States beg 'his
majesty to accept their grateful acknowl-
edgment ot the service which he has been
moved to render humanity. The members
of the National Council are organized for
the promotion of religion, education, phi-
lanthropy, industrial progress, civil, social
and moral leforms. They realize that all
of these noble noble objects must, to a
greater or less degree, languish In time
of war, and that they are retarded by all
of the influences, conditions, and circum-
stances accompanying war and resulting
from it.

"The women of the council believe in
the solidarity of humanity: they believe
that whatever is most promotive of the
best interests of one nation must In the
end secure the highest imprests of all.
They see In the maintenance and enlarge-
ment of the present standing armies of
the world a menace to the highest civiliza-
tion, to the finest culture, and to the real-
ization of Christian ideals. They there-
fore unite in the desire that his majesty's
motives in convening a conference to con-

sider disarmament may receive from all
people the most generous interpretation.
They unite in the hope that his majesty.
In the execution of his benevolent designs,
may enjoy the "of govern-
ments of all civilized countries through-
out the world. Cherishing In their hearts
aspirations for humsi progress and grat-
itude to all men and women, whether In
low-- or high places, who promote It, they
beg his majesty's acceptance ot their t

contribution of sympathy and support."

QUEER MATRIMONIAL FIX.
A Wife I'urliully Deeded Awn)

C'lnlmi, Divorce.
Chicago. April 26. Dr. Paul C. Jensen

signed away a one-ha- lf Interest in his
wife, Minnie Pinkston Jensen, two days
after he married her. This fact was
brought out in a matrimonial muddle
which Judge Tulley v. as called upon to de-

cide yesterday. ')
A year ago the physician, who is now

in, Minnesota, but who formerly lived at
No. 740 West North Avenue, secured be-

fore the Judge a divorce from his wife,
charging that she thought too much of one
Clifford St. John. The wife presented no
defence when the case was tried Now
she comes forward with a petition to have
the decree set aside, by declaring that it
was obtained by fraud. The Judge decided
to hear the woman's side of the story In
full, and the first thing she produced was
a copy of the following contract drawn up,
she says, by her husband. In their house
two days after they were married:

For valuaMc consideration not hereinafter nec- -
ified, and the sum of $1. lianded and paid to
the said Clifford K. St. Jolin and Paul C. Jensen,
by said Minnie Pinkston, tiie receipt of which is
hereby acknowledged.

We hereby agree: First, tliat neither of us is
to lute Jlmnie Pinkston as his wife, nor claim
any right to her whatsoever.

Second, that said Minnie rinkston mutt keep
each of us informed at all times of her where
abouts or residence address.

Third, we pledge ourclrcs, the said Clifford
S. St. John and the said Paul Christen Jensen,
to pay the said Minnie Pinkston flO per week,
commencing witli the 1st day of Xoremlier, 1S97,
making four weekly payments cacli month.

We agree lietween ourselves that, in default
or failure on the part of either of us to make
such payments at tl tunc specified, 11 the
said amounts lie not made up to Minnie Pink-.sto- n

before the expiration of the said month in
which payments were due, said contract shall be
considered null and void in its scope and appli-
cation to said delinquent, thus giving the party
keeping up me payments lull privilege to mar-
ry said Minnie Pinkston, providing she i.3 will
ing to accept bim.

And, furthermore, the party failing to make
said payments, as herein specified and provided,
further agrees not to molest, annoy, persecute,
or do any malicious or harmful act whatsoever,
to the one who faithfully carriesout his part ot
this contract.

Mrs. Jensen says that she cannot read or
write, but that this contract was read to
her by her husband. She protested, but
both men signed it. A week later, St. John,
she said, called with $10 for her, which she
refused to accept. Her husband took it
and handed It to her with an additional $10
ot his own. '--

St. John, when he took the witness stand,
said he did not know that Minnie Pinkston
was married when he signed the paper. Dr.
Jensen was not in court to give an expla-
nation of the document-Mr- s.
