HOTEL PBOPBIETOB KILLED.

Struck Ijy a Train at Princess Anne,
Md.

Princess Anne, Md., April 26. P. Sydney
Dryden, proprietor of the Washington Ho-

tel, at Princess Anne, was killed yesterday
at 9:30 o'clock Just south of tbe depot of
the New York, Philadelphia, and Norfolk
Railroad, in Princess Anne, by tbe north
bound local passenger train from Crlsfield.

He went to the depot for the purpose of
meeting the train, which was' somewhat
late. He walked to tbe mill of Cohen &

Bock, which Is on the track of -- the New
York, Philadelphia, and Norfolk' Railroad,
150 yards south of the station, and was re-

turning on the track when'kllled. The en-

gine and four trucks of the passenger car
passed over him and cut him in two. Tbe
train consisted of the engine and one pas-
senger foach. When it stopped the body
was found lying across tbe rail and half-
way between the trucks of tbe passenger
coach.

Mr. Dryden was In his forty-nint- h year.
A widow and six children survive blm.
His remains were interred In the Methodist
Cemetery this morning. Tbe services were
in charge of tbe Junior Order of American
Mechanics, of which he was a member.

NOT LEGALLY HAEBIED.

A Connle'N Discovery After Llvlns;
Tnscether Nineteen Years.

Trenton, N. J., kpril 26. Probably tbe
most curious case In the annals of the
court of chancery, where uncommon and
odd phases and mixes In life are forever
being aired, came up yesterday, when Mr3.
Albert Smith, who has for nineteen years
believed herself married to James S. Gra-
ham, of Washington, D. C. discovered to
her own and her supposed husband's dis-
may that she was not his lawful wife, ac-

cording to the court's decision.
Mrs. Smith, under the name of Mrs. Gra-

ham, asked tbe court to grant her an order
authorizing ber to sell a parcel of land
lying near New J3runswlck. In 1861 she
married Smith, a Virginian. Tiring of
each other. In 1S69 she took advantage of
the Massachusetts code and secured a I 111

of separation. This bill of separation Mrs.
Smith took to be a divorce, and In 1SS0,
while Smith was still alive, she tried mat-
rimony again. This time Graham was the
groom. Since that time they have resided
in Washington. Shortly after her mar-
riage to Graham, Smith, ot Virginia, died.

The persons to whom Mrs. Graham de-

sired to sell the land were not sure of
her title, and therefore she asked tbe court
to clear it by an order. After a considera-
tion of the facts as presented to him, and a
little testimony. Vice Chancellor Grey re-

fused to grant the order, stating that the
bill of separation obtained In Massachu-
setts gave Mrs. Smith no right to marry
before her husband's death, and there-
fore her marriage to Graham was ille-
gal. She was simply Mrs. Smith, tnd as
such could sell the land without an rrder.

"Mrs. Graham," as she believed herself,
and Mr. Graham, ber husband, as he sup-
posed himself to be, looked first at the
Judge with astonishment and then at each
other with consternation. They conversed
together, and then the Judge, to make sure
that tbey would understand him, explained
his meaning at length. After a time the
whole thing seemed to dawn upon the cou-

ple, and they departed from the courtroom.
They have returned to Washington, where
tbey will be married tor a second time.

HOT ADVOCATING A NEW CBEED

Rev. Dr. Henry Van Dyke Esulalna
a Recent Sermon.

New York, April 26. The Rev. Dr. Hen-

ry van Dyke, Pastor of the Brick Church,
who was quoted as having spoken for a
new statement of faith for the Presbyteri-
an Church In his Sunday morning sermon
on "The Progress of tbe Church," said
yesterday that he had been misunderstood
when It was stated that be was advocating
a change from the Westminster confes-

sion. Dr. tan Dyke said that his ten points
which be gave to his congregation were
merely a statement that would be satisfac-
tory to him If tbe Evangelical churches
should write a new creed, and that be waa
speaking for tbe Evangelical churches of
today, rather than for the Presbyterian
Church alone. His sermon was meant to
show tbe general advance of Christian
thought, and that the general statement
of faith ot tbe Evangelical churches, II

corectly written, would contain advances
on the old statements ot faith.

"The time," said he, "Is not ripe for
proposing a new creed. If you call it that,
in the Presbyterian Church. I was one
among a number of ministers who dis-

cussed that subject about six or seven
years ago, and the church did not seem to
be ready for the change. I do not wish to
be understood as advocating it now.

"What I said In my sermon, as I remem-
ber it, was that it we had a new creed I
should hope it would be shorter and rich-
er than tbe old one, and if it had ten points
in it I should like to see those ten points
in "."

Dr. van Dyke pointed out In some of the
separate points the advance upon the
statement in the Westminster confession,
the Presbyterian standard. In the sixth
point be said. that, while tbe Westminster
confession confines the opportunity of sal-
vation to "the elect," the new statement
broadens it to take in all who decide to
be saved.

"Isn't this, practically an abandonment
of Calvinism?" was asked. "Well, per-
haps it is," be replied, "but in another
light it is simply a broadening of tbe old
belief. We still hold fast to the belief in
the salvation of 'the elect,' but we widen
the enclosure to take in all who will be
saved."

The first point, he said, was an advance
on the Westminster standards. In that it
makes all men children of God, instead of
confining his fatherhood to "the elect."

CAPTAIN CTJIGNET'S EVIDENCE.

Leakatce of French Seerets Contin
ued After Ilreytna' Arrrat.

Paris. April 26. The "Figaro" -- today
prints the conclusion of Captain Cuignet's
evidence before the court of cassation,
Culgnet was the officer commanded by tbe
War Offlce to draw up a conclusive report
on tbe Dreyfus case. Before tbe court
Chairman Culgnet produced a secret dos-
sier and went through tbe documents com-
posing it which consisted chiefly of frag-
ments of letters between Colonel Schwart- -
koppen, the German military attache at
Paris, and the Italian military attache,
Colonel Panlzzardl.

Captain Culgnet sought to prove that
these Implicated Dreyfus, but was forced
to admit that several documents wbl:h
had been seized were not written. by Drey-
fus and that tbe leakage of French mili
tary secrets continued after the latter's
arrest.
