Construction Placed Upon the
"Becent Personnel Law.

Rates of Pay in Effect When the
Statute Passed.

Decision From the Office of the
Caraptrullr,r of hc Treasmrj- - Rc- -

sardlNg- - Hank nud Kmolururutsi.

Hon. L. P. Mitchell, Assistant Comptrol-

ler of the Treasury, made public today the
decision of that bureau ol the Government
service, construing the Navy Personnel
bill passed In the last session of Congress.
Following is the full teit of the decision:

"Treasury Department.
"Office of Comptroller of the Treasury,

Washington, D. C. April 19, 1SS9.

"The Honorable the Secretary of ,the
Navy:

"Sir: I have by your reference, letters
of llarch 13 and April 25 from L. Hunt,
Paymaster U. S. N., and also your com-

munications of March 21 and April 1, 1S99,

submitting for my decision certain ques-

tions arising under the act of Congress
act to organize and increase the

efficiency of the personnel of the Navy and
Marine Corps of the United States,' ap-

proved March 3, 189D (Public No. 177.)

"Ono of the questions presented Is:
What" rate of pay applies between. March

8 and June 30, USD, to the cases of Rear
Admirals Fred Kodgers and F. J. Higgln-eo- n,

U. S. N., and also v. hat rate of pay
applies to the case of Rccr Admiral W. S.
Schley, between the same dates?'

"By reference to the "Navy Register'
of January 1. 1S99. It appears that Rear
Admirals Rodgers and Higgincon v. ere on
that data commodores on the active list,
and It Is assumed, for the purposes of this
decision, that they were holding said of-

fices at the date of the approval of said
act, and that they have each been pro-

moted in pursuance of said act to the
grade of rear admiral of the nine lower
numbers.

"Section 7 of said act. so far as the same
is applicable to the question presented in
the cases of Rear Admirals Rodgers and
Hlgglnson, provides: "That the active list
of the line of tho navy as constituted by
section 1 of this act shall be composed of
eighteen admlralB. Provided,
That each rear admiral embraced In tie
nine lower numbers of that grade s.ha!l

receive the same pay and allowances as
are now allowed a brigadier geneial in the
army.'

"There Is no question but that tho aboe
proWso. fixing the pay of each read admi-
ral embraced In the nine lower numbers of
that grade, took effect immediately, if It
is not controlled by section 13 of said act,
which provides.

" 'That, after June 30, 1899, commissioned
officers of the line of the navy and of the
medical and pay corps shall receive the
same pay and allowances, except forage,
as are or may be provided by or In pursu-
ance of law for the officers "of correspond-
ing rank In the army: Provided, that such
officers when on shore shall receive the al-

lowances, but fifteen per centum less pay
than when on sea duty; but this provision
shall not apply to warrant officers commis-
sioned under section 12 of this act.'

"Section 7, defining the active list of the
line under the new law, omits the grade of
commodore, the grade between that of
captain and rear admiral, thereby abolish
lng the grade of commodore of the active
list. Additional vacancies were, therefore,
created In the grade of rear admiral for
the officers who were in the grade of com
modore before the passage of the act, and
it was provided In said section that each
rear admiral in the nine lower numbers of
that grade should receive the same pay
and allowance of a brigadier general in
the army whose rank in the army corre
sponds to the rank of commodore in the
navy.

"The other rear admirals are entitled
after June 30, 1S99. under section 13 of the
act, to the pay and allowances, except for-
age, of a major general of the army, an of-

ficer corresponding In rank with a rear
admiral. Section 7 provides for additional
promotions to the grade of rear admiral.
and necehsltated a proviso fixing the pay
of each rear admiral in the nine lower
numbers of thai grade. If their pay was to
be fixed at a different rate from the pay
of the other rear admirals. I am of opln
ion, and so decide, that the proviso of said
section, that each rear admiral embraced
in the nine loner numbers of that grade
shall receive the same pay and allowance
as are now allowed a brigadier general in
the army, took effect with said section 7,
of which It formed a part. Immediately up-
on the approval of said act, and that they
should be paid In all respects from March
3, 1S99, to July 1, 16S9, the same rate of
pay and allowance to which they "will be
entitled on and alter July 1, iy,i, and with
15 per cent less pay when on shore than
when on sea duty.

"I am also of opinion, and so decide,
that from March 3, 1E99, to July 1, 1899,
said allowances should be paid from ap
propriation 'pay, miscellaneous,' and that
from the beginning of the next fiscal year
such allowances should be paid from the
pay of the navy.'

