questrlan statue of Gen. Robert- - C. Lee,

the famous leader of the Confederacy. The

arlous Southern organizations throjghout
the country have been Interested In Ibc

matter, and an effort has been made sev-

eral times to bring it to public atten-

tion. More important affairs hae hitherto
crowded it out. and cry little has been

done. Of late. however, the sentiment la

favor of the erection of 'the Lee :.iatu2

has been growing, and the agitation lias
reached such a stage that a party of ladles
representing the Southern people in Wash-

ington will leave for Fort Mvcr Heights
this afternoon for the purpose of selecting

n site for the statue, which will be erect-

ed when funds have been raised.
The objects of the projectors or the

scheme in gping to the other side of the

river for their site are many. The prin-

cipal reason is that the old Lee Mansion

at Arlington, which was seized by the
Government at the beginning of the Civil
War, is situated on the heights ovcrlook-in- g

the Potomac and the people interested
In the statue project intend that the mon-

ument to the memory of the famous Con-

federate soldier shall be as near his old
home as possible. The view of the cit
from the heights is one of the most beau-

tiful surrounding Washington, and the
projectors intend that the statue shall oc-

cupy an eminence that will overlook the
Capital The beauty and grandeur of the
Upper Potomac will be greatly enhanced,
they contend b the erection of such a
monument

The matter is cntlrclv in the hands of the
ladies of the various organizations and
they want to Uecp it to themselves They
will not object to the contribution of funds
by those outside of their organization, but
they intend that the statue shall be a mon-

ument to the memor of the great Confed-

erate from the women of the South The
consider that, in recognition of the valua-

ble services rendered the Government by
General Lee before the civil war. all sen-

timent in opposition to the building of the
statue will be futile. They call attention
to the fact that General Lee's reputation
as a soldier in tho regular army wis of
the highest order and the services render-
ed the United States during the Mexican
war and the tumultous times directly fol
lowing the acquisition of Texas, were most
valuable

As a soldier General Lee has been rec
ognized throughout the world as one of
the greatest that America has ever i re-

duced All this, the women interested It
the erection of the statue say, entitles tlm
to a lasting monument.

The movement, while quietlv conducted.
is very strorg, and from present prospects
it seems almost certain that the patriotic
band of women will succeed in Its en-

deavors, and In a short time tbre will
lie reared on the heights overlooking the
Capital City a statue to the Immorftl lead
cr of the armies of the Confederacy.

HOBSEWHXPED tpr. HUSBAND.

Cxcltlntr Eplnoile Between Main and
Wife in nrldseport.

Bridgeport. Conn, May 9 William H.
Slebs, lieutenant commanding the machine
gun platoon of tfie Fourth Regiment. Con-

necticut National Guard, was horsewhlppsd
by his wife Sunday afternoon and thrown
from their carriage.

Mr. and Mrs Siebs1 domestic troubles
became public Thursday afternoon, when
she brought suit for divorce on the ground
of intolerable cruelty. They have lived
In an aristocratic section of the city since
coming here, several years ago. Mr. Slcbs
has conducted a clothing store. His wile,
who is reported to be worth $100,000, fur-
nished the funds They were welcomed In
society. Mrs. Siebs is noted locally for her
beauty.

Mr. and Mrs Siebs became reconciled
Sunday and drove to a hotel In Strat-
ford. When at dinner Mrs Siebs chanced
to see a newspaper containing a sensation-
al, story of their troubles. A war of words
was followed by a lively bombardment.
The young soldier was made the target,
and plates and platters were showered
upon hi3 head by his angry wife.

They entered their carriage after Chief
Wakcley. of the Stratford Fire Company.
had interferred to stop the quarrel, and
drove back to Bridgeport. Mrs. Sleb3 held
the reins and sat on the right side, bhc
turned into Broad Street, and, stopping.
suddenly, seized the whip and began beat
ing her husband over the head and should-
ers, shouting at the top of her voice:
"Now I'll show you!" Her husband shrank
beneath the fierce blows, shielding his face.
Mrs. Siebs hurled him out Into the street.

Lieutenant Slebs ran Into a bicycle stora
near by, and his wife went in pursuit.
Inside she renewed the attack, belaboring
him with her lace parasol She applied it
so vigorously that the handle broke In
pieces, and then she went at mm with
clinched fists Finally she was calmed.
and the couple went away together.

