DISTRICT PROPERTY RECORDS.

Dl.liutc- - Oirr Tlielr Trnnt-rlilo- l

In view of the fact that the Surveyor of

the District is now engaged in trascriblng
the records of his office Into new books,
Conway Robinson, counselor nt law, has
forwarded a statement to the Commission-
ers, through Commissioner Ross, taking
exception to the transcription of certain
annotations which appear on the original
plats.

Attorney Robinson called attention to the
tact that the records arc being compared
In the Surveyor's Office as they are tran-

scribed; that the transcribed records are
copies of the original land records In tha
office of the Superintendent of Buildings
and Grounds, at the War Department, and
that on these original records certain an-

notations hare from time to time been
made In the Survejor's Office, Improperly,
as Mr. Robinson thinks, and in different
colored Ink from the original records.

In comparing" these latest copies, Mr.
Robinson thinks the memoranda so made
from time to time are being carried on the
few copies. He contends that the copies
now being compared should be exact re-

productions of the original copies still in
the office of Colonel Bingham. Further-
more, he thinks that for that purpose the
original records should be utilized for such
comparison and all subsequent notes
omitted and eliminated, for which purpose
h. believes one volume at a time could be
obtained from Colonel Bingham's office
so as to avoid inconvenience. In this man-
ner, Mr. Robinson says, the new copies
would be evidence under the law, but
would not be if they carried with them
new matter not on the original records.

The Commissioners forwarded these sug-
gestions and objections to the Surveyor,
wh? replied that the facts were stated cor-
rectly as they existed at the time Mr. Rob.
lnson examined the transcription.

"Since then," stated Survejor Looker,
"In the new copy of Book I 327, Record of
Squares now in constant use in the

Office, and to which no objection
has as yet been raised by the large num-
ber of title examiners and attorneys who
have used it, I have appended to each case
of transcription of a note, not originally
on the page, a statement as to the form in
which such note appears on the original,

nether In red ink, or pencil.
"In that way, I hae simply made a re-

production to prevent entire destruction
by wear and tear. It Is obvious that
comethlng must be done to prevent such
Irreparable loss. As to Mr. Robinson's
point that any copy made now should go
tck directly to the unbound sheets, in
the War Department, which are not pre-
sumably the originals of all data In exis-
tence as to the subdivision of the squares

original proprietors, I feel constrained to
say In view of the conditions of the case,
I think it a matter of grave doubt that
such action would be either feasible or
legal.

"In the case of Ashley against Bradshaw,
recently decided by the Court of Appeals,
I am informed by Mr. Darlington, whose
standing at the bar Is needless to descant
upon, and who was counsel in said case
for those who base their claim to title to
certain lots In square 939, on the penciled
numbers of these lots, as shown In original
'Book Records of Squares.' Survey-
or's Office, the court has sustained the ver-
dict shen him in the lower court, and, in
effect, sustains Mr. Justice McComas in
the opinion that the books of 'Records cf
Squares,' which have been in constant use
In the Surveyor's Office for nearly one
hundred years, have become themselves
the record, without regard to differences
from the War Department records that un-
doubtedly exist differences of vital char-
acter in the writing unquestionably done
when books were made, not to speak of
the 'annotations' mentioned by Mr. Robin-
son.

"The careless or Intentional erasure of
penciled figures in square 939 would evi-
dently have gravely complicated the case
mentioned. It Is easy to rub out a pencil
mark, but difficult to erase completely a
mark In red Ink, when the records are un-
der such thorough surveillance as here.
All of these penciled notes and many of
those In red ink and Other colors are fast
becoming illegible. The old book is al-
ways available In settlement of any ques-
tioning of the accuracy of the copy, but
it retired from active service, to be fol-
lowed by all the other worn-o- books
whenever I obtain sufficient office force to
proceed with the work, now, perforce, sus-
pended.

