FOWLER'S THIRD TRIAL BEGUN.

Charged With a Marderons Assnult
on Policeman Dandridge.

Tae trial of Charles L. Fowler, wko is
charged with assault with intent to kill,
was bégun today in Criminal Court, No. 1,
Justice Clabaugh presiding. The circum-
stances of the alleged offence are as fo'-
lows: On the night of January 15 last the
defendant and several friends boarded a
westbound Capital Traction Company's
car at the Navy Yard., They were appar-
in high spirits, and commenced
singing the popular songs of the day.

When the car reached Capitol Hill and
was running down grade to First Street
the conductor Informed Fowler and his
friends that their vocal efforts were an-
noying to the other passengers, and azked
them to desist. They refused o comply
with the request, whereupon the conduc-
tor called upon Polieeman Henry €. Dan-
dridge, who was on the car to eléct Fow-
ler. Dapdridge was In citizen’s clothes nt
the time, and the alleged offenders did not
recognize him as a police officer and re-
fused to obey his orders to refrain from
singing and disturbing the passengers on
the car.

A war of words resulted, and finally, it
Is said, Fowler drew a pistol and fired at
the officer, the ball taking cffect in the
latter's cheek.

Fowler has twice before been tried for
thiy offence, but each time the jury which
considered the evidence failed to agree
upon a verdict.

POISON ON GERMAN _'I'OYB.

Depariment Experis Discover Un-
henlthfal Matter in Palnt.
Ambassador White at Berlin has noti-
fied the Department of State that the com-
mittee of the Reichstag bad not rejected
the bill prepared by himeself and the Ger-
man foreign office with respect to meat in-
spection. The advices that the bill had
been rejected were premature, but he bad
no doubt such action would be taken by
the committee of the Relchstag. It is hop-
ed that the original mensure will be passed

in the end.

Colonel Kasson, the reciprocity expert of
the department, stated that unless Ger-
many took favorable action the Un.ted
States would retaliate by placing prohib-
itive duties on German wines and hard-
woods, large quantities of which are im-
ported to this country.

THE THIRD ENGINEERS

Four JIlundred Washington
Men Among Them.

Distriet Guard May Act as Their
Esecort.

splendid Mecord of the Volanieers
Puring Their Arduous Service.
A Spperb Hegiment.

When the members of the Third Uni-
ted States Volunteer Engineers who bi-
long in Washington reach here on the
morning of May 19 it is piobable that they
will be given a rousing reception.

There are about 400 men in the engi-
peer regiment whose homes are in this
city, nnd many of them were members of
the District of Columbia National Guard
before the war with Spain. Many of them
tried to get into the Distriet Regimont
when that was organized, but on’y a few
suceeeded, and when the volunteer engi-
peer regiments were recrulted a few we ki
Tater they enrolled themselves with the
Third.

These regiments called for men of supe-
rlor ability, and from the reports that
Lave been received the Washipgton men
were of the very best matesial, as the reg-
ular army officers who cemmanded  the
regiments found. One of the Washington
cnlisted men was called on early last fall
to maxe plans for the erection of u set of
barracks buildings in Macon, Ga., fo; the
reception of the colored troops that weie
encamped there all winter. It Is not the
duty of an enlizted mwan to muks plans of
this character, but thisx engineer received
orders to go to Georgin and prepare the
ground. He not only ¢id this, bzt he drew
the plans and superintended the ereéction
of the structure, which is said to be th:
finest that was erected by the United
States for this purpose. This particular
was  a well-known Washington
architect, who gave up a Jusrative business
to enter the service of the Unitsd Stats
at a monthly salary of $20.80.

The engineer regiinent was first statlon-

ed at Jellerscn Bar ks, Mo., where [t
made an excellent impression on the .esl-
dents of St Louls and vieinity. Then it

was ordered tc Fort Thomas, Ky, and later
went to Macen, Ga. Here it was called
upen by Gen. John €. Hates, who com-
manded the troops ai that point, to arrest
the Sixth Virginia Volunteers, a hody of
very di=or-
Une battallcn of the on-
gineers marched to the Virginks regiment’s
camp lnte at night, and, after arresting
tock their arms
away from them and marched three miles
through mud and rain back to their camp-
ing ground.

In January the regiment was ordered to
Mutanzas, Cuba, where it was epgaged in
making the old Spanish barracks habitable
for the United States regulars wh WO
pr thut territery. As sooan as its work vas
finished at thar point it was ordersd o
Fort McPherecn, Ga., where it arrived a
few daya ago, and will be mustered] out of
the Unjted States service early next week.
The regiment has the reputation of being
the finest body of men in the volunteer
army. Almost every one of the enlisted
men s a first-class eogineer, and il of
them gave up good pesitions to den the
blue and fight for their country. In many
instances they were men of wealth and
culture, and it is probable that there Is cot
a more intelligent regiment in the United
States service.

Severnl days ago it was suggested (o Ma-
Jor Sylvester, Superintendent of  Paolice,
who had charge of the redeption of the
District of Columbla Valunteer Regiment,
that a similar welcome be accordegd the
Washington men who were i{n the Third
Enginecrs. He Immediately wrote to Gen-
eral Harries, commanding the District of
Columbia Natlonel Guard, asking him to
take some actlon io the case. General
Harrles replied yvestenday that be felt =ome
delicacy In taking charge of the mutter,
as most of the men were members of his
command and he did not thisk it would
hr the proper thing for him to take the
initiative in preparing for a reception.
General Harrles stated that he was ready
to do all in his power to help make the re-

| eéption 2 success and he would assure any
| committee that might be organized of the

hearty co-operation of himself and his of-
ficers.

Major Sylvester being out of town, Fred.
A. Alvey, of the Pollce Department, took
charge of the matier and, at the sugges-
tion ol General Harries. presented It to
Commissioner Wight., Mr. Wight directed
that a communication be sent to one of
the volunteers to find out whether the men
would come home in & body. If this is the
case, Commissioner Wight =stated that he
thought It woulil be a good plan for the
Commissioners to request the Guard and
the Naval Battalion to turn out mnid es-
cort the men through the priocipal streets
of the elty.

The people are so much interested in the
Peace Jubilee at present. the Commission-
er stated, that be did not think there would
be sufficlent time to arrange for an clab-
arate reception.

detected with some amount of cerlainty.
The test which depends on a color reac-
tion with lodine has recently been more
carefully studied and with more satisfac-
tory results, so that the presence of §
per cent of horseflesh in sausige can be
detected.

At present there is no legal provision
for a standard in regard to the composition
of sausages, but clearly there ought to be.
Limitations should be laid down as to the
amount of bread used, as to the actual
proportion of meat substances present, and
as to the coloring matters added to give
an attractive appearance of fresh meat.
Sausages are extremely liable to undergo
decomposition and become polsonous, ow-
ing to the elaboration of toxic substances
during the putrefactive process. Bad or
rancid fat is very llable to alter the char-
acter of a sausage for the worat. Thus in
some [nstances the use of bad or rancid
lard has rendered the sausage, after a time,
quite phosphorescent. an appearance which
indicates, of course, an undésirable change.
The smoked sausage is a much safer artl-
cle of diet than the unsmoked sausage,
since the curing process preserves the meal
substances agalnst decomposition by rea-
gon of the empyreumatic bodies present in
the wood smoke which is used for this pur-

pose.
