STABBED BY A BEGGAR.

SerioiiN .MMnult I'pou n Ilronkln
llnuktrr by n Mrnillruiit.

Xew York, May ID. John Englls. Presi-
dent of the Wallabout Bank, of Brooklyn,
was seriously stabbed in the neck this
morning by a beggar. His assailant was
arrested. He told the police that he was
Chester Daly, twenty-on- e years old, and
had no home. The cause of the stabbing
is not clear, but from tho story told by
Daly and from what the police could learn
from the eyewitness of the assault, it ap-
peared that the beggar cither was actuated
by a spirit of reenge or else had made a
mistake as to the Identity of his icllm.
Mr. Englis, who Is sixty-fou- r jears old, is
well known in Brcokljn as a banker and a
retired ship builder.

It was while Mr. Englis was in the act of
boarding a Vanderbllt Aenue car that the
stabbing was dene. Daly rushed at him
with an opened pockctknifc and before any
of the bystandera could interfere he had
plunged the blade into Mr. Englis" neck.
The wounded man fell to the pavement and
Daly took to his heels. He was caught with-
out diQiculty by two detectives. He says
he was driven away from Mr. Englis' house
and that Mr. Englis assaulted him with an
umbrella.

HYPNOTISM AND OSCULATION.
A Combine Tlmt Itmnlteil in n lr..tvnnrM Arrril.

Wichita, Kan., May 19. Prof. Charles
Denning, of Kellogg College, has besn ar-

rested and lodged in the city Jail, charged
with hypnotizing seeral oung women
pupils. The warrant for his arrest wa3
sworn out by Mrs. Ella Whalley. Her
daughter was among the hypnotlzsd on s.

Katharine . nalley is fifteen years old.
Mrs. Whalleyv swears in her affidavit, on
which the warrant Is founded, that I'rof.
Denning not only hypnotized Miss Whal-
ley, but kissed her when he had brought
her into the hypnotic state. This kissing
is denominated technically as a cruel as-
sault.

The girl is extremely pretty and a ery
bright pupil. She said ery frankly to the
magistrate!

"I'rof. Denning had a way of passing his
hands over, the foreheads of us girls when
he talked with us. Once he called me into
the hall and grasped my hands real tight.
I was only roused from the stupor whi:h
his hypnotism threw about me when he
kissed me.

"When I told bim I'd tell mother, he
touched my forehead before I could stop
him and then I forgot all about it. I never
could remember to tell my mother."

Mrs. Whalley only heard of these things
accidentally when the was told that tho
professor had administered an unmerciful
beating to her son. For this Denning
was arrested.

Only last January Prof. Bennlcg was
suspended from his official position by tie
school board pending an investigation of
a seemingly widespread charge of kissing
students. There was no suspicion of hyp-
notism then. He returned to duty because
none of the complainants would appear
against him.

Beach was mentally incompetent at tho
time.
