IN THE PUBLIC BUILDINGS.

Jubllee Pligrims Maoke an Inspection
of the Various Structures.

That something unusual was taking place
In Washington was cvidenced today by the
throngs of visitors that filled all the pub-
lie buildings. From the opening at 9
o'clock in the morning until the time of
the parade In the afternoon approached
every Government building which is usu-
ally open to public inspectlon was fifled
with patriotic visitors. who took advantage
of the low rates on the railroads to inspect
the beauties of the Natlonal Capital.

~ The Monument was besieged with visit-
ors from the time the doors were open in
the morning, and at each trip of the ele-
vator as many people as could poesibly be
packed into the cage were tnken to the
top. So crowded was the elevator that
many rather than walt a loag time tor
their chance of going to the top of the
staft by this means climbed the stalrway,
The Treasury, State, War, and Navy De-
partments, Buoreau of Printing and En-
graving, Smithsonlan Institutlon, Natlopal
Museum, and Fish Commission recelved
their full gucta of visltors, and kept the
guides and doorkeepers busy answering a
thousand and one questions. The Congris-
slonal Library wad a polot of more than
usual Interest and was much admircd by
the thousands who had not been in Wash-
ington since its completion.
