JUBLEE DETECTIVE
CAPFURES A BURGLAR

Mulhall Overpowers the Pris-
oner by a Clever Trick.

Thief Threatens to Shoot the Officer ]
in a Churehyard.
Croak's C 1 | P After =

Long Chase—ilobbed Two Houses
in Washington.

One of the most important captures by
thke local police was accomplished last
night at about 9 o'clock, when Detective
Mulhall, one of the special Jubllee detect-
ives arrested Heary Clark. The capture
was nol effected until after a stiff fight
in which the hunted man attempied to take
the life of the officer making the arrest.

Clark Is regarded as one of the most ex-
pert Inside burglars In the profession and
has a very long record. He has been ar-
rested In Chicago and belonged to a gang
of shoplifters and fur thieves which killed
& man in Ohlo a short time ago. The man
was wanted In this elty for rohbing the
house of F. P. May, the hardware mer-
ch.l.nt. and Detectives Mulhall, Proctor,
McDevitt, and McNamee were mssigned to
the case, and given a description of the
supposed burglars. There were two men
concerned In the robbery and<the detect-
Ives found both suspects on  Massachu-
eetls Avenue northwest, near the corner
of Twelfth Street, about § o'clock last
night.

The four detectives followed the men to
the corner of Eleventh Streef where they
hoarded a horse car, the sleuths following
suit. When the car reached the co:ner of
Eleventh and F Streets the suspects jump-
ed off and the detectives followed. They
stopped for n moment on the corner and
Detective Proctor advanced toward them
to place them under arrest. He called to
them and at the sound of his voice both
of the men started to run. Clark ran
along F Street toward Tenth and the other
man ran down Eleventh Street loward E,
Mulhall followed the first man and the
other detectives ran after the second.

Mulbnall's man ran as far as Tenth Street
nnd seeing that he was being followed Iu|
turned the corner and crossing the street |
run Into the vard of St. Patrick’s Church.
Mulhail followed close behind and when he
entered the yard he saw the man stenliong
ngninst the wall of the chprch in a dark
corner. He Immediately advanced toward
the burglar, who seemed to be emptying
bis pockets of something which was alier-
ward found 1o be i lot of Jewelry, the pro-
ceeds of a rohbery the men had committed
Just before they were first seen by the
detectives.

When the detective came within speak-
ing distance of the man, he called upon
him to surrender. Clark warned the offi-
cer that if he made another stép he would
shoot him down. Then the detective saw
that he was covered with a revolver. THe
man was evidently desperats and prepared
to murder in order to escape. The dites-
tive and his suspect remained stariog at
each other for = moment, when suddenly
Mulhall ducked his head and made & ruzh
lor his quarry. The detective’'s head
struck the thief squarely in the stomach,
and the force of the blow sent ths revolver
fiying out of his hand Into the tall grass
ten feet away. Clark was completely
winded by the blow and the detective had
no dificuliy in securing the priscnsr. He
wus token to No. 1 stutionhouse and lo k-
ed up.

After his prisoner had been safely stowed
In a cell Mulhall went back to the church-
yard and found about $200 worth of jewel-
ry lying scattered about on the grass. This
was subsequently ldentified as the prop-
erty of Mr. and Mri. Alex Sutmmers, «f No.
1115 M Street northwest. whose houss was
burglarized Jast night while the “amily
was viewing the fireworks. The burglars
bhad evidently just finished robbing the
house when the detectives spied them.

Detective Proctor did oot fare so well
with the man he was after, When the thlief
started to run the detective followed as
rapidly as possible, Keeping about Afty feet
behind hWim all the way down Eleventh
Street,  When they reached the corner of
E Streel the burglar darted across the
street and into the open door of a barroom.
He ran through the bar, out the back door,
and climbed over the fence. Proctor was
close ut hia heels, and when the man reach-
¢ one Eide of the fence the detective was
on the other.

The burglar heand the detective com-
ing and climbed up on a shed in the
rear of Pennsylvania Avenue. From the

shed he entersd & pool room on Eleventh
Street by a second-story window, ran out
the front door, and disappearsd in the
crowd. Proctor was close behind all the
way, but lo=t a Hitle time in geiting on
the =hed, 20 that the man bad opportuni-
ty to make good hix escape. It Is sup-
posed that he made for the nearest rail-
way station and got out of town. It is
not thought that he had any of the
booty of the two robberies he was con-
cerned in, as most of it was found in the
vhurchyard, where it wss thrown by
Ciark. Early thia morning Proctor went
up to the church and found the revolver
which was koocked out of Clark’s hand.
and a lorge jimmy, which had evidently
becn used to gain an entrance to the two
residences robbed.

The priconer was brought to the Detec-
tive Bureau this morning. where he could
be seem by nll of the out-of-town detec-
tives who are here for the Peace Jubilee.
None of them recognized him, however,
and the only man who knew anything
about him at all was Mulhall, the detec-
tive who captured him. The [atter has
seen a great deal of service in pollce work
throughout the country. He Wwas at one
time a Secret Service man, and has been in
the employ of the Pinkertons In Chicago.
He Is an all-around detective, and was tak-
en on the extra force during the Peace Ju-
bilee for his wide knowledge of the crooks
of the country. Both he and Proctor have
worked hard on the case, and they receiv-
e¢d the congratulations of their comrades
at headquarters this morning for their ex-
cellent vwork.

Clark, the prisoner., was the most un-
concerned man in the Detective Bureau
this morning when he was brought there
to be measured and photographbed !olrllﬁhe
rogues’ gallery. He was very stylishly
dressed nnd appeared to be in a flourish-
ing financial condition. He Is about five
feet, ten Inches tall and very slender,
welghing about 100 pounds. He appears
to be a consumplive and severa! times dur-
ing his interview with the detectives he
was compelled to stop and give way Lo a
racking cough that seemed to weaken him

jderably. The man retains perfect si-

AT THE CENSUS BUREAU.

Clerk Langley Besleged With Appli-
canin for Mesitions.

The officers of the Census Bureaw have
reached no comelusion as to the location
of the permanent quuarters of the bureau.
It is the aim ¢f the administration of the
Censts that aun (oe offices shall be under
one rool and that the clerical and mechani-
cal work shall be done on one floor, and
that the ground floor.
