The Nation Bzeoming Alarm-
ed Over a New Danger.

General Agitation Begum to Check
the Rush to the Cities.

London, May 20,—A general agitation has
begun in this country upon the subject of a
danger which is by no means peculiar Lo
England. The ery of distress from the lm-
poverished agricultural classes of Great
Britaln bas become so familiar in the pub-
li¢ enr thit it is scarcely heard, or If heard
Is regarded as a hopeless complaiot im-
posaible to remedy. But the conditivns
have grown worse so steadily and for so
long a time that at length the situation
demands the attention of all publicists,
however lacking in sympathy they may be
as for ax the immediate victims are con-

cerned. The number of agricultural labor-
ors in the ecastern countics of England,
for instance, has decrvased fully 12 per

cent In the past twenty yearas. The gen-
eral populaticn of these countles has also

~ The latest champlon of the agricultural
interemts of Great Britaln ts Rider Hag-
gard, the novelist. and he is taking a

prominent part in the agitation which is
pretty sure to force the subject wpon the
active attention of one or both political
parties in the near foture. He discussed
the subject the other day before the Nor-
folk Chamber of Agriculture In & manner
to Impress its importance upon all public-
spirited bearers gpd readers. He scarcely
mentioned the evil which more than any
other oppresses  English  aericoliurists,
namely, the prohibitive raillway rates,
which make it impoasible Lo develop Eng-
land into a great market garden for the
feeding of town populations. If the cost
of transportation was reduced to the aver-
age scale within a radins of 100 miles of
the principal clties of the Eastern States
in America the agricultural problem in
England would be well advanced toward
golution. The farmer could then abandon
the cultivation of cereals, whereln be can-
not compete with the soll and methods of
American and Russinn grain flelds, and
could devote himself to supplying the over-
grown cities with products from his land.
Rider Haggard's Discussion,

But this is a local condition, and Mr.
Haggard devoted himself chiefly to the
discussion of more general factors of the
problem which have some application to
the same question in other countries. He
mentloned, for instance, the arguments
that the spread of education makes labor
on the land distasteful to the young, say-
Ing that “one would think that, other
things being equal, true education, the od-
ucation which teaches us how great and
good a thing it Is to be In dally contact
with nature and to breathe the pure air
undefiled by the reek of cities, might have
led to a different conclusion; that the
housing of laborers is in many cases insuf-
ficient—though here I may remark that
the housing of similar classes in large
towns is not all that could be desired, and
the rent = very much hlgher: and that the
desire for music halls and other forms of
entertainment draws the young from dull
country places, which Is doubtless true.

“Such are some of the reasons, but I
malntain that the true first cause of this
emigration is purely economic; that the
| Inborer leaves the land because the Jand
cannot pay sufficlent wages Lo keep him on
it; and that If it could pay him sufficient
be would soon get over his longing for the
music halls or his dislike of labor in the
fields, or even the insufficiency of house
accommodation In his neighborhood. This
can be easily proved. If any onc of us
wants a groom or a keeper, or an under
gardener, there !5 no lack of applicants
for the poal, because the work |s compar-
atively light und the pay a few shilllngs
a week better.

"It may be taken as a propositicn beyond
reasonable doubt,” Mr. Haggard went on
to say, “that the laborer I& leaving the land
because in the present depresscd state of
the great agricultural Industry In our part
of Eogland the cultivator of the land can-
not by any possibility manage to pay him
a better wage and llve himself. Into the
vexed gquestion of whether or no the young
fellow who thus departs to find employ-
ment elsewbere really betters his position
at ‘the far end’ I have no time to ecter
at length. Still, It must be remembered
that 18 ghillings or £1 a week always
sounds a good deal better than 12 shillings
or 14 shillings, and, however the thing
may work out at last, the young man who
strives to secure the higher wage 18 actuat-
ed by a very proper and laudable ambition.
We cannot expect him to stop here and
turn himself Into & plowman if he thinks
he can do better elsewhere. He has his
own interests to consult, like every indi-
vidual among us, and he must not be
blamed for Iting them.

“Well, as this emimuon in going om,
and If some way Is not found to check
it is likely to go on, it may be worth
while to glance at its probable resulta
As regards the land, they seem to be that
within the next twenty years or so a
gread deal of the poorer soll—the very
bheavy and the wery light—will go out of
cultivation; the grass area will be largely
Increased, while such lands as remain
arable will bave to be cultivated by ma-
chinery directed by a few highly paid
mechanice. This, in its turn, would mean
that small fields must be done away with,
since steam plows, etc., cannot be wused
in them to advantage.
