There uas, as had been expected,
some realizing at the high opening and
the bears began to sell beail on tbe first
recessions. During the morning hours
there was a trifling decline In, prices and
the very clear evidence of the selling. If
the market had been a traders' affair like
those of two weeks ago this selling would
have precipitated a reaction and almost all
the traders believed that such would be the
course of the market. Instead there was
a rally at 11 o'clock under the lead of
heay busing of People's Gas by the Flow-
er crowd and good bulng of Steel and
Wire common. After another slight re-

cession at noon the outlook was very good
for higher prices during the remainder of
the day, especially in the Flower stocks.
If any reaction comes at this time it Is not
believed by the best informed people that
it will be a serious one. London is again
bujing stocks.

Feople's Gas has been one of tbe parti-
cularly strong stocks during this entire up-

ward movement, as it was during the de-

clines, in fact. Today when the remainder
of the market had not begun to moe up
it advanced a point in a few quotations to
122. Flower & Co. were the heaviest bu-cr- s.

As pointed out in this column this morn-
ing the Flower stock In general seem des-
tined to be the leaders of this market as
they were of the last. All of this group
Is remarkabb strong and eery day sees
advances in prices. Federal Steel com-
mon and preferred are picked out by care-
ful people in the street as likely to be
among the best of the group. The earn-
ings of the company have been spoken of
here before and there Is every day a bet-

ter showing 'n this regard. The dividend
on the common lcv will be 5 per cent
and it is understood to db been decided
to declare the first installment this week
It would seem reasonably certain that there
should be even still further adance in the
stock this week in anticipation of this, al-

though already tbe movement has extend-
ed many points. The opening this morn-
ing was at C5 8, and the stock was soon
selling above 66.

Brooklyn has been somewhat of a lag-
gard during the past two dajs perhaps In
sympathy with Manhattan, which has
seemed inclined to sell off on the decision
of Judge Nash.

Appalling Results of the Tor-

nadoes in Wisconsin.

Bodies Burned in tho Ruins of
New Richmond.

Fail Extent of tbe Losses Not Yet As-

certained Fary of Hurricanes
...v at Other Places.

Minneapolis, Minn., June 13. In the cy-

clone which devastated New Richmond,
Wis., last evening many were killed and
wounded and a large number of bodies
have already been taken from the wrecked
buildings. It Is estimated that 100 or more
were killed. The entire business part of
tbctown was destroyed. Both banks, the
postofflce. Nicolett Hotel, Omaha depot,
both printing offices, water works, and
electric light plants were demolished. Fire
Is .raging in the debris. Every building
on both sides of Main Street from River
south for four blocks was leveled. Tbe
fire started at Williams' store burning
north. Matjy bodies in the cellars were
burned byond Identification. Scores of
residences were swept out of existence.
Guaimcr Brothers" Circus exhibited there
jesterday and many country people in town
took refuge in the stores and are thought
to have been 'tilled. Telegraph and tele-
phone poles were twisted off like straws
and the fire, system is demoralized.

A funnel-shape- d cloud passed over the
village rrom southwest to northeast at-
tended by Inky darkness and torrents of
rain.

A relief train with phslclans and nurses
for the victims left here at 11 o'clock last
night. At Hudson it was planned to ferry
tbe party past the washed-ou- t places in the
track, and they will be taken the remain-
der of the way by rail. There is no way of
determining tbe number of deaths and in-
jured at this hour, as telegraphic commu-
nication is cut off.

At Hudson, Wis , the cyclone was ter-
rific, but no loss of lire is reported. Much
damage was done also at Viola. North
Wisconsin Junction, Elroy, and Sparta,
Wis, and Stillwater and Hastings, Minn.

St. Paul, June 13. New Richmond is on
the Wisconsin Central line, and on the Du-lu- th

Superior branch of the Omaha road.
It Is thlrtv-sl- x miles east of here. In the
heart of the rich farming section of St.
Croix county, near Willow River, on which
are Beveral large saw and grist mills. It Is
quite a business centre, and Is one of the
oldest towns in western Wisconsin. It con-
tained many handsome residences. There
were two principal streets, crossing each
other at right angles, tbe more Important
one ruclng east and west. It was through
that street that tbe tornado swept. The
thoroughfare was three "miles long, lined
with trees, and made a fine drivewa).
Damages to railroads, telegraph and tele
phone Imes and crops is widespread.

Next to New- - Richmond the moat severe
damage done by the storm was at Hudson,
Wis , and also at La Crosse, Wis. In the
vicinity of the d town a tornado
and cloud Lurst destrocd wires and hay-
stacks, residences, barns, and outbuild-
ings all along Its path.

At La Crosse it was tbe worst storm
known In seventeen years. Almost five
Inches of rain fell. The river rose so
rapidly that four hundred persons living
in the lower portion of the city were driven
from their homes. More than one hundred
head of live stock e drowned and al
most every bridge In the La Crosse Val-
ley was swept awav.

At Mankato, Minn, six inches of rain
fell. Winona, Minn . Sparta, Wis , and
other towns in tbe adjoining territory, are
partly under water, and much damage has
been done.

