States Infantry, now at Manila. He was
doing guard duty on a small gunboat and
had opportunities of getting around a good
deal. Among other things he writes:

"Some of our soldiers got dishonorably
discharged. They left our ranks and got
over on the rilipino's side and fought
against us. They made the Filipinos be-
lieve that if the Americans got hold of
them they would kill them. They were
made officers In the Filipino ranks. Sever-
al other American soldiers acted the spy
and told the Filipinos the same story. Tbey
were at once dishonorably discharged."

This guarantees that the bandits will be
kept on the jump and forced to fight their
way as they have in the past month.

THE PROPOSED NEW SCHOOLS.

Coiiimlaaloner to Seek the Adilce of
the LMuvutlonal Authorltie.

The District Commissioners have decid-
ed to refer the question of the construc-
tion of the three proposed public schools
to the school authorities before awarding
the contract. This action was taken be-

cause the Commissioners are not sure
whether it would be better to construct
the schools at the present time, according
to the office plans, or to abandon their
erection entirely and await the convening
of Congress when additional appropria-
tions may be asked.

The Commissioners feel that there Is a
very urgent need for the three buildings
and for that reason are not desirous of
postponing their erection, and the question
In their mind is whether the need for th6
buildings overbalances their desire to re-

submit the matter to Congress in the hope
of securing larger appropriations. The
whole trouble seems to be that Congress
failed to appropriate enough money for the
three buildings. For the Lovejoy School,
$30,000 was allowed; for the school for
northeast Washington, $37,500 was appro-
priated, and for the school for Southeast
Washington, $45,500 was granted.

The- - Commissioners advertised for and
received bids three times on each building,
and only succeeded on the last bid on each
in securing offers low enough to permit the
erection of the schools. The third set of
proposals, which were opened yesterday,
were based upon plans prepared in the
office of the District Inspector of Build-
ings. These plans were very plain and
somewhat modified.

The Commissioners may now be said to
be between two fires. If they allow the
appropriations to lapse and fail to 'mild
the schools because they think they can-
not erect suitable structures, they fear
they will be blamed, and if they erect the
schools according to the plain, modified
plans prepared in the Building Inspector's
office, they fear the result w ill be the same.

It Is understood that they will await the
recommendations or suggestions which the
school trustees may make, and that tbey
will act in accordance with their sugges-
tions.

Lookfnc Well and Apparently Dene,
flted by Hi Trip to Sfaaaachuaett.
Hrt. McKinley's Illneaa Not Sert-

oli 'o Meeting;' of the Cabinet To-

day Caller at the White House.

President McKlnley and party arrived at
the White House at 10:35 this morning.
The President was looking well and seem-

ed to have been benefited by the trip
to Massachusetts. In the party besides the
President were Mrs. McKlnley, Mrs. Ab-n- er

McKlnley, Miss Ma Barber, Miss Sa-

rah Duncan, nieces of the President; Mr.
Foster, Dr. Rixey, and Assistant Secretary
Cortelyou.

Mrs. McKinley's condition is somewhat
Improved since the start was made last
night from Adams, Massachusetts. She Is

still very weak, however, and was almost
carried from the carriage to her apart-
ments by the President and Commissioner
Ross, who accompanied them from the sta
tion.

Dr. Rlxey stated that Mrs. McKinley's
illness was mainly due to the fatigues ol
the journey, aggravated by a slight cold.
He anticipates no serious results, but ac-

knowledges that he advised that the home
ward journey be taken Immediately. The
start was made at 7:30 last night from
Adams, Mass. No stops were made. The
train went by the way of Albany and over
the West Shore road through Jersey City.

Secretary Cortelyou announced that
there would be no Cabinet meeting today,
and said that he knew of no reason why
a special meeting should be called tomor- -
row. When asked about the President's
Western trip he said that no plans had
been made and that the matter had not
been considered while the President had
been away.

Secretary Alger met the President at the
train, but did not accompany him to the
White House, and up to a late hour this
afternoon the President had not been in
conference with War Department officials.
Although he spent some time at his desk,
Mr. McKlnely devoted a greater part of the
day In Mrs. McKinley's company, as is his
custom when she Is indisposed.

Representative Grosvcnor of Ohio, who
is to sal: for Europe shortly, made a short
call on the President.

Secretary Hay called on the President
immediately on learning of his arrival.
He, however, only remained long enough
to pay his respects and returned to the
State Department.

Senator Stewart of Nevada called at the
White House this morning before the ar-

rival of the President. In speaking of tbt
war situation the Senator remarked:

"I only hope the conditions are as good
as General Otis depicts them. We have
never had enough troops In those islands."

The factory of the former Is at
Derby, Conn., and the factory of the lat-
ter Is at Bridgeport. The Washington
representative of the Driggs company de-

nied today that they have received any or-

der for guns for the Transvaal govern-
ment.

At the Washington office of the Ameri
can Ordnance Company it was said that
they had received no order. The man
ager declared that no ordnance firm in the
United Stales could get out such an or
der in less than a year. He thought there
was no foundation whatever for the report
and so Informed the British military at
tache.

EQUAL BIGHTS FOR CAB3IEN.

Commissioner Divided on the Ma-
tter of Railway Station Hackatanda.

The Board of District Commissioners is
divided over the back stand question. On
the one side are Commissioners Wight and
Beach, who favor the strict enforcement
of the hack-stan- d regulations approved.
May 13 last, which provide that 100 feet of
space on B Street, directly in front of the
Pennsylvania Railroad station, be set apart
for the exclusive use of the cabs and hack3
of the railroad cab service, and that sixty
feet to IL-- i west of the railroad cab stand
be set apart for the use of public hacks.
On the other side Commissioner Ross
stands alone, but firmly maintaining that
the principle embodied in section 13 of the
hack ' regulations which were authorized
last May are wholly unauthorized by the
Joint resolution of Congress dated June 7,
1898. and that the section is also wholly
at variance with the views expressed by
the District Court of Appeals in the case
of Frank Curry, the hackman who was ar-

rested for occupying one of the spaces set
apart for the hackmen of the railroad cab
service.

The Commissioners have all along been
at variance over the railroad cab stand
matter, but their views were not so fully
brought forth until very recently when a
lengthy communication was received from
H. W. Szegedy, President of the Central
Labor Union, In which that organlaztlon
announced that it favored the stand assum
ed by the Hckmen's Protective Union, and
desired to protest against the special priv- -

cab service. A request was made on be- -
half of the cabmen for equal rights. In
acting upon this communication two of
the "Commissioners, namely Wight and
Beach, agreed to Inform the Central La-

In the matter of
hack regulations, what in their opinion is
legal and right to all parties concerned."

Two out of three Commissioners being
