to Manila.

Official Acknowledgment of the In-

tentions of the Administration
the I'lnn of Organization.

Force in the FiTllipiiInes to Be In-

creased to Forty-tw- o Thousand.

The first official acknowledgment of the
intentions of the Administration in regard
to the organization of the vo.unteer legi-men- ts

for service in the Philippines was
obtained today from Adjutant General
Corbin.

There will be nine regiments of 1326
each, or nearly 12,000 men in all. This
will give General Otis a total enlisted
strength of about 42,000 men. Orders lor
the enlistment of volunteers have been
cent to the seventy army recruiting sta-

tions, but will not be carried into effect
until released by telegraph. The release
will be sent as soon as the War Depart-
ment has ascertained whether the regular
army is up to its authorized strength of
65,000. In a telegram to the Adjutant
General Major General Otis says that he
needs sometnmg more than 6,000 recruits
to fill vacancies in the regular regiments
row in the Philippines.

The records of the recruiting branch of
the Adjutant General's Office are being ex-

amined today to ascertain whether the
number of recruits on hand is sufficient to
iill up these regiments. More than 2,000

recruits are now on their way to Manila
and the Adjutant General believes that he
has the other 4.000 at the various recruit-
ing stations and at San Francisco. If this
belief is confirmed the enlistments of vol-

unteers will begin imediately.
In his despatch General Otis gives the

number of regulars able to perform active
duty. All the men not fit for duty are In-

cluded in the 6.000 and more whose places
are to be filled by recruits from the United
States.

POLITICS TO CUT NO FIGURE.
lAt. mu ran ocs of the President Con-

cerning Army Appointment.
Representatives Bankhead of Alabama,

Adamson and Griggs of Georgia called on
President McKinley this morning to see
how the South was to be treated In the
matter of appointments in the volunteer
regiments that are to be raised and offi-

cered.
"Mr. McKinley told us," said Mr. Bank-hea- d,

"that besides the three regiments
which are to be filled up in Manila eight
more wore to be raised in this country.
He albo said he should make the appoint-
ments of officers without regard to poll-tic- s.

He wanted the whole country to feel
that it was their war and should endeavor
to have all sections represented."

THE POURTH AT MANILA.

The Day to Re Celebrate? "? Pa-

rades and Siicechinnkina;.
Manila, July 3. (7:55 p. m.) The great-

est preparations have been made for the
colobration of the Fourth in Manila to-

morrow. There will be a parade of school
children, headed by the bands of the
American troops and the local bands, and
speeches at the Soldiers' Institute, at
which Colonel Denby will preside. In the
evening there will be a grand display of
fireworks on the Luneta. All of the bat-
teries will join in firing a salute at noon.

General Otis has issued a general order
in which he highly commends the volun-
teer soldiers, and especially for their con-

duct in the strained times previous to the
Insurrection.

General Lawton, who, with Colonel Den-h- y

and Prof. 'Worcester, of the Philip-
pine Commission, has been visiting Las
Pinas, for the purpose of establishing a
civil government at that place as the be-
ginning of a similar system in all of the
captured cities in the Cavite province, has
returned to Manila. He is greatly pleased
with the success of his visit. He estab-
lished a civil government at Las Pinas,
installing natives in the various offices,
nnd established a censorship over the local
press. The outlook, he says, is very prom-
ising.

DREYFUS IN BETTER SPIRITS.
Confident of His Acquittal by the

Rennes, France, July 3. Madame Drey-

She found
him in much better spirits. He received
her with smiles and shed no tears at any
time during the meeting. Captain Drey-
fus is suffering from indigestion, owing to
his excessive use of quinine at Devil's
Island as a preventive of malarial attacks.

Captain Dreyfus is confident of his tri-
umphant acquittal by the new court-marti-

He is taciturn toward his guards
and the prison authorities. The only re-
quest he has made of them is that he bs
furnished with the army list. He also
asked that his brother Mathieu write to
Colonel Plcquart in his name. He is still
imperfectly acquainted with the happen-
ings since his conviction.

DEROULEDE WILL ACQUIESCE.

Defines His Position Should Dreyfus
Receive mi Acunlttal.

Paris, July 3. Paul Dcroulede in a
speech at St. Cloud last evening declared
that he would accept without question the
decision of the court-marti- al in the com-
ing trial of Dreyfus at Rennes.

Moreover he "would demand the punish-
ment of the ministers responsible for his
condemnation for allowing Dreyfus to be
adjudged guilty if it were shown that he
was really Innocent.

