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A BCHOOL FOR PUBLISHERS.

The Latest Development of Techni-
cenl Training in Paris,
(Paris Correspondence of the London Telegraph.)

Every single branch of human intellec-
tual activity will some day be provided
with its corresponding scheme of special
technical tuition. Young Frenchmen desi-
rous of fully equipping themselves for a
brilliant career In the Fourth Estate will
shortly, like thelr fellow aspiring journal-
ists in some other countries, be enabled
to learn the profession thoroughly in a
regular course of three years’™ study at o
special college. An institute of fiction has
also been susgested, in which novelists
who Jolned as students woudd enjoy the in-
valuable advanisge of belng taught how
to write properly.

The Ilatest development now on thesa
lines of progressive education is a school
for publishers. According to the promot-
ers of the scheme, the peed for such an
institution huas long been badly felt, and
they ought to know, sinee they are mem-
bers of a body officlally representing the
publishing trade, the Cercle de la Librai-
rie. Among the public at large those who
most heartily concur in this view are, very
naturally, authors, aspiring and otherwise.
When men of letters in Paris get together
and talk shop horrible or humorous tales
are unfolded of the pitiless crue ty or the
absurd incompetency of the absent pub-
lisher. The idea of an academic schooi
where the latter would learn his trade is
Lailed with delight by authors, the inva-
tiably rejected and the habitually suc-
cessful alike. They all feel sure of being
better treated by a publisher learned In
the schools than by a business man to
whom knowledge of his trade has come
through practical experience.

In the first place, the programme of the
new venture expressly states that the prime
purpose of the scheme is “to raise the in-
tellectual level of the corporation general-
Iy.” If this end is achieved, will not the
aspiring, but unappreciative bard be vast-
Iy benefited thereby? Then the student
publishers will be given every opportunity
of becoming, perhaps, even us learned as
the young suthor himself. The course of
studles will last three years, and the curri-
culum will be most comprebensive as well
as thorough. French and foreign literary
history and criticism are down on the pro-
gramme with literary agd other biogmaphy.
biblography, the philogical study of an-
cient and modern languages and commercial
law. Technical subjects will inelude every-
thing reluiing to the turning out of a vol-
ume, from reading a manusecript to binding
—comprehending, in fact, the printer’s art
and a great deal more besides. Whether
the science of advertisment and the art of
making a book sell are likewise to ba tanght
is ot specified

In any case, the new school for pub-
lishers promises to be a very thorough and
active [ostitution. Possibly the scheme
‘has been suggested to the members of the
Cercle de la Librairie by the somewhat
bitter controversy to which publicity was
given lately amang thelr neighbars

Quicksands Hidden Under Clay.
(Correwpundense of the Chicago Recund)

Curious but dangerous freaks of nature
frequently found in the deserts of Arizona
are called sumideros by the Mexicans and
Indinms. They are masked pitfalls of quick-
sand thas occur in the dry plains, and ase
covered with a treachercus crust of clay
that has been spread over them in fine
particles by the wind and baked dry by
the sumn.

The peculiar propertles of the soil retain
al the moisture drained Into them after
the infrequent rains. and allow it to be
filtered to unknown depths, so that a man
or & horss or a cow or a sheep that once
steps upon that deceptive crust instantly
sinks out of sight beyond hope of reseue,
The sumideros are on a level with the sur-
face of the desert. There is no danger sig-
nal to mark them, and their surface can-
not be distinguished by the ordinary eve
from the hard clay that surrounds them.
They occur most frequently in the alkall
cavered flats, and are often fifieen or twen-
t¥ feet in diameter. Sometimes they are
only little pockets or wells that & man can
leap across, but the longest pole has never
found their botlom. A stome thrown
through the crust sinks io unknown
depths, and no man who ever fell inio one
of them was rescued. They account for

the mysterious disappearance of many men
and eattle.
