JAPA2 DEFERS THE DAY.

Her New Treaties Hot Effective Until
Anurtiht 1.

Seattle, July 31. The new treaties be-

tween Japan and other foreign nations,
which were to have gone into effect on
July 17, have been delayed until August 4.
The reason given is that out of deference
to tht treaty with Italy, which goes into
effect August 4, the treaties with all the
other countries have been set back until
that date. Japanese citizens in general are
very much wrought up over the postpone-
ment of the day which sets Japan on a
level with all other countries and abolishes
such things as treaty limits and consular
jurisdiction.

Minister-Buck- , the United States repre-
sentative in Japan, has v;ritten several
articles to Japanese newspapers addressed
to American citizens commenting favorably
upon the laws and exhorting American citi-
zens to conform to the new laws. He is
the only Minister who has done any such
thing. The going Into force of the treaty
will be celebrated by all the Japanese men-of-w- ar

In the different ports. They will
fire a national salute. The Emperor will
give a special reception to foreign diplo-
mats, and will decorate them with Jap
anese insignia.

This news was brought by the steamship
Rio June Maru, fourteen days from Japan.

THE KEAESAEGE'S GUNS.

Hie Iat of Them Received at Nor-
folk on Saturday.

Xewport News, Va., July 31. The last
of the big guns for the battleship Kear--
sarge reached the shipyard from the Wash
ington gun foundry Saturday, and now the
main battery of the ship is complete.

The fourth and the other two
guns arrived with the last piece of

armor for one of the turrets. The
ship now has aboard the two forward

rifles and one after rifle and
two after rifles. Those that have
arrived will be put aboard today. No
other guns will have to be put in position
until after the ship's trial trip, which will
take place in a few weeks. The guns of
the secondary battery will probably be put
on at the Xew York or Norfolk navy yard.

safe conduct offered to him.

Fatal Christian Science.
Chicago, July 31. Mrs. Annetia Flanders

died of blood poisoning at St.
Luke's Hospital Friday night. aft-
er having been attended during a
critical illness with "divine heal-
ing" by Mrs. Mcnrikka Bratz, an official of
Dr. John Alexander Dowie's Zion Church
of Divine Healing on Michigan Avenue.
Dr. T. J. Watkins and Dr. Thomas Currie.
of St. Luke's Hospital and Dr. H. D. Pe-
terson, who was called to attend Mrs.
Flanders when she was thought to be dy-
ing, asserted that the woman could have
lived if she had been given proper medical
attention. The State Board of Health ha3
instructed its attorney to investigate the
case. Mr6. Bratz says that her patient's
death Is due to the fact that Mrs. Flanders
did not believe in divine hea-ing- . The reg-
ulations of the law, she says, are not in
accord with the faith of divine healing, and
for that reason she has not obtained a
license to practice medicine.

Three Persons Drcwned.
Evansvllle, Ind., July 3L While six

young persons were skiff-ridin- g Friday
they were caught between a wharfboat and
an Incoming steamboat. Three young wo-
men of the party became frightened ana,
moving to one side of the skiff, caused it
to capsize. All six were thrown Into the
water, and three of them, Pearl Cbaney,
Marlon Onan, of Henderson, Ky., and Gus
Mattlngly, were drowned. The other three
were rescued by the wharfboat. The bodies
of the drowned persons have not been re-

WOUEN FAVOR CTJBFEW LAW.

Move in Bridgeport, Conn., to Be-M- m

in Children.
Bridgeport, Conn., July 31. If the Wo-

man's Christian Temperance Union of this
city succeeds in Its purpose curfew will
ring here at 8 o'clock every night, and af-

ter that hour all children less than fifteen
years old found in the streets without an

adult guardian will be subject to detention
by the police and their parents a warn- - ,

ing or fine. The women propose 10 com en.

into a peremptory house call for all young-

sters the fire alarm bells, which, according

to an ancient Connecticut custom, sound at
S o'clock every night.

Agitation among the women over nightly
occurrences In the streets has led to the
proposed ordinance. The presence of girls
in their teens mingling with men and loit-

ering about dark corners has attracted the
attention of the women, who think a
growing evil. The police records Indicate
an Increase In the number of arrests of
young girls and small boys for petty thefts,
burglary, and lesser crimes. The following
petition, addressed to the mayor and com-

mon council, was left with City Clerk A.
E. Lavery yesterday afternoon:

"We, the Bridgeport Women Christian
Temperance Union, do hereby most ear-
nestly petition your honorable body to
frame and enact a provision termed the
curfew law, whereby children under the age
of fifteen years may be restrained from the
habit of being on the public streets al-

leys after the ringing of the 8 o'clock bell,
unless accompanied by a proper escort."

This document is signed by Mrs. J. A.
Hammond, scribe, and mora than 100
officers and msmbers of the Woman';
Christian Temperance Union, including
Mrs. H. 0. Lund, president; Mrs. C. IS.

Sanford, vice president; Mrs. W. E. Wilis,
secretary, and Miss Elizabeth Porter, treas-
urer.

