AN APPEAL FOR AID.

Secreiary Root Reguests Contribu-
tlons for the Porto Hicans.

The following telegram was sent out this
aflternvon by Secretary Root to the mayors
af all cities of 150,000 inhabitants or more:

August, 11, 1899,

To The Mayor:

Sir—The Governor General of Porto
Rico confirms the report that upon the
$th instant a burricane swept over that
island entirely demolishing many of
the towns destroying many lives and
reducing, so far as he can estimate,
not less than 100,000 of the inhabitants
to the condition of absolute destitu-
tion without homes or food. Unless
immediate and effective relief i given
these unfortunate people will perieh
of famine.

Under these conditions, the Presi-
dent desms that an appeal should be
made “to the humanity of the Ameri-
nan ‘people. It is an appeal to thelr
patrictism ‘a¥so, for the Inhabitants of
Forto Rico have freely and glad'y
subpivied themeelves to the guardian-
ship ‘of the TUnoited States and have
vnl\;ﬁtlm‘l‘l_t surrendered the prolection
af Spain, 10 which they were formerly
entitied, confidently relying upon more
generous and beneficent trestment at

HEADED FOR OUR COAST

The Terrific West Indian Hurricane
May Strike Tonight.

There Is a Chance That It Will Pass
Out Inte the Occan—Reports
Fearful Havoe Wronght In Porto
Rico—The War Department Will
fend Ald to the Storm Sufferers,

The destructive hurricane now mging
and gathering increased force in the South
Atlantie, will, according to the forecaster
of the Weather Burenu, probably reach the
United States Inte tonight or early tomor-
row morning. At noon today the followlng
bulletin was issued from the Weather Bu-
rean:

Hurricane centre apparently approaching Nas
sy, Hahamaes, Storm will increase in intensity
upcn resching the Gulf Steeam, and will prob-
aldy rewch  the South Adsstic coast off  the
United States tonight.

Never In the history of the Weather Bu.
reay has a storm of such magnitude been
knewn to travel so slowly. This, it is aaid,
is one of the causes of Its terrible force
as in croesing the heated section of the
troples ft has n longer time to gather
strength. The probability of its reaching
Washington is, pccording to Prof. Garriott,
the Chie! Forecaster of the Weuther Bu-
reau, About one in fifty. He stated late
this afternoon, however, that the indica-
tions of It sweeping the Atlantic Coast
were growing hourly.

If the storm should reacrh Washington
it will not arrive before sometime lomor-
row and the citigens need fear no danger
#s far as tonight is concerned.

Sweeping All Before It.

In speaking with a8 Times reporter this
morning, Prof. Garriott said:

“According to reports this ls the most
terrible hurricane of years. It is sweeplug
everything before it, and when It hits the
Gulf Stream along the Atlantic Coast, as
I think jt will, ita destructiveness will be
something terrible to contemplate.
““There s a remote chance of the hurricane
cxpending its fury at sea, but it is bardly
porbable. Just before the coast of Florida
is reached there Is a branch of the gulf
strenm that goes eastward and out to sea,

“The storm may take that course, but in
its fury the more direct rotte may be fol-
lowed and In that case It will continue to
follow the Atlantic Coast.”

The breadth of the storm has not as
yet been estimated, but, as stated before,
it is traveling very slowly and expanding.
If, as present indications point, the hurrl-
cane should reach the heated Guif Stream
of the Florida coast and then sweep up tha
const, Washington will &t least be on the
outer edge of the storm.

The greatest anxiely prevails at the
Weather Bureau, and all of the coast citles
have been advised to prepare as far as
practicable for the grealest siorm in years.
