
AIMES'S FATAL FALL

osepli Stanton Plunges to His

Death in the River.

ifVhllc nt AVorJc on a Coal CUnte He
"

Loses HIM Balance, Striken a- - Pile,
and SIiiUh Beneath the Water His
Body Recovered Shortly After the
Accident by the Harbor l'atrol.

Joseph Stanton, colored, a laborer at
Johnson's coal wharf, on Water Street,
was killed by a fall about 10 o'clock this

.morning.
Stanton, with a force of fellow-workme- n,

was engaged in discharging a barge
of coal. He stood on a trestle twenty feet

"high and dumped the hoppers of coal as
they were sent aloft from the barge. In
reaching out for the hopper he lost his
balance and fell, striking his right shoul-

der on one of the wharf pile3, and drop-

ped into the river. He sank immediately.
The harbor patrol steamer Vigilant wa3

"passing in the channel, and being hailed.
swung in Immediately to the scene or tne
accident. The grappling apparatus was '

.cast, and Stanton's body was brought to
the surface within ten minutes arter tne
fatal ffcll.

Efforts at resuscitation were promptly
made by Harbormaster Sutton and the men
of the Vigilant, the new salt method be-

ing tried, but without avail. Stanton's
right arm and shoulder were broken, one
rib on the right side was broken, and
there was a lacerated wound under the
chin.

When the man had been pronounced.
dead the body was removed the morgue
and the Coroner notified.

EOCKVTXTJB'S DOTJBTJE HANGING.

Preparations for the Execution Have
All Been Completed.

Hockville, Md., Aug. 1C Sheriff Horton
G. Thompson says everything is in readi-
ness for the execution of Armstead Tay-

lor and John Alfred Brown, the murderers
of Louis Rosenstein and wife, which will
takoplace in Rockville on Friday of this
week. The scaffold is completed, thor-

oughly tested, and found to work satis-
factorily.

The exact hour the drop will fall. Is not
known, but it will probably be between
10 and 11 o'clock. The trap will be sprung
bv Sheriff Thompson himself. He will be
assisted by Deputies Gaither. Howes. Era- - i

brey. Jones. Wheatley. and Selby in the j

Rev. Fatner (oieniau, vno
has been Brown's spiritual adviser in
Frederick, will come to Rockville and re-

main with him until the last.
The indications are that a large crowd

will gather in Rockville from the surround- -
ing country and from Washington city,
but they will be doomed to disappointment,

on duty at the jail to prevent the entrance

New York, Aug. 1C. The third and last !

consignment of fish from southern watsrs
for the New York aquarium this season
has arrived here from Bermuda on the
steamship Trinidad.

MUST RElK&m EST JAIL.
The-- Petition of Chnrlex B. Hale for

Release Is Denied.
Justice Cole today denied the petition

of Charles B. Hale, asking that he be re- -
leased from. Jail. It will be remembered
that Hale was committed to jail on June
15 last for contempt of court in refusing
to comply with an order requiring him to
make an accounting of his stewardship in
the case of Caroline M. Cooper, for whom
he was appointed guardian In September,-1S37- .

When the matter was Investigated
It was developed that Hale was over 51.300
short in his accounts. He was last week
called before Justice Cole and examined
as to what disposition he bad made of the
funds of his ward. He admitted having
spent the money in drink.

After considering the evidence adduced
Justice Cole postponed further considera-
tion of the matter until the October term
of the Supreme Court of the District.

MOETAIilTY OF THE DISTSICT.

A Slircht Decrease in tlie Number of
Der.tli.

The report of the Health Officer for the
week ending August 12 was given out for
publication today. There were 10C deaths
in the District during the past week, as
against 104 in the week before. Of tboss
who died Zi were white and 52 colore.!.
The annual death rate was 19.17 for each
1,000 of the total population, for the
whites being 14.15 and for the colored
20.S7. Of the zymotic class there were 2

fatal cases of diphtheria. 17 of diarrheal
diseases, and 7 or typhoid fever. Deaths
from diseases of the brain and nervous
system declined from 15 to 9, and those
from affections of the kidneys from 7

to 4.
At the close of the last report there

were 13 cases cf diphtheria under treat
ment. During the week 11 new cases o:- -'

curred and 5 were discharged, leaving 19

cases In isolation in seventeen premises.
There were 23 cases of scarlet fever In

quarantine at the close of last report
During the week cases were report-
ed and 9 were discharged, leaving 21
cases, with warning cards in sixteen
premises.

