Rev. Elijah Jenkins, of this
city, said that the time bad arrived for
the negro race to elevate itself and do

'something to bring lynching and lawless-
ness to an end. The various addresses

" were characterized by strong statements.
Miss G. H. Hoggers, of Philadelphia,

caused a sensation when she said that God
-- knew his business when he made the negro
black, and that he should not seek to get
white by using cosmetics. Rev. J. L--

Barkesdale, president of the Pennsylvania
Baptist Convention, said that religion was
the chief factor which would operate in
lessening the sufferings of the race from
the attacks of mobs organized for lawless-
ness.