"In the case of Rear Admiral Schley,
who stands, as you state, number eight
In the list of rear admirals, he is entitled
and should receive the pay of a rear ad-
miral, under the law as It existed before
the passago of said act, until after June 30,
1S99, when the new rate of pay takes ef-
fect.

"In the case of Rear Admiral Charles
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O'Nell. United States Navy. Chief of the
Bureau of Navy Department, the
question asked is, 'when do the pay and al
lowance of said O Nell as suchcnler oi
bureau begin under said act of March 3,
1899, and. If such pay and al-

lowance under said act begin be- -
.'jra July 1. 1899. from what appro
priation should the allowance be paid?
It is understood that at the date of the
approval of said act said O'Jiell was Chief
of the Bureau of Ordnance, with the rank
of. captain, but holding the relative rank
and drawing the pay cf the grade of com-
modore by virtue .of sections 1172 and 1565,
Revised Statutes. The second proviso oi
said section 7, la as follows: 'Provided,
That when the office cf chief of bureau is
filled by an officer below the rank of rear
admiral, said officer shall, while holding
said office, have the rank of rear admiral
and receive the same pay and allowance as
are now- - allowed a brigadier general in the
army.' ,

"The second proviso of section 7 Is, In
my opinion. In the same situation as the
first proviso In said section, and I am of
opinion, and so decide, that said second
proviso took effect and went into force
from the date cf the approval of said act,
and that said O'Neil, from March 3, 1899,
while holdlng'the office of Chief of Bureau,
should receive the same pay and allowance
as are now allowed a brigadier general in
the army, subject to the 15 per cent
reduction provided In section 13 for officers
of the line and Medical and Pay Corps of
the navy when on shore, and that from
March 3, 1899, to July 1, 1899, said allow
ance should be paid from 'pay mlscella
neouB," and that from the beginning ofthe
next fiscal year such allowance should be
paid from the 'pay of the navy.'

"It Is to be noted, however, that the
pay of Rear Admiral O'Nell should not be
reduced for shore service below the
amount he was receiving as Chief of Bu-

reau at the time of the passage of the
act, because of tho provision In said sec-

tion 13, as follows: 'Provided, That no
provision of this act shall operate to re-

duce the present pay of any commissioned
officer now In the navy; and in any case
in which the pay of such an officer would
otherwise be reduced be shall continue to
receive pay according to existing law.'

"I am of opinion, however, that the
above proviso is personal and applies on'y
to commissioned officers In the navy at the
time of the approval of said act, and does
not apply to any officer who may hereaf-
ter occupy the position of Chief of Bureau.

"Referring to the retirement of Pay Di-
rector Rufus F. Parks. United States Navy,
on the 9th instant, the question is asked
whether staff officers with the rank or rela-
tive rank of captain, upon retirement un-
der section 11 of said act, shall be retired
with the rank or relative rank of commo-
dore or with the rank of rear admiral. I
assume that the question presented has
reference to the pay which said Parks
would be entitled to receive upon his re-
tirement under said section 11, and that
said Parks has a creditable record and
that he served during the civil war. The
case of Medical Director George A. Bright,
presented in your reference of April 25, Is
similar In all respects to that cf Pay Di-
rector Parks, and the decision as to Pay
Director Parks will cover all questions
raised In the case of Medical Director
Bright. The question asked Is. when does
said section 11 become operative as to pay
and allowances, and with what pay should
staff officers with the rank of captain on
the active list be retired under said stctlon

"The Attorney General, In an opinion
dated April 12. 1S99, said tec-tl-

11, says: 'It is 'to be noted that the
language of section 11 of the Personnel act
Is general and does not in terms confine
its operation to officers of the line. The
language Is "any officer of the navy, with
a creditable record, who served during the
civil war. shall, when retired, be retired
with the rank and three-fourt- the sea
pay of the next higher grade." This act
assumes that there must be a higher grade
to which the retiring officer can be pro-
moted. Of course, one occupying the
highest rank In the navy could not, by re-
tirement or any other means, be promoted
to a higher grade when none exists. The
question, however, is whether this promo-
tion must be confined to the grade existing
In the line of service In which
the retiring officer Is serving, or whether
it refers to the rank or grade of officer of
the navy generally without respect to the

of rank placed upon the differ-
ent branches of the staff service. The
officers of the different corps of the staff,
such as Medical Corps and the Pay Corjw,
have separate and distinct title, appro-
priate to the nature of their 'service and
to their rank in the corps, and. In addition
thereto, are given rank by the same title
that Is applied to officers of the line. The
line furnishes the standard of rank for
officers of all classes. A captain of the
line is merely a captain, and has but one
title to designate both his office and his
rank. An officer of the staff has an offi-