Jealous of a pretty young woman in-

spired the attack and was the original
cause cf their domestic difficulties Both
Mr. and Mrs Sieb3 were absent from tho
city last night, and her attorneys declined
to discuss either the divorce case or the
Incident, which has caused a sensation in
society circles.

They live in a luxuriously furnished
home in Brooklawn Avenue. He Is a mem-
ber of tho Alconauin and Country clubs.
and has been prominent in military affairs
since coming here. Since the divorce pro-
ceedings were irstituted the clothing store
has been conducted under Mrs Siebs sup-
ervision.

FAITH THAT FAILED TO CUBE.

ChrlKlinn Selenee Ilenlem Held for
Rrnnd Jury Action.

Mount Vernon. N. Y., May 9 Coroner
Benning yesterday made a thorough inves-
tigation of the sickness and death of Mrs
Charlotte M. Barguet, who was under
treatment of Christian Science healers
Pascal Barguet. a Mount Vernon business
man and a son of the dead woman, told of
her sickness and treatment by Mrs Clar-
ence Towler. a teacher of Christian
Science He did not know what Mrs. Fow-
ler's treatment consisted of. and did net
have much faith in it. As his mother grew
worse daily he appealed to her to get a
physician, but hi? efforts were overcome
by his father, brother, and sister, who are
believers in the faith cure. Liston Bar-
guet, jr. who has a degree in Christian
Science waiting him when he goes after It
with 51C0. testified that when his mother
was dying at 2 o'clock on the morning of
May 3, he hurried off after Mrs. Fowler to
"tako up the life thought." The coroner
tried vainly to get out of the witness what
was meant by the "life thought,"

"The idea was." he suggested, "to have
her catch the life thought, resuscitate and
restore the life, if 0U were not absolute-
ly sure that the life thought had got out
of the room."

Young Mr. Barguet firmly believed that
Mrs. Mary Baker Edd's book, "Science
and Health" Is inspired like the Bible.
Mrs Fowler claimed that she had simply
called as a friend and read to Mrs. Bar-
guet from the books. She did not go as a
phslclan. In another part of her testi-
mony she said that she had told the dying
woman that if she really thought medical
attendance would do her any good she was
at prfect llbert to call a physician, but
that Mrs Barguet had stoutly refused.

Doctors Weiss and Nutting, who per-
formed the autopsy, were of the opinion
that life could easily have been saved if
an experienced phvslciin had been called.

The jury at midnight found that Mrs
Barguet came to her death of dropsy
which could have been cured had the pa-

tient received proper medical treatment.
Mrs. Fowler. Liston Barguet. jr. and Miss
Ethel Barguet were pronounced guilt of
culpable neglect, which the public
welfare demanded should stop They rec-
ommended that action be taken to punish
tbem The coroner then ordered City
Marshal von Garrcll to bring Mrs. Fowler.
Llstoa Barguet. and Ethel Barguet before
him. Sitting as n committing magistrate,
he held Liston Barguet and Mrs Fowler
to await the action of the grand jury.

"In other words." said the coroner,
"vou are committed to the county jail."
Miss Ethel Birguct was hld as an acces-
sory, but the coroner said he would im-

pose no bail in her case. The other pris-
oners gave bail in $1,000 each. David Car-
penter, of New Rochelle, being their se-

curity.

LIVES WITH ONE JUGULAR VEIN

I'ntlent Iteeoi erlnir From a Itnre
Siii-trl- Operation.

New York. May 3 A surgical operation
which has attracted a great deal of atten-
tion in medical circles, and from which
only three people have ever recovered, was
performed a few da s ago at tho New York
Eye and Ear Infirmary, and )esterday the
patient's recovery was though certain.

Some weeks ago William Jennings,
nineteen years old, living at Greenport, L.
I . w cnt to the hospital to be treated for
necrosis in the bone behind the left ear.
Three operations were found necessary, the
third, consisting In removing a portion of
the left jugular vein, being the one medical
men were deeply interested In The op-

eration is but rarely tried, as there is
hardly one chance in a thousand that the
patient 'will live

The first operation on Jennings consist-
ed in removing about three inches of the
diseased bone from tho skull. Next the
brain was probed, and an abscess, which
had been formed, cut out. The removal
of the left jugular vein was made neces-
sary by the presence of three clots, which
would have caused death unless the vein
was removed and the right jugular 'ein
made to do double work.