"I fear, if Mr. Robinson's suggestions
be Copied, confusion of the worst

would now result In many cases,
where the changes made in the books
tnany years ago have been absolutely ac-

quiesced In by all parties affected. Includ-
ing this office. To disregard these impor
tant addenda would bow stem to me al- - '

TO ADOBN CITY PA8KS

In Honor of a Trio of Famous
Americans.

Daniel Webster in Bronze at Seott

Circle.

The Equestrian Memorial to General
W. T. Sherman Pedestal for the

Loiran Monument In Place,

Washington Is soon to have three note-

worthy additions to its already large col-

lection of memorial bronzes! that odd so
much to the beauty and interest of the
public places of the first city of the land.

The most colossal and perhaps the grand-

est of these is the equestrian statue rf
Gen. AV. T. Sherman, which is to be lo-

cated in the parking just south of the Unit-

ed States Treasury, where 'once stood the
building used for the photographic depart-
ment of America's Banking House. The
work is being executed by Carl Rohl-Smit-

of Chicago, who was awarded the contract
for the erection of the statue against the
competition of the world. Near the site of
the statue Sculptor Robl-Smlt- h has erect
ed a temporary studio, which now contains
the finished model of the work. The
granite pedestal, which when finished will
measure fifty feet in height and sixty feet
sqdare. Is not to be completed for nearly
two years. The Bculptor-wl- ll they try the
effect of bis work by placing the plaster of
paris figures In position before having
them cast In bronze. The figure of Sher-

man sitting on bis horse will, of course,

adorn the topmost place on the monument.
The Dernendicuiar sides of the granite
work will" be inlaid with panel pictures il-

lustrating four great events In Sherman's
life, and on cither side will tie iiie-su- e

figures depicting peace and war.
At the four corners or tne raonumtm.

sixty feet apart, will stand lifelike senti-

nels representing the four branches of tha
service. When the monument has been
completed and Mr. Rohl-Smlt- h has had an
opportunity to satisfy hlmslf e prop-

er proportions of the work by seeing the
figures In place, the statues will be cast
in bronze by the Gorham foundry of New
York. The unveiling of the monument
will be a national affair and will be at-

tended by the President and his Cabinet.
The bronze of Danield Webster is a gift

to the National Capital from Stllson
Hutchlns, and will also be a colossal
monument. It will stand In Scott's Cir-

cle and will rear itself nearly forty feet
In the air. The work is being done by
Trentanove and is to be completed De-

cember, 1500. The sides of the pedestal
will be inlaid with magnificent panel work.
The? front picture will depict Webster In
the United States Senate making his his-

toric reply to Senator llavne. in which
occurred the phrase, "Liberty and Union,
Now and Forever." which is to be en-

graved beneath the panel.
The composition for the panel to adorn

the rear of the monument Is a picture of
Webster delivering his famous speech at
the dedication of the Bunker Hill Monu
ment, June 7, 1S13. The great New Eng-

land statesman Is portraved in the conven
tional attitude of a public orator; stana-ln- g

by a pedestal, with a volume in his
hand upon which he Is leaning.

The equestrian statue of Gen. John A.
Logan, Is the work of Franklin Simmons,
who Is now in Rome completing the fig-

ure. The pedestal for the statue Is now
in place in Iowa Circle although the prin-
cipal figure will not be set In place

1901. Mr. Simmons went to Rome
for the purpose of making the has reliefs
in the pink granite of Italy. The work
was completed there by the sculptor and
sent to this country, where it was found
that the various stones would not fit, and
the Joints had to be recut by American
masons. The portions now in place, how-
ever, give promise of much beauty when
the monument Is complete. On the pedes-
tals are large panels, showing In relief
scenes from the famous soldier's life.
These are very artistic pieces of modeling,
and Indicate an Immense amount of study
and labor.