Faribault, Minn , EI Roy, Viola, Rock-to- n,

and Tomah also suffered severely
and have the same story to tell of flooded
cellars and streets, heavy damage to crops,
hundreds of head of cattle drowned, num-
erous washout on the railroads, bridges
swept away, and wire communication cut
off. The list of killed and Injured so far
as known Is as follows:

Near Stockton, Minn , two men killed by
lightning. '

Near Burkhardt, Wis Mrs. Dave Hef-ferr-

killed and her husband seriously
Injured.

At New Richmond Dead, Dr. Wade, two
children of Charles McKlnnon, proprietor
of the Nicollet Hotel buried under wreck.

Injured Barrett, severely. Dr. Epley,
both legs broken. Charles McKlnnon and
wife. Newell, rescued from wreck of
hotel severelj injured"

At Hudson, Wis. Vollman, leg broken.
General Manager Scott, of the Omaha

road, has sent a message here that his es-

timate of the casualties In tbe New Rich-
mond district are 175 killed and 400
wounded, many fatally. Many were burled
alive and their bodies burned to a crisp.

Every
now and then," he added, "some sensation-
al despatch Is published In the Eastern
papers, and when the matter Is Investigated
we find that it is a fabrication."

was married to Miss llellen M. Tallferro
In this city by tbe Rev. Jefferson W. Duffy,
and today filed a petition In tbe Supreme
Court asking that he be divorced from her.

In his .petition Mr. Stahl states that he
married the defendant on April 3 last, and
Immediately after they went to live at
1108 II Street northeast. He further states
that soon after his marriage to the de-

fendant her conduct toward him was cruel
and unnatural and endangered his health.

THE OLYMPIA LOG.

AVhnt Is llaoiienlnfr to Admiral Dew-
ey ovv.

(From the Cleveland Plain Dealer.)
May 20: Today we cleared for home

with a royal send-of- f. Bunting till you
couldn't rest; whistles blowing; yards
manned; salutes on all sides. It was
a crackajack farewell, sure enough.
Through It ail the Admiral stood on- - the
bridge, pale and smiling. Passed Cavlte at
1 p. m. Old Glory floating everywhere.
How different from a year ago! Wind
fresh; sea running high.

May 21: Luzon a faint line on tbe hori-
zon. Passed Chinese fishing Junk with a
rooster perched on the jard of the lateen
sail As we steamed by tbe queer craft the
rooster threw up his head and enthusiasti-
cally screeched "Cockadoodledewey!"

roared.
May 22: Almost an accident today. As

the Admiral was coming down from the
main deck this morning a heavy block fell
from above and descended directly toward
his head. The men. on the deck below who
saw It were paralyzed with terror. But
Just as the murderous block was within a
dozen feet of his head It seemed to realize
what it was about to do and suddenly
swerved aside, falling with crashing force
on the deck come three feet away. The
men cheered hysterically, but the Admiral
didn't turn a hair. As one of the gunners
sagely remarked: "It was a waste of money
to Insure for this trip!"

May 23; Last night a volcano, supposed
to be extinct, on one of the extreme outly-
ing Islands of the archipelago, paid the Ad-
miral a handsome compliment as we
steamed by. It suddenly lit the heavens
above It with a fierce glare. Then a mo-
ment or two later, as If satisfied It had
drawn our attention, .It gave three distinct
flashes the first red. the second white, the
third blue. The Admiral took off bis hat.

May 24: A singular Incident, which
shows how well the Admiral Is known In
these waters, occurred this mornlnr. At
about S o'clock an enormous black whale
was sighted on the weatberbow. It rap-Id- ly

neared us and floated alongside at a
Distance or pcrnaps rorty fathoms. We
were running at a gait, but the
big stranger kept right along with us. He
seemed to be waiting for something. At

the Admiral came from his cabin and
ascended to the bridge. The instant he
appeared the big whale spouted for a full
half minute, then turned and sounded, and
as ils enormous flukes came into view he
solemnly waved them three times at the
blushing Admiral. Then we saw It no
more.

May 25: A broken winged albatross
fell on the gun deck early this afternoon
and one of the mn seized It. As he raised
it he disclosed to view on the breast of the
bird a curious red mark outlined In the
feathers. It was a perfect "D." The bird's
wirg was promptly put In splints. An hour
later a etlll more curious thing hap-
pened. Some thirtv or forty sea gulls
sudlenly swooped down, and, with their
wIurs touching, formed a circle about the
Admiral, who was then on the bridge.
Then they swiftly wheeled about, emit-
ting shrill squawks of delight. This

business lasted for a full
minute, the gulls, with one final tri-
umphant cry, finally darting away. The
fact is. we are not permitted to forget for
a single moment that we have Dewey on
board. The waves softly whisper his name
at night. The cordage creaks It. The sun-
sets arc a blending of the national colors,
and last nli?ht we were favored with an
aurora that was an exact reproduction of
the national shield. In short, we wake up
ever' morning wondering what the next
Dewey demonstration will be.