RIOTING NEAR BARCELONA.

Violent Speeches Made nt a Meeting:
Held Yesterday.

Barcelona, Spain, July 3. An angry
mass meeting was held at Badalona, a town
near this city yesterday, at which violent
speeches were made and resolutions passed
demanding the liberation of the anarchists
confined in the Mont Juich prison.

After the meeting there was a street
fight between the mob and the police and
the Jesuit convent was stoned by the riot-
ers, and the crowd leaving the bull fight
attacked a party of monks who had just
arrived from the Philippines. The monks
were rescued by the police. The mob then
swarmed throughout the town, stoning
churches, street cars, etc. The shops were
closed.

The troops continued patrolling the town
but were unable to suppress the demon-
strations. The mob is still riotous.

HONORS TO AMERICAN LADIES.

Luncheon In London to International
Ccnjrress Delegates.

London. July 3. The London Society of
American Wpmen gave a luncheon at the
Hotel Cecil, afOSU 45 o'clock this afternoon
in honor of t&e;iAmerican delegates to the
Women's International Congress. Mrs.
Hughes Griffin, the President of the so-
ciety, occupied the chair, flanked by Lady
Aberdeen, the President of the Women's
International Council, on the right, and
Mrs. Choate, wife of the United States Am-
bassador, on the left. There were 250 per-
sons present, all of them women except
the brother of Miss Leonora Jackson, the
violiniste, who was included because Miss
Jackson plays only to her brother's accom-
paniment.

The tables were decorated with red, white
and blue flowers and American and British
flags were displayed behind the chair of
the president

Mrs. Hughes Griffin delivered an address
of welcome to the American delegates, and
Lady Aberdeen, on behalf of the Women's
International Council, thanked the Ameri-
can women for the help and inspiration
they had given to women in general. "We
are indebted to the American women," she
said, "for many grand Ideas. Much of the
increased brightness of our lives is due to
the fact that it is now granted that women
have a sense of humor."

Mrs, May Wright Sewall, vice president
of the International Council, said that
America was becoming a country that by
the necessity of its Institutions and rela-
tionships must move toward internation-
alism.

SEVEN MOUTHS PE RAIN

General Harrison Gray Otis Talks
of Philippine Weather.

In the "Wet Senson Mountain Tops
Are Marshes Fifty Thousand Men
Would End the Rebellion Tagnlos
tlie Only Tribe Resisting: the Au-

thority of American Government.

Brig. Gen. Harrison Gray Otis, of Los
Angeles, Cal., was at the War Depart-
ment today in consultation with Secretary
Alger and Adjutant General Corbin. Gen-

eral Otis told The Evening Times repre-

sentative that his visit to Washington had
not been made at the suggestion of any-
body in official or private life, and that It
had no connection with any official po-

sition.
"I had to go to New York In connection

with my California newspaper," he said,
"and I naturally came to Washington,
where I have many friends, having re-

sided here nine years. I came here also
to settle up some things about my .military
posltion. No, I think I am back
to the Philippines."

In answer to an enquiry as to how many
men were needed to suppress the Philip-
pine insurrection, General Otis said: "I do
not pretend to be an authority in the mat-
ter, but it is my opinion, and I have ex-
pressed it frequently, that with 50.000 men
Otis could end all resistance to American
authority very soon. I mean by this that
with 50,000 men we can do the- work quick-
ly, garrison all the other islands and hold
what we take. But I want to say that the
troops there are sufficient to whip every
Filipino now under arms in the Luozn. We
have never lost a battle and we have driv-
en them back every time.

"It is a mistake to suppose that the
rainy season lasts only a Tew months. I
have seen statements in the newspapers
over here that the rainy period will end
about September 15. That Is untrue, and
such false statements will tend to cause
dissatisfaction among the American peo-
ple, who will not understand why active
operations are not resumed at that time.
The rainy Eeason lasts from the May 1 to
December 1, but there is a short period
after it begins when the suspension of
operations is not necessary because the
ground has not become sufficiently soak-
ed. Last year the rainy season stopped
off suddenly on December 1. We had a
heavy rain on the last day of November
and a slight shower on the next day.
Then the rain ceaEed.

"The country dries quickly and in a few
weeks the roads are as hard as can be.
During the rainy season the whole of the
Island of Luzon is a bog. Even the moun-
tain tops are marshes. I can- - give you an
illustration of how sudden is the change
from wot to dry. On December 1 last I
ordered the Nebraska Regiment to occupy
McCIoud's Hill. The regiment went out
to tho hill, every man thinking that he
would not live a day. Colonel Stotzenburg
was terribly worried and came to see mo
about It, but the order had been Issued by
the corps commander and had to be obeyed.