Mrs. Hammond deeply Interested in
the establishment of a curfew law, and
fails. to see any funny side to it. She says
the women proposed to exert their efforts
for the passage of an ordinance to keep
young girls and boys off the street at
night, and that they have long seen the
need of something to restrain children
from frequenting the streets unattended
until unseemly hours, as leads girls into
bad habits and company, and gradually to
evil practices, and eventually to the care
of th'e police.

According to Mrs. Hammond the Idea of
the union to" have a curfew law which
will provide that parents who are neglect-
ful In this matter shall be warned first.
Then, their children are found in the
streets after 8 o'clock, the police shall pick
them up and they shall be detained in
some suitable place until the authorities
ascertain whether or not the parents will
take care of them. Some of the women
favor imposing a fine upon paents who re-

peatedly permit their children to frequent
streets late at night.

Members of the board of aldermen that
constitute the common council, are inclin-
ed to view the matter lightly. They jest
upon the subject, and all sorts oj amend-
ments are being suggested by them, from
raiBing the age to twenty-on- e years to
building a place in which to impound the
detained children, with wards for the boys
and girls.

Mayor Sterling Inclined to view the
matter seriously, and said:

"I don't believe in going back to the
puritanical ways of our forefathers, nor
do I want to see our children drift into
evil ways. Whether we can remedy this
bv legislation is a moot Question. The last
legislature had a curfew law before it.jbjitj
passed one giving municipal and town au-

thorities the power to make such regula-
tions they deemed proper to keep young
children off the streets at night. Bridge-
port is no worse than any other live city
in this respect It is a condition that per-
haps may be remedied by law. Parents
will have to take the individual responsi-
bility?'

Petitioning women will attend the meet-
ing of the board of aldermen on August 8,
prepared to back up their request with
strong arguments for the passage and en-

forcement of a curfew law.

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CAT AND EAGLE FIGHT.
Fierce Encounter in Space Between

Bird and Animal.
North Wolcott, N Y., July 31. Three

young men, Carl Reupert and Andrew J.
Eggleston, of Syracuse, and H. G. Ray-

mond, of Elmira, have recently been camp-
ing in a tent on the shore of Lake Ontario,
near what is known as Lake Side, north-
west of this hamlet.

Soon after they established themselves In
camp they were joIned by TopSy, a gaunt
black cat. She came alone at first, but
after she had won their confidence she
brought her progeny, three tiny kittens.

Last Wednesday afternoon Raymond lay
asleep in a hammock before the tent, while
his companions were still fishing for lake
perch in a skiff just beyond the line of
breakers.

"Topsy" after a hearty fish dinner was
basking in the sun on the edge of the
shingly beach.

Over in East Bay, 100 rods distant, in
the top of a tall, scraggly hemlock tree
is an eagle's nest which this summer has
been the home of the father and mother
birds and three eaglets.

"Vednesday afternoon 'the 'proud bird of
freedom was out hunting-provision- for his
promising young family., Reupert and Eg-
gleston from their boat saw him float mo-
tionless, but watchful across the sky par-
allel with the lake shore and at an altitude
of perhaps 100 feet. When over the camp
he espied the sleeping cat and instantly
slanted downwnio

The two young men saw bis object, drop-
ped their poles and started instantly for
the shore, shouting, till brought to a stand-
still by their ground anchor.

Raymond awoke, puzzled at the racket,
and sprang to the ground just in time to
see the eagle soar heavenward with Top-
sy, caught by the scruff of the neck, writh-
ing in his talons. It Is an unlawful and
wicked thing to shoot an American eagle,
but Raymond, thinking chiefly of the cat,
seized his light fowling-piec- e from the
tent and started on a run for East Bay,
whither the eagle was now aiming after
circling about aloft.

At the same" time Raymond's friends,
having shipped their anchor, were rowing
swiftly in the same direction.

Meantime the eagle was having a hot
time with Topsy. She had twisted herself
about and, bringing four fet into play, was
leaving a train of floating feathers in their
wake. The huge bird's flight was slow and
erratic, and as he neared the home tree
he whirled blindly about In eccentric cir-
cles.

The men, eagerly watching, saw the two
suddenly crash into the big nest, which
threatened to give way under the commo-
tion that ensued. Various objects were
seen to fall, and next the cat shot out into
the air, alighting on the end of a limb
thirty feet down, from which she slid to
others till she reached the underbrush cov-
ered ground apparently uninjured.

The boat was drawn over the bar, and
the three young men pulled across the
narrow bay. The eagle was still aloft in
his nest making a great outcry, his mate
responding from a distance.

At the foot of the tree the young men
called the cat, which soon appeared limp-
ing, but dragging in her mouth one of the
young eaglets stone dead. She had plain-
ly left the nest without Incumbrance, but
the unfledged bird must have been flung
out during the struggle, and had probably
been killed by its fall of seventy-fiv-e feet.
The cat's skin was punctured in a num-
ber, of places, but none of her hurts was
.serious.

The sporting districts of Italy still teem

with stories of Victor Emanuel which have
not yet become current outside the penin-
sula. He hunted down his game with the
perseverance andsagacity of a good hound,
and often lefti far behind him Invited
guests, equerries, beaters, and keepers.