The mean weather conditions prevalent
during the week were: Temperature of
the air, 73 degrees; barometer. 29 86; rela-
tive humidity, 79. The rainfall was .S7 of
an inch, with, winds averaging 4 miles per
hour. The thermometer registered CO de-

grees oa the tlh lust., rising to 90 degrsss
on the 11th.

The Alaska Trading Companies Au-

thorized to Sell Guns.

Tlie Secretary of the Interior, ly a
Recent- Uecinion, ZVulIlflex a Section,
of tlie Act of Congress Providing
a Criminal Code Cor the Northern-
most Territory of This Country.

The Secretary of the Interior has ren-

dered a decision, which, It Is said, nulli-

fies one of the sections of the law enacted
at the last session of Congress for the
government of the Territory of Alaska.

Article 142 of the act of Congress
3, 1S9D, entitled, "An act to

define and punish crime In Alaska, and to
provide a code of criminal procedure for
said district," provides:

That if an person shall, without the authority
of the United States, or any duly authorized r

thcrccf sell, barter, or give to any Indian
cr who lives or associates with In-

dians, any fireaun or ammunition therefor what-
ever, any spirituous, malt, or vinous liquor,
suih person, upon conviction thereof, slu'l lie
punished by imprisonment for a period of not
less than two nor inoro tlun six month, and by
a fine of not lew than 5500.

H. Llebe & Co. and the Cape Smythe
Whaling and Trading Company, both of
San Francisco, on April 11, asked permis-
sion to sell firearms and ammunition to
the Indians at the companies' stations in
Alaska. They stated in their application
to the Secretary of the Interior that the
companies dealt in furs, etc.; that the fire-

arms are necessary to the Indians as a
means of obtaining subsistence, and that
the companies have hitherto supplied fire-

arms to such- - persons without objection
from the Government.

The Secretary of the Interior replied as
follows: "I have to state that by execu-

tive order dated December 1, 1S9G, all
and prohibitions placed upon

Ihc importation Into the Territory of Alas-

ka of breech-loadin- g rifles and ammunition
thsrefor, and the sale thereof within that
district were revoked, and permission was
siveii to introduce such rliles and ammuni
tion into the 'district Tor sale, excepting,
however, from the effect cf such proclama-
tion, t!i restrictions rajir-lin- the ir.trc
ductlcn of firearms and ammunition
upon tlie islands of St- - George and St.
Paul. The Secretary af the Treasury states
that he perceives no objection to granting
this permission. Therefor, In considera-
tion cf the facts, the said companies are
accordingly authorised to s.'ll, barter, or
give to any Indian or half-bree- d who Hvc3
or associates with Ind'-in-a In Point. Hop-- ;

district, etc.. firearms, ammunition, ttc"
This decision. It is said, is most impor-

tant, and will bavo tbe effect of practi-
cally rendering null and void one of the
most obnoxious laws recently enacted for
Alaska.

cumstances have been discpypred which, it
Is thought, may have a bearing on the
death of Frank H. Shaw, 'of Brooklyn,

whose body, bound hand and foot, was cast
ashore last Friday by the tide on Scarbor-
ough Beach.

Off the Casino last Wednesday a small

sail yacht came to anchor, and three men
put out fiom her in a small boat and came

ashore. The description of one of these
men resembles in many respects that of
Shaw. This man was attired in a blue suit
and wore an outing shirt, high collar, dark
tie, and straw hat. His complexion was
light, and he was smooth shaven; this lat-

ter being the only point in which tho de-

scription differs from that of Shaw- -

This man's companions called him Frank.
He was of athletic figure. His companions
were of large build and athletic appear-
ance. One was of light complexion, and
wore a light summer suit. He had a sandy
mustache. The third man was dark and
had a black mustache. He wore a blue
suit and a straw hat of the season's style.