cial title to Identify his position In his
corps and also a relative rank In addition,
the latter being arbitrarily fixed by Con-

gress to designate bis relative rank In the
service In accordance with the line stand-
ard. The highest officer In the Medical
Corps Is a medical director, having the
relative rank of captain. It would not be
possible to promote a medical director to
a higher place In the Medical Corps, but
it would be possible to confer upon him a
higher rank than that of captain, pnd. In
my opinion, that Is what section 11 is In-

tended to do. I see no good rea-
son to hold that the additional honor and
emolument which Congress undoubtedly
intended to confer upon officers of the
line are not equally applicable to officers
of the navy of like rank In the different
corps. That Congress has. In other in-

stances, contemplated a similar result is
apparent from the provisions of section
1461 of the Revlsd Statutes, which pro-

vides that officers of the Medical. Pay, and
Engineer Corps, chaplains, professors of
mathematics, and constructors, who shall
have served forty-fiv- e years,
shall, when retired, have the relative rank
of commodore.'

"I concur in the above construction of
section 11 by the Attorney General.

"By section 8 of said act, for
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voluntary retirement, a captain of the Una
Is retired with tne ranj ana inree-fourt-

the sea pay of thejnexij higher

Including the grade of commo-
dore. By section 9, providing for Invo-
luntary retirement, a captain of the line Is

Section 8 and 9 provide that for
the mirnasea of retirement under said sec-- -
tlons, the grade of commodore shall be.

"It Is to be observed that by section 7

of said act there were constituted, for pay
purposes, two grades of pay for officers In
the grade of rear admiral. I ,am of opin-

ion, and so decide, that said section 11 took
effect from the date of the approval of the
act March 3, 1899, and that a staff officer,
with the rank of captain on the active-list-

,

should be retired under said section upon
three-fourt- the sea pay of a rear ad-

miral embraced In the nine lower numbers,
or three-fourt- the pay of a brigadier
general.

"The question Is also asked. Are the fol-

lowing words In section 12 of said 'act.
'Provided, That the chief boatswains, chief
ninnrn. chief caroenters. and chief sall- -
makers shall on promotion have tha same
pay and allowances as are' now allowed a
second lieutenant In he Marine Corps,
to be construed as operative in the Pjesimi
fiscal year, and, ir so. is tne

etc., who may have originally en-

tered the naval service as an enlisted man,

the basis of his first, entryi Into the service
or on the basis of his first appointment?

"This section is tho one providing a
commissioned grade for warrant omccr,
and is as follows:. 'That boatswains, gun-

ners, carpenters, and sallmakers shall aft-

er ten years from date of warrant be com-

missioned chief boatswains, chief gunners.
chief carpenters, and sallmakers to
rank with but after ensign: Provided, That
the chief boatswains, chief gunners, chief
carpenters, and chief sallmakers shall, on
promotion, have the same pay and allow-

ances as are now allowed a second lieuten-
ant In the Marine Corps: Provided, That
the pay of boatswains, gunners, carpen-

ters, and sallmakers, shall be the same as
that now allowed by law; Provided further.

j That nothing In this act shall give auai- -

to command, and that Immediately after
the passage of this act boatswains, gun-
ners, carpenters, and sallmakers. who have
served In the navy as such for fifteen years,
shall be commissioned In accordance with
the provisions of this section, and there-
after no warrant officer shall be promoted

i until he shall have passed an examination
before a board of chief boatswains, chief

makers. In accordance with regulations
prescribed by the Secretary of the .Navy.'

"I am of opinlon.'and so decldd-tha- t the
provisions of this section with regard to
pay" go into effect on the date blithe ap-

proval of the act and become operative
from the passage of the act. and that tho:e
promoted In pursuance of said section to
the positions of chief boatswains, etc'. 'are
entitled to be paid as such In the present
fiscal year, and that for the purpose of
calculating their pay in the new grades the
time of service should be computed In the
came manner as the service of a second
lieutenant In the Marine Corps is com-
puted, and would Include service as an en-

listed man. (Section 1612. Revised Stat-
utes, and act of June SO, 16S2, 22 Stat..
117.) For the purpose of estimating their
time of service to entitle them to be pro-

moted under the provisions of this ssctlon
only the service In the grade of warrant
officer can be counted as stated In the act.

FORMER POLICEMAN SUES.

Test Cane Beu-u- n Under the Klitht-Ho- ur

Law.
Suit was Instituted yesterday by Enoch

S. Edelen, a former policeman, to test the
question whether or not policemen can be
compelled to work an indefinite number of
hours out of each twenty-fou- r, or whether
they are protected by the law of 1892,

which declares that eight hours Is a
day's work, and other laws enacted upon
the same 6ubect by Congress.