The operation was performed by Dr. Gor-lia- m

Bacon, with twelve phslcians in at-

tendance. Jennings was told of his slim
chances nf recovery, but courageously told
the physicians to go ahead. The jugular
vein was severed Just above the collar
bone and then cut from near the upper
part of the head and the ends knotted, the
portion taken out being several Inches long.

At this point the patient passed through
the most critical period. Ho was not under
the influence of a drug, but lost all con-
sciousness. Twice his pulse disappeared
entirely. Epidermic injections, and the
best methods known to medical science to.
induce artificial respiration were employed,
with the result that he was brought back
to consciousness. Food was forced into
bis stomach by artificial means, as the
operation had so weakened him that he
could take no nourishment.

New York Capital May Secure
the Waterway.

Move Said to Be in the Interest of
the Baltimore and Ohio.

Radical Improvement. Contemplated.
by the Combination Kleetrlclty

n. n Blotlve Power.

Within the past week Georgetown canal
shippers hare been watching closely for a
change in the management of the Chesa-

peake and Ohio vaterway. Until recently
the rumors which originated early last
winter to the effect that the canal wa3 to
pass from the control of the present man-
agement had been at rest, and many wero
of the opinion that the old waterway was
to be left In undisturbed possession cf the
corporation which now operates it From
recent developments, however. It now
seems that efforts are being made by a
party of outside capitalists to secure a
controlling interest In the canal stock.

A number of Georgetown business men
who are Interested in the canal traffic have
received assurances that a syndicate of
New York capitalists was organized a tew
weeks ago for-th- e purpose of buying up a
sufficient amount of the stock to give them
a controlling interest. It is said that the
syndicate is backed by millions of capital,
and is working in the Interests of the Bal-

timore and Ohio Railroad Company. Last
vi Inter it was thought that, in the event
of the canal property passing Into the
hands of the railroad company, its use as
a waterway would be abandoned and a
railroad built along the tow path.

When seen by a Times reporter this
morning, a n business man of
tho West End statel that this plan seemed
to hae been abandoned, and that the pres-
ent scheme of the company embraces the
project of continuing the canal as a water-
way. It Is said that, should the new syn-
dicate gain control, the canal will be im-
proved in every way. Where repairs are
needed by the waterway proper, changes
will be made. A part of the outlined plan
of tho new corporation includes the

of the carring stock now In
use on the waterway. Many of the

barges will. If the plan of the
syndicate is carried out, be replaced by
new ones so constructed as to carry larger
cargoes, and at the same time bo less

It is proposed to Increase the
number of boats in anticipation of the
greatly augumented traf.lc which would
re&ult from the improvements to the
waterway.

For several years the installation of
electricity on the canal for propellng tho
boats has been considered. Probably ons
of the greatest changes contemplated by
tho new syndicate is the equipment of the
canal from Georgetown to Cumberland
with an electric trolley sjstem. By means
of this sstcm. beats could be propelled
from points along the canal to cither ter-
minus In a much shorter space of time
and at considerably less cost. It has been
estimated that, with the increase of trans-
portation facilities, the traffic of the canal
would be more than doubled within a ear
or two after the Inauguration of new
methods. The cost of transportation by
water is much less, even with the pressnt
equipment of the canal, than would be
by a railroad over the present roate of
the waterway. The Baltimore and Ohio
Ilallroad ompany's officials seem to have
recognized this fact and are acting

The proposed changes, when
carried out. will no doubt be a boon to
Georgetown and the business men who
would be benefited directly or Indirectly
are watching for further developments

The efforts now being made by the Bal-
timore and Ohio Railroad to gain an en-

trance in Georgetown will. It is said, cot
bo interfered with by the canal project.
Its lines already extend through much of
the country reached by the canal, but th's
fact will not prevent it from securing
space in Georgetown for Its Washington
freight ards. It is understood that ne-

gotiations for land between the canal and
Rock Creek for trackage use have been
begun, but great secrecy 13 maintained by
the Interested parties, so that it is difficult
To secure detailed Information.