When the three statues are completed It
will be necessary for Congress to make an
especial appropriation to repair the dam-
age done to the parks where they are be
ing erected, and put them In their former
state of perfection. It will require about
$2,500 to do this work which does not come
under the supervision of Colonel Bingham,
who has already a great task to keep the
public grounds and reservations In proper
order with the small appropriation nllot-te- d

the District by Congress for this work.

National "Caarlesi O'Maller'
The orchestral rendering of an overture

filled with Irish Jig and low, sweet melo-

dies, even when fallowed with a march
bearing such a title and meaning as "Hands
Across the Sea," la In this day of congrul-tle- a

excellent evidence that the play to fol-

low will be repletet with heroes who wear
knickerbockers and) use! a brogue and with
heroines whose lovers itave been taken to
prison "for the wearing of the green." Di-

rector Schroeder and his musicians went
through the musical exercise described last
night at the National Theatre and the play
that followed smacked greatly of the Em-

erald Isle, but Its hero wore long trousers
and, though he spent a a brief time in Jail,
was sent to that cool retreat while serving
in the English army. And an audience
which did not even suggest Chauncey

Andrew Mack sat through the per-

formance without the slightest difficulty.
Briefly and seriously. Just a year after

the period of its first production at the La-

fayette Square that best of Theodore Burt
Sayro's works, "Charles O'Maliey," was
presented here again yester-evenin- g by
Wilton Lackayc. The piece Is now, as It
was then, one which contains much dy-

namic force and a great deal of the realeat
wit that most of the gathering had heard
since Samuel Lover and "Handy Andy"
dropped out of their minds. A story of
considerable heart Interest serves to Intro-
duce these qualities and to command, at-

tention for them. Its purport is familiar,
although in his adaptation Mr. Sayrc has
treated Charles Lever's novel with the ut-
most liberality, telescoping tho character
of Captain Hammersley with one less de-
serving of popularity and leaving few of
the original creations as they were. So
the plot Is almost an independent one
working up on new lines until story, wit,
and climaxes all come to an end In the
last act with one of the strongest and
most unique duels Imaginable.

In the title role of the drama, Mr. Lack-ay- e

Is a great deal more than satisfactory,
giving a portrayal of a different school
from any that he has attempted before.
unless one except his brief term as Sir
Lucius In "The Rivals." Mr. Lackaye's
versatility Is proverbial, and at no time
has he shown It more notably. In his
lightest scenes, as in his most trying ones,
he displays intelligence, force, and discre-
tion. Agnes Rode Lane, who replaces
Edith Crane as his leading woman, is win-

some and attractive, though hardly equal
to her emotional bits, while J. Palmer Col
lins, Joseph Whiting, Menifee Johnstone,
Arthur Maltland. Joseph Kilgour, Claude
Glllingwater, Matthew Ballard, Olive May,
Alice Evans, and others are seen to great
er or less generally to greater advant
age in the support. "Charles O'Maliey"
is handsomely staged and should do a good
week's business here.

Columbia "The Wife."'
It was under most embarrassing circum

stances that the Frawley Company began
the presentation of Belasco and DeMllle's

e drama, "The Wife," last night at
the Columbia. A brief thirty hours prior
to the rise of the curtain, the engagement
of Myron Callce was terminated and a new
and almost untried actor was Impressed
Into the part of Mathew Culver, one of
the crucial bits of the piece. At ordinary
times, the release, "of Mr. Callce would
have been a blessing alike to the manage-
ment arid to the public, but with no one
to place In his discarded shoes the result
of his dismissal was hardly pleasant. It
was a choice of two evils and Mr. Frawley
turned to the lesser. So Frank Mathleu,
with a brief six months' experience behind
the footlights, walked through the part and
murdered the lines of the heavy yester-evenin- g.

Under these circumstances both
players and audience were In misery.
What might have been a magnificent per-

formance was ruined and not until the
blot has been erased by today's promised
lengthy rehearsal will the true strength of
the work be seen.