"Ina day or two the Nebraska regiment
contained the most delighted set of men
you ever saw. The ground on which the
camp was pitched had dried and the air
was cool and pleasant. It was far prefer-
able to dirty Manila. The country in
Luzon is much healthier than Manila, and
the men have fared better sleeping out
under the mangrove trees than they did
while quartered in the city.

"The year in Luzon is divided into about
three-quarte- rain and dry.
A hundred inches of rain falls in the wet
season. One year they had 130 inches.
The year they had only 70 inches was call-
ed exceptionally dry. I obtained these fig-

ures from the Manila observatory.
"The Tagalos are the only tribe oppos-

ing the United States in Luzon. I believe
that the rebellion will end when their re-

sistance has been quelled."
General Otis is among those whose

names have been mentioned to succeed
fecrota.ry Alger when that gentleman re-

tires from the Cabinet. He, however, to-

day denied emphatically that his visit to
Washington has any political significance.
Ho Is here to settle his accounts with the
Wr Department prior to being mustered
out of the service. Nothing, he says, has
been intimated to him concerning the re-

tirement of Secretary Alger.
General Otis had an interview with Pres-

ident McKinley this afternoon. He will in
all probability remain in Washington for
several days.

MUTINY ON SHIPBOARD.

The Captain of a French Fishing
Vessel Killed.

Halifax, July 3. A cable despatch from
St. Johns, N. F., says 4that a" story was
current on Saturday that the British
fishery protection cruiser Columbine had
towed into St. Pierre a French bank fish-
ing vessel, the crew of which had mutinied
and killed the captain. It appears that the
facts are that a disturbance occurred at
St. Pierre last week on aboard the French
fishing vessel Evangejipe, in which the
captain was stabbed to death.

At the time this happened the warship
Columbine was in St. Pierre. The Colum-
bine is seeking for thd French schooner
Novelle JilcQsse. This vessel was seized
by the Newfoundland people for violation
of the bait act and taken to Burin. From
that port she put to sea, sending the New-
foundland officer ashore In a boat. Her
papers had been removeQ.and the vessel Is
now at sea without registration. She dare
not enter a British port? and will probably
not long escape the vigilance of the New-
foundland and British cruisers."

"Chicago Times-Herald- ," and John W.
Mackey, of the same city.

Mr. Kohlsaat has been making a vigor-
ous fight in his paper against Senator For-ak- er

of Ohio, but he declared very em-

phatically that Ohio politics were not dis-

cussed.
"I simply called with my friend, Mr.

Mackey, who Is endeavoring to adjust a
personal matter for a young friend, and
the Secretary of, War happened to be pres-
ent," said Mr.v JKohlsaat. "I will say this
on the. Foraker matter, however. If Presi-
dent McKinley h'ad been consulted before
the articles in my paper appeared, and I
had followed his advice, they never would
have been printed. The President knew
nothing of the matter until he returned
from New England and saw the papers.
Senator Hanna knows nothing of the mat-
ter yet. Although I presume by this time
he has received the papers containing the
article.

"1 nave felt for ten years past that
Foraker was not a fit man to be in poli-
tics, and I have gathered together data on
a number of his transactions and have
been printing them."

When asked if the fight would be dis-
continued, Mr. Kohlsatt replied that it
would not. "I have plenty of other materi-
al which can and will be used yet, until
Ohio politics are made somewhat purer.
We went through this same experience in
Illinois, and have got rid of Lorimer and
a lot more of his ilk."

"Did you discuss the Michigan cam-
paign with tho President this morning?"
was asked of the' Chicago editor.

"No. We said nothing about' that mat-
ter."

"Will your paper take a hand in the
controversy between Alger and McMillan
In that State?"

"Well, we will do one thing at a time.
We will get through with Mr. Foraker
first," was the reply.

The three gentlemen who had called on
the President walked together to Secreta-
ry Alger's office In the War Department.

DISCORD IN THE CABINET.

Unfriendly Feelings Between Secre-
taries Gage and Alger.