All the men hail been drinking, and they
visited drinking places here and then went
to a barber shop. There they told that they
hail come from Newport, were out for a
good time, and intended to sail to Provi-
dence. The party sailed out into the bay.
and has not been seen since around Narra-set- t.

Another Incident which, may have some
connection with the Scarborough Beach
tragedy Is furnished by a steam launch
which appeared oft the South Pier, near
Tucker's dock, on Thursday night. From
this launch In the early evening three men,
all big and athletic, came ashore. Evi-
dently they were strangers at Jfarragan-set- t.

Two wore blue sweaters, while the
third ivas dressed In a blue suit and wore a
straw hat.

They visited dance halls, and after mid-
night Chief of Police Champlln w them
wandering about the pier, showing the ef-

fects of liquor.
A mysterious telegram came to the Math-cws-

last Wednesday or Thursday ad-

dressed to a man at the house. Whom this
telegram was for nobody seem3 to know,
but it was redirected and sent to tlie steam
launch off the South Pier, and delivered
on board the craft, which early on Friday
morning put to sea.

That Shaw was not murdered on a Sound
steamer Is a growing belief, as nearly all
of tho boats report no passengers missing.
The theory that Shaw was murdered on a
yacht or launch Is regarded as not unrea-
sonable. A private inquest maybe con-

ducted here on Wednesday by Coroner
Burns. The inquest has been ordered by
the attorney general of the State. Two de-

tectives from Brooklyn are here at work on
the mystery.

The general list this morning was some-
what weak at first, but later developed
considerable strength which many believed
might be the forerunner of a good recov-

er', especially an the railways. Specula-

tion in the industrials and specialties con-

tinued active and erratic with little appar-
ent reason for ithe different movements.
The New York Traction issues were all
weak, especially Metropolitan. The Tobac-
co Usues were even more buoyant than
yesterday during the first half hour cr
more, all making new high price records,
and the stceljstocks were active with small
net changes in price. It Is such a market
as may develop into almost anything, but
careful observers are of the opinion that
the railway .securities have been bought
steadily by important interests during the
nasi two days, and that this weakness in
the traction securities may have been a
ruse to allow both shorts anu longs to pur-
chase stocks. If this Is the right analysis
cf the market an important recovery may
be looked for at any time. The long side
is undoubtedly the more attractive at this
level.

The spurt in the Tobacco issues has at-

tained to such proportion as to be a mat-
ter of much interest, if not importance.
American Tobacco sold this morning at
125, which Is equal to 252 on the basis of
three months ago, before the stock divi-
dend of 100 was made. Continental To-

bacco common sold above 50, also a new
high price, and the preferred was very
strong. The "news" regarding the Tobac-
co Trust is mostly hearsay,, and may not
have any foundation in facts. One state-
ment is that the Continental preferred
stock is to receive a dividend, perhaps
1 4 per cent for the past quarter, and
perhaps 3 2 for the first half year of its
existence. Much skepticism is cxepressed
over the report of the latter figure, and
there are not wanting people who believe
that no dividendwhatever will be declar-
ed. Naturally the larger dividend would
bo an inducement for the purchase of
American Tobacco stock as welL as Conti-
nental, as the two companies are so close
together as to be one for all practical pur-
poses, such as manipulation of stocks. An-
other story In the Street is that the Conti-
nental has purchased the Duchanan & Ly-- all

Company, which was Incorporated a
short time ago, ostensibly to-fl- the
trust.

Metropolitan Traction, which so'd o3
yesterday from 208 to 206 and a fraction,
continues to decline this morning; the
low price reached in the first hour being
201 4. The stock" recovered from this
price later. Manhattan and Brooklyn
Rapid Transit both sold off to the lowest
prices of yesterday but did not seem In-

clined to go lower Immediately. It wa3
the opinion of many that a rally would
occur in Brooklyn during the remainder
of the week.

Tho buying of Northern Pacific common
this morning was called good, and it is
believed to be probable that the stock
will have a good advance In the near fu-