The declaration states that Edelen has
worked about hve years, on an av-

erage about fifteen hours out of each
twenty-fou- r, and that he had only been
paid at the rate of S2.60 per day, which he
claims for his eight hours' services; that
there is now an excess due blm amounting
in a total to J3.600 for time served over
and above what he was legally required to
give.

This Is an Important question, as there
will be nearly a million dollars coming to
the police and for excess of
If it is decided that eight hours consti-
tute a legal day's work. The question in-

volved In the Edelen case will settle all
the other cases, as they are similar.

There was a general decline of prices In
the stock market today, much to the dis
appointment of the Street, and of the pub
lic generally, who had cxpecieo. a Dcner
showing, after the fair strength of the
week and with the outlook for a good bank
statement. There were one or two slocks
which held their own and a few which had
sharp and radical declines, but the general
list was Inactive and dull, a condition of
things which had not been expected. The
explanation of the poor day Is not easy to
discover. The bank statement was good,
the wheat news was fair, and the price of
wheat declined, and there was no general
bad news of any kind. The Street Is in a
hopeful frame of mind at present and now
looks forward for a good advance next
week, with a rally on Monday after today's
decline. It must be acknowledged, bow-eve- r,

that the action of the leaders In giv-

ing absolutely no support to their stocks,
and the success of the bears has a look et
unpleasanlntss as If the beginning of next
week also might be weak.,, The.bull move-

ment Is likely to come on any .day, but It
may start from a lower level thau was ex-

pected yesterday.

One little piece of sentiment Indulged
In on the Street today was the proposi-

tion that stocks be given a grwt boom on
liondav. Dewey Day. and thert Is the pos
sibility that this notion may be fulfilled,
as it could be easily by the leaders buying
stocks heavily during the morning hours.

The bank statement was In every way
satisfactory, showing again a large in-

crease In reserves and a decrease in loans-Eve- n

this had no effect on the trend of
speculation, however, prices going otf
more rapidly after It came out than before
In many stocks. The figures follow: es

Increased 1,3I8.775, loan3 decreas-
ed J585.300, deposits decreased $$01,300.
specie decreased t548,C0O, legals increased
$1,635,700, circulation decreased $71,300.
ThlB statement had no good effect today,
but lts'ultlmate effect must be good, nev-

ertheless. It shows a plenty of money that
Is most reassuring.

One of the factors which caused the de-

clines of the day was undoubtedly the pas-
sage by the New York Legislature on its
last day of the bill taxing the big corpo-

rations of the State. This bill will pay a
large revenue Into the treasury of the
State, but it will cut down the dividends
of the stockholders of the New York city
street railroads. The stocks of these roads
were viciously attacked by the bears and
went off badly. Brooklyn Rapid Transit
which has been very strong during the
past week, was forced down to 131 2 from
135. Metropolitan went off a full point
at a time and closed at 242,8 decline of nve
DoIntB from the low price at the opening.
Manhattan was not raided today, but the
losses made yesterday were not regained,
the closing price for the day being very
near the lowest yesterday. It la difficult
to figure on the effect of the bill on these
stocks after its provisions have been an-

alyzed, but It Is certain that there will be
good recoveries temporarily at least from
the attacks of today, and the friends of
Brooklyn and Manhattan do not believe
that tho new law will prevent these stocks
from getting to much higher levels.

The entire list was affected to a certain
extent by the weakness of these stocks,
which bad been relied on by the bulls to
lead an advance. The grangers thus fail-
ed to advance while the price ot'wheat was
going off, though it had been the general
prediction that a decline in the price of
wheat of 1 cent a bushel would be greatly
beneficial to this group. Atchison closed
below 61 and the other grangers all off
from a fraction to more than a polntv

Sugar was erratic, but in general Its
tondency was downward. The Steel stocks
at the opening had some strength, but be-

fore the close had declined half a point or
more. Steel and Wire, common, was fair-
ly strong.

Every royal house in Europe had its cog-

nizance once, perhaps, but of the original
forms only the fleur-de-l- survives. The
white horse of Kent is older, perhaps. It
preserves the memory of the Esklngs, de
scendants of Hengist, nut is no longer
royal. Our English Hon is modern com-
paratively so much so that the French
even now, when in bitter mood, call him a
leopard. The reason Is curious and pro-
found, like all matters connected with
heraldy. That science- - was undeveloped,
not to say unborn, when the early Planta-gene- ts

set three walking lions on their
shields In the natural attitude, "side face."
Afterward they turned the heads of the
creatures "full face." But that made all
the difference when heraldy began to be
perfected. A Hon walking "full face" be-

comes Ipso facto a leopard by the magic
of that wonderous art, and the scornful
chivalry of France taunted our blameless
sovereigns with endeavoring to substitute
the king of beasts for the "unclean pan-
ther," which was their fitting emblem.