Aside from this unusual demerit, the In-

teresting event of the rendering was the
appearance of Harrington Reynolds, an
actor who uses good English and wears a
dress suit as if the experience were not a
novel one. The opportunity given him did
not serve to show tho newcomer in the
best light, although he made a favorab'e
impression and his efforts later In the
week will be awaited and watched with in-

terest. Selene Johnson lacks the polish
she usually displays, while Mary Van Da-

ren is formal and pretty in ber portrayal.
It is refreshing to see Georgia Welles and
Alfred Hickman opposite each other oace
more In light comedy and both were well
received.

. CUBA'S NEW FLAG.

Desleil for l'e by Venrl In the
CuimtiTlNe Trade.

Cuba has been provided with a new flag
by the United States Government. The new
ensign was designed as a distinctive flag
for Cuban-owne- d vessels engaged In the
coastwise trade of the Island.

It was not desired to give these vessels
the American flag, as that would be a step
in the direction of annexation that would
hardly be consistent with the resolution
of Congress, neither was It desired to give
them the flag of the Cuban revolution, for
that would be a step in the direction of
recognition of the revolutionary junta as
a government. Accordingly, the War De-

partment prescribed a flag which consists
merely of a blue field with a white union.

As soon as the military occupation of
Cuba was established regulations were
framed and promulgated, with the approval
of the President, allowing American ves-

sels to engage in the coasting trade of the
island. This was obviously essential to the
effective military occupation of the island
and to the restoration of peaceful and
prosperous conditions. In order to pre-
serve to the Cubans the coasting trade of
the island a regulation was provided al-

lowing residents of the Island who owned
vessels hitherto under the Spanish flag t6
continue in the coasting trade on condition
that they abjured allegiance to Spain. The
distinctive flag was devised for these ves-
sels.

GEORGE W. PTJBNEIA DEAD.

A Leadinsr Mnrylnnd Lanrer With a
War Tteeoril.

Snow Hill, Md.. May 9. George W. Pur-Dc- ll

died at bis home in Snow Hill yester-
day. He was fifty-eig- years of age, and
leaves a widow and three children. The
oldest is Mrs. Charles Gregory, of New
York. The other two are Miss Blanche
Purnell and Miss Frances Purnell. Mr.
Purnell had been a sufferer from Blight's
disease for a year or two. About ten days
ago he was taken much worse and steadily
grew weaker.

The deceased was a son of the late Wil-
liam M. Purnell, of Worcester county. In
1S58 he entered the University of Virginia,
and In 1S59 he entered Princeton. At the
beginning of the war, when he was a boy
of twenty, he left college to Join the First
Maryland Cavalry as a private. He was
confined as a prisoner for eighteen months
on Johnson's Island, Lake Erie. In con-
sequence ot his being an officer and de-

clining to take the oath after Lee's sur-
render he was not at liberty until about
July, 1E65. In 1S67 he began to study law
In the office ot the late Judge John R.
Franklin. He afterward took a course in
law at the University of Virginia, and in
1868 was admitted to the bar. For many
years he has been recognized as a leading
lawyer. In 1S9& he was a candidate for
Presidential elector on the Democratic
ticket.

Harder Snupected.
Huntington. W. Va., May 9. The dead

body of an unknown negro was found lying
near the railroad tracks in the west end cf
the city yesterday morning. The only mark
on the body was a wound on the top ot
his head, as though he had been struck
with an ax. Murder Is suspected and the
authorities are Investigating.

was incorporated here today. The company
proposes to do a general business. The stock is

dividend of 7 per cent. Ernest F. Ayrault. of
Xew York, and J. P. Murray, of Jersey City,
are the incorporators.

Dlftbr Bell Freed of Debts.
Chicago, May 9. Digby Bell, the comedian,

was yesterday freed by the bankruptcy court of
$28,000 in debts. Bell was forced by his losses
during his starring tour Ian season to apply for
relief by a petition in bankruptcy.