New York, July 3. The "Commercial
Advertiser" publishes the following to-

day under a Washington date line:
"The situation in the Cabinet is becom-

ing something extraordinary. The Presi-
dent's tact and graclousness are drawn
upon severely o maintain apparently
agreeable relations in his official family.
Between Secretary Alger and Secretary
Gage there exists a feeling of strong and
growing hostility. To the friends of eith-

er it is not concealed.
"The two 'Secretaries have all along

been somewhat antagonistic. On many
questions they have taken opposite sides
before the Cabinet. Their dislike for each
other has been a matter of growth. But
the recent political move of Secretary Al-

ger has enphasized the unfriendliness.
"In defending his alliance with Governor

Pingree the Secretary' of War referred to
Secretary Gage's Independent course to
ward the President In regard to proposed.
currency legislation. He did this in a
statement for publication. He claimed for
himself the same freedom of independent
action in political matters as the Secretary
of the Treasury had taken. Mr. Gage and
his friends saw In this statement a covert
reflection upon the Secretary and a be-

trayal of Administration affairs. They
even claimed that the assertions of Secre-
tary Alger were not strictly accurate.

"There is little doubt that Secretary Al-
ger will go. 'The only question, seeming
ly, is whethel-- the change shall take place
shortly or shall be held up until the annu-
al reports of the War Department are
handed in. Secretary Alger's friends In-

sist that he ought, in justice to himself, to
remain in the Cabinet until those reports
are made."

Fire Destroys a Qnebee Village.
Sherbrooke, Quebec, July 3. The pretty

village of Garthby on the shores of Lake
Sylmer, forty-seve- n miles from Sher-

brooke,, on tho Quebec Central Railway,
was attacked by fire on Saturday after-
noon and practically wiped out of exist-
ence. Tho village contained about seventy-f-

ive houses with a population of about
500, but whenthe fire had done its work
not over a dozen houses remained stand-
ing. Four hundred people are homeless.

The Gloucester at Norfolk.
Norfolk, Va., July 3. The converted

yacht Gloucester, in which Lieutenant
Commander Wainwright won fame at the
great naval battle at Santiago, has arrived
at the navy yard from Annapolis. The
Gloucester is here for repairs to her ma-
chinery.

Gnnliont Nashville Out of Order.
Norfolk, Va July 3. The gunboat

Nashville, which arrived here Friday after
her long trip up the Mississippi River, is
in dry dock at the navy yard. There is
something wrong with her bottom, which
will necessitate the replacing- - of several
plates. A survey Is now being held on the
ship.

It Is said
that It Is the purpose of the new officials to
break up all gambling on tho Virginia side
of the river.

This is .the first effort made to disperse
the sporting people and the gambling busi-
ness for years, and the officials are, It Is
said, determined in the matter.

It is said that not a game of chance of
any kind is now running In any of 'he
places formerly frequented. To make the
change permanent, officers have been sta-
tioned both in Jackson City and Rosslyn
to enforce the law. The saloonkeepers heve
been threatened with an immediate revoca-
tion of their license if they allow any
games to be run on their premises.

EASTERN PORTS UNHEALTHY.

Conditions That May Chanpre Adm-
iral Dewcy'i Route Home.

The State Department has been informed
that on account of the epidemic of conta-
gious diseases prevailing at various ports
along the Red Sea and the Indian Ocean, It
will not be safe for Admiral Dewey, who
is in that part of the world, on his way
to the United States, to call with he Olym-pi- a

at Suez, Ismalia, and Port Said.
This information, which comes from

United States Consul Grant, of Malta, has
been turned over to the Navy Department
and solicitude for the health of the re-

turning Admiral and the officers and men
on the famous flagship will cause Secreta-
ry Long to send advices on the subject to
Dewey at once. There is an unusually bad
sanitary condition of affairs prevailing this
summer, not only at the places mentioned,
but at Aden, Gibraltar, and other ports.
This condition, combined with the intense
heat of the Red Sea and Mediterranean re-
gion during the summer months, has cre-
ated some anxiety an account of Admiral
Dewey's returning by that route. Gibraltar
is at present quarantined and in case it
remains so for some time the foreign off-
icials courtesies of an extraordinary nature
which would have been extended to Admi-
ral Dewey will probably have to be with-
held. Fortunately it is possible for the
Olympia to stop with safety for coal at
Malta so that there will be no'dejay. The
Olympia, w ith Admiral Dewey on board,
sailed from Colombo on her way to the
Red Sea last week.