The dragon-cognizan- of the House of
Cerdic became the standard of the realm, if
It can be said that the realm possessed
one, after the triumph of Wessex. TFatrt-otl- c

Welshmen demonstrate that the dull
Saxon stole it from their kings, and they
have all the support of Lord Tennyson,
at least. We all recollect the description
of Arthur on his throne at Camelot en-

compassed by dragons. They "clung" to
his crown, they "writhed down" his robes,
they "crept" from the back of his chair:
while "all the rest of them" disported
themeselves "through knots and loops and
folds Innumerable." Bat the Welshman
could not possibly have loved dragons mots
than the Saxon. One might say that the
latter uaad. no motif In decorative work of
any kind, op stone or mstal or Illuminated
page, but this.

who slew the Dragon Fafnlr. a subject of
which the Northern artists never tired.

It Is commonly said that the dragon of
Wessex flew for ths last lime at Hastings.
Harold had bis own standard he was no
son of Cerdic. William of Malmesbury de
scribes it a man fighting, sumptuously
embroidered with gold and gems. The Con-

queror presented It to the Pope. But the
dragon was certainly conspicuous, for it is
figured on the Bayeux tapestry. Hastings
was not the last field in which Englishmen
marched to battle under It. Kicbard of
Devizes mentions that "the terrible stan
dard of the dragon was unfurled and bornn
In front when Coeur de Lion attacked
Messina. Such allusions to the flag of the
army in general are ery rare in feudal
times, and It may well be mat tne na-

tional dragon was hoisted whenever the
King appealed to his English subjects.
Henry III. or more probably his sagacious
son. raised it at Lewes. "A dragou In man
ner of a standard or ensign cf red sarcenet,
embroidered with gold, the tongue of the
dragon appearing as though continually in
motion, and ejes of sapphire. remaps
the tradition was growing dim by that
time, for the chronicler says that this sym
bol was interpreted to mean "No quarter."

The neur-de-I- Is such a nopcics-- puz-

zle that grave authorities regard it as the
corrupted figure of a frog, others recognize
a Phalllo emblem, others a bee with wings
spread; this last view commended Itself
strongly to Napoleon. There are seriojs
arguments and Illustrations in favor of
each origin; the one fact toleiably certain
is that Prankish kings bore a cognizance
which has dcelored into the fleur-de-ly- s.

as soon as history gets a clear view of
them. Almost certainly, however, that
cognizance was not a flower of any sort in
tho hpeinnlnsr.

The history of the double-heade- d eacle
In Europe is known well enough. The Ger-
man Emperor Conrad saw- - It at Constanti-
nople when crusading In 1147. Learning
that the device represented sovereignty
oer east and west, he thousht It adapted
to his own case, and annexed 'L The
Counts of Flanders were equally strcck In
the next Crusade, and fo'lowed the came
course. It was finally appropriated by the
House of Austria In 1313; afterwards Prus-

sia and Russia yielded to the fascination
of its beauty. But when we iuit thie
modern inanities and seek the double-head-

eagle In its native home, we are
led into the ery beginnings of things.
Tracing the symbol upward, it is found as
a common ornament among the Msmlul.s
of Egypt, evidently introduced by thj
Mesopotamlan artists whom taey tavorcu.

In the Museum at South Kensington are
several exquisite works of that period
showing the double-heade- d eagle. It has
been suggested that Saladin bore It. Us
cognizance was certainly an eagle, but one
may think tnat unnsuan cnroniciers
would have mentioned it had the bird been
double-heade- But the device appears at
an earlier date on the coinage of the Prince
of Singar. In Mesopotamia; also it was
sculptured on the walls of the city of Amla
in that region. Passing an Indefinite num-
ber of centuries, we And it upon, the go den
ornaments of Mycenae. But the original
Is identified, so far, among that mo:t mys-

terious of peoples, the Hittites. With them
it was a very holy ana poweriui symDoi
evidently, though the significant Is not
yet ascertained. On the enormous piono-llt-

of granite before the palace at Eyuk,
double-heade- d eagles arc carved, holding
an animal. So In that wondrous cave-temn- lo

of Borehas-Keu- l, where the gods
are upright on the procession, two of them
ride upright on the mystic Dira. it is carv-

ed above the gates of cities and on their
massive walls. We shall know more,
doubtless. In good time.