Former Temperance "Worker's Fate.
New York, July 3. George Washington

Peet, at one time a well-kno- prohibition
leader in Passaic, N. J., who had been a
candidate for office on the prohibition tick-
et, died Saturday night in a saloon in that
city. He was forty-seve- n years old. A
short time-befor- he died he drank in rapid
succession three glasses of whisky, a big
glass of beer, and a cocktail. The drink-
ing was done in Meister's saloon, and the
drinks were paid for by an acquaintance of
Peet. After swallowing the whisky, beer,
and cocktail Peet satnlown in a chair and
in a few minutes his head fell forward on
his chest. He was thought'to have fallen
asleep, but an hour later it was found h
wa3 dead. Peet was janitor of the Wo-
man's Christian Temperance Union rooms
in Passaic.

Montsromery M. Folsoni Demi.
Atlanta, Ga., July 3. Montgomery M.

Folsom, a poet, author, and dialect writer
of fame in the South, died suddenly at
his home here yesterday of apoplexy. He
was forty-tw- o years old and had been an
active journalist since he was,nineteen
years of age. His greatest .work was
short story and sketch writing, depicting
Southern characters. He was a protege
of the late Henry W. Grady, and was not
unknown in the North, his works having
been published in many journals in that
section.

Withdraws From the District Su-

preme Court Bench.

He Tenders Hit. Resignation to Pres-
ident McKinley After Many Year
of Service Leaves for IJot Spring
Today Appointed by President
Haj es Presided at Guiteau's Trial.

Justice Walter S. Cox, for more than
twenty years a justice of the District Su-
preme Court, tendered his resignation to
President McKinley" at 10 o'clock thla
morning.

The resignation was accepted, and the
former justice will start today for Hot
Springs, where he Is to spend some time)
in rehabilitating his somewhat feebla
health.

On emerging from the presence of the
President this morning Justice Cox was
asked by a Times reporter concerning his
retirement. He replied: "I have just hand-
ed my resignation to, the President and he
has accepted it. I leave the city today. I
now have my tickets in my pocket lor Hot
Springs."

When asked who his successor would bo
he replied that he had not the slightest
Idea. "There are a number of excellent
candidates in the field, and I do not know
who will be chosen," Eald he.

Justice Cox was appointed by President
Hayes, took the oath of office as a mem-
ber of the Supreme Court of the District
on March 7, 1879, and has consequently al-
ready served over twenty years. At the
time of his appointment the bench of the
Supreme Court of the District was compos-
ed of five instead of six justice, as now.
The members of the bench at that time
were Chief Justice Wiley and Associate
Justices Cartter. Hagner, and Humphreys.
Of these only Justice Hagner remains a
member of the District bench. The court
was later increased to six members by the
appointment of Justice MacArthur. . Jus-
tice Cox has served In all the different
branches of the Supreme Court. At the
time of his retirement he was presiding
justice in Equity Court No. 1. but prior to
his assignment to that branch had served
in the circuit and criminal branches of the
court. He was on the bench in Criminal
Court No. 1 when Guiteau. the assassin of
President Garfield, was tried and convicted.

At the earnest solicitation of the bar and
others interested some time ago. Justice
Cox commenced the preparation of a code
for the District, and that work, it Is stat-
ed, was what induced him to continue
upon the bench. Justice Cox finished the
code several months ago, and, his health
not being good, he recently decided to
close his career on the bench.

A prominent member of the District has
stated today that it is the general under-
standing that William F. Mattinglr will
be strongly urged for the vacancy oa
the District Supreme Coutt bench caused
by the resignation of Justice Cox. In fact,
the general opinion seems to be that, it a
local man is appointed, the honor will fall
to Mr. Mattingly.

TAYLOR TO BE TRIED FIRST.

Frederick, Md., July 3. The cases of '

Armstead Taylor and John Alfred Brown,
the two negroes charged with the murder
of Louis and Dora Rosenstein, ax Slidcll,
Montgomery county, which were ramored
here for tr:l last Monday from Rockville,
will be taken up in court on Wedsesday
morning. There is much Interest In th
case, and it is expected that great crowd3
will be at the trial. Taylor's case will be
tried first, and then he will be used as a
witness against Brown. His counsel,
James A. Fechtig, of Baltimore, was here.
After-hi- s departure Taylor expressed him-
self as greatly encouraged, and believes
he will get clear. During his visit Mr
Fechtig retained Arthur D. Willard, ofthe
Frederick bar, to assist him in the 'case.

On Friday eveningBrown employed Mr.
H. Dorsey Etchison to assist Mr. George
A. Pearre, jr., ot0 Montgomery
county, in defending main-
tains his innocence, and. having a little
property in Montgomery county, has mort-
gaged it to employ counsel.
