New York, Aug. 24. The stock market
opened active, and in the main firm. The
London market for American stocks was
shown at pronounced advances, notably for
Northern and Union "Pacific, common, the
former advancing over one point above the
local closing prices. In the early dealings

.interest was most active in the Pacific
stocks and in the granger shares. The
St. Paul Company reported an increase of
over 16 per cent in its earnings for the
third week of August, and the stock con-

tinued very strong on general expecta-
tions that an extra dividend will be de-

clared in September. Other strong fea-

tures of the railway list were Louisville
and Nashville, Southern Railway, prcfer-.re- d,

and the Atchison shares.
The Industrial quarter wa3 active and

also in the main firm. A very Eharp break
in Tennessee Coal and Iron made that
stock an exception to the general market,
the selling appearing to reflect further dis-
appointment at the company's statement
for July. Stop loss orders accelerated the
decline in the Etocks. Brooklyn Rapid,
Transit was active, and was firmer than
for some time. There was very little
business in the other Traction issues.
There was practically no news of any im-

portance over night, and the market's firm
undertone vas clearly attributable to the
strength of the London market, and to the
general encouraging outalde situation. No
change was made today in the minimum
discount rate of the Bank of England.

The slock market this, morning was ac-

tive and fairly strong, but good commis-
sion buying was offset by realizing so that
prices advanced little during the nrst hour
except in one or two stocks. There was par-
ticularly strong support of the grangers
and the Pacific securities and these two
groups made gains. Tennessee Coal and
Iron declined several points in the early
trading. The Street is inclined to bullish-
ness, and advises buying stocks on all dips,
conditions, general and technical, nearly all
favoring higher prices. As thj end of the
week approaches there is again comment
on the probabilities in the money situation,
and a3 to the character of the bank state-
ment It is said that Chicago and other
cities have sent largs Quantities of gold to
New York this week and that the move-

ment is still in progress, which Is certainly
one favorable factor. The bugaboo of tha
probability of big gold shipments west for
the purpose of moving the crops seems to
Lava disappeared largely from the Street
talk. It is said that contrary to the usual
attitude of the banks they do not now fa-

vor dear rates for money on account of sev-

eral large financial transactions, which will
be facilitated by easy rates.

The grangers may perhaps be consider-
ed the feature of the market during the
mornins hours. They were active and ad-

vanced fractionally after two or three days
of inactivity. The statement of the St.
Paul for the third week of August shows
the usual large increase in gross earnings
and it had a. good effect on the group. The
earnings of the line for the week were
J7C1.130 which is an increase over the same
week last year of 5108,456. The largest
previous earnings during the same period
were those, of 1892. which were $122,000
below last week's figures. The increase
in gross earnings since July 1, has been
$1,201,343. The talk of increases in the
dividends of St. Paul and Rock Island were
heard again in the Street this morning.

Northern Pacific, common, and Union
Pacific, common, were both buoyant this
morning, and the preferred" stocks also
showed strength.

American Tobacco advanced 130 this
morning on good buying. The advance was
generally regarded a6 only significant as
showing the excellent control that the in-
siders have of the stock, but in some quar-
ters it was said that some of the most
powerful people in the Street are identified
with the boom of the stock, among them
the Standard Oil interests and the Sugar
people.

The rumor that the dividend will be cut
to 4 per cent by the Consolidated Gas Com-
pany on account or the lack of profit in
the business since the beginning of the
Eas war, is generally believed. In some
quarters it Is even stated that the dividend
Is likely to be passed entirely. The meet-
ing of the directors will take place to-
morrow.

There are bearish tips out in good quar-
ters regarding Western Union, and it seem3very probable that developments touching
this stock in the near future will not be
considered favorable.

There i3 talk of more satisfactory ad-
justment of the securities of the Leather
Trust. It is said that a meeting ias been
hold at which a plan for a better basis for
the stocks was discussed. Both the com-xno- n

and the preferred stocks axe strong.

Tennessee Coal Tind Iron had a quick de-
cline this morning to 54 and a fraction, or
nearly C points below the high price
reached. It is probable when this stock
exactly reached par, and then declined,
that tlie figure would be the top price for
the time being, and such has been the
case. Insiders, however, state Tery posi-
tively that it will sell at a much higher
price in the near future..

test Against Violations.

The Pontoftice Department Especlnlly
Co in pi nl ned of for the
I,uw 3Ir. Procter' Letter Xo Ile-lI- y

to a Rcijne-- t for
In AboliHlilntp Certain Prnctlce.

The appendix of the fifteenth annual, re-

port of the Civil Service Commission has
just been issued. The report comprises
over 700 pages of very interesting matter.

The Commission also makes publie the
fact that their protests against the wanton
disregard of the law have in many in-

stances been ignored by the head3 of the
departments. The one department that has
systematically violated the Civil Service
law, it is said, is that presided over by

Postmaster General Charles T2mory Smith.

The practice complained of by the Civil
Service Commission was brought to the
attention of the Postmaster General, but
the head of the Postoffice Department up
to the present moment has made no reply
to Mr. Procter's letter. Referring to this
subject, the report says: ,

Early in 169S appointments lej-a- n to be made
in postofflces on the eve of their classification,
as the result ot the establishment of free de-

livery therein, and the. persons so appointed, al-

most immcdiatelv after the clarification of such
KMtofflce.- -, transferred to other positions (usually

of higher grade) in other portions of the Gov-

ernment service, sometimes in other departments.
Such petrous were frequently not residents of the
States in which tha to which appoint-
ment was made was situated. Since this practice
subverted the intent of the civil service act, the
Commission brought the matter to the attention
of the l'ostoilicc Department, and reiue-te- d its

in abolishing Mich practice.
In a letter dated February 18, 169S, the Hrst

Assistant Postmaster General stated:
' I hava to ay that, in compliance with

your suggestion, it is tlie purpose of the depart-

ment in the future to confine appointment of
persons at postofflces where the cataulirtimc,nt of

free delhcry to contemplated to a period of not
less than Ux weeclM prior to the oUblUhmcnt,
and the appointments to he residents of the city
in which free dtlmry is to be made. Unless the
emergency is great and necessity extreme, it is
our determination to make no appointment at
these cilices earlier than sixty or ninety das, and,
unk-i- the has expert knowledge of
the postal service, and his rsopecial abilities arc
required in the establishment, to refuse all ap-

plications for the appointment of others lhan
residents of the city where the establishment is
to be effected."

Instances of the abuse continuing to come under
the notice of the Commission, the matter was on
XovemlxT 7, lfciKJ, and again on April 4, 1830,
brought to the attention of the Postmaster Gen-

eral in Utters, in which the Commission said:
The Commission is in receipt of the depart-

ment's request, dated March 2!), for the transfer
of John Jiahin, a clerk in the Webster City,
Iowa, postotlice, to the position of potoffice in-

spector. Mr. Mahin was appointed to the post-

otlice named on Jauuary 30, 1SU0, and the office

was clarified, as tlie result of the establishment
of the free delivery therein, on February
1, 1S99. Transfers of this character are fat be-

coming comicon, and since in this practice in-

heres the power to cripple and even nullify the
intent and purpose of the civil service act mak-
ing appointment and promotion in the public
service dependent folely upon fitness as ascer-

tained through competitive examinations supple-

mented by a probationary period of service it is
deemed proper to again, .brimjf this matter to jour
at lent ion.

As ftatcd in the Commission's upon
this aihject, djted February 9, each of these
cas.-"- involves an evasion of the spirit of the civil
service law- - and rules. In each cae the person luis

been tiaruferrcd to a position which he could not,
under the ndrii. have entered except as the re-

sult of examination. Where employes arc classi-
fied as the result of tlie extension of tlie opera-
tion of the civil service act and rules, it is as-

sumed that they have demonstrated their fitness
for the they occupy, and an examina-
tion would therefore be unnccosiry. It is mani-
fest, however, that this cannot be said of an ap-

pointee whose encumbent of an oflicc is of but
a few days' or weeks' duration.

Tlie positions now oceupicel by thce of the
persons mentioned in the accompan-in- list trans-
ferred to the position of potfllce inspector fhould,
it is believed, only be filled by the promotion
of thoe already in the service who are familiar
tvitti the duties required, or with similar duties.
This l.as been the view- - of jour department, and
it has acted upon this view. In the report of
the Postmaster Oencral for 1S30 rMr. Wanamaker
said: "The practice of the department shows that
the inspector force, foe example, is more eff-
icient as a whole if cligihlcs who have seen pub-
lic arc instead of thoe who have
simply been examined." Sine-- the department
made a practice of making no appointments from
the postoffice inspector rcgiiJcr of tin Commis-
sion, the entrance examination for this position
was discontinued, and it is now given only to
those persons whom the department designates.

In a letter dated OctoWr 29. 1837. concerning
the register of carrier cligibles for Xcwport Xews
ami Manchester. Va Postmaster General Garv
stated: "The policy of this department in making
appcintments to positions in local poitoffices is
to appoint citizens of tlie town in which the
posteffice is located. I therefore request that in
cerlifjing eligihles for appointment as carriers
at Newport Xews and Manchester and other cit-
ies, where the carrier service rxiVts. onlr thoc
who are bona fide roidents ot the titirn to which
the registers apply shall be certified. The Com-
mission will undoubtedly admit that the inter-
ests of tlie service will tc better subserved if
onlv-- these who are residents of the cities or
towns are appointed on the carrier force of their
respective localities."

The Commission points out the fact that
it is possible by this practice to completely
nullify the civil service law, as the trans-
fers are not confined to any one Depart-
ment, but vacancies occurring in any De-
partment can be fllled by the transfer of
persons who come into the service in themanner complained of.

The report also contains the record of
all the cases investigated in the matter
of removals from the classified service,
and what the Commission did to protect
clerks who were removed for no other
cause than that their places were wanted
for some one else.

MASON'S 330DY TJNCLATjiEED.

Xo Wonl Yet Received From Rela-
tives Concerning It Disposition.
No disposition has yet been made of the

body of Clayton C. Mason, who died at the
Emergency Hospital last midnight from an
alleged overdose of morphine to allay the
pain suffered from kidney trouble. The
body was taken charge ot by J. William
Lee, the undertaker, but Mr. Lee said at 2
o'clock this afternoon he had not been no-
tified when or where the funeral would
take place.

The deceased was a nephew of Senator
William E. Mason, of Illinois, and about
forty-tw- o years of ase. and at 237 Spennri
Street northwest, where he was living when
taiten 111, it. was saiu tnat Mason had a wife
and child, but had not lived with them for
several years, and they were supposed to
reside in Buffalo, N. Y.

Charles Chase, a friend of Mason, it is
said, is endeavoring to notify the dead
man's relatives, and And out what shall be
done with the body.

HELD TOIL THE GBAND JUBY.
McsnensTer Dnvls' Prelimi-

nary Police Court Hearing.
George Robert Davis, the messenger of

the Southern Express Company, charged
with embezzlement of $1,000 from the
company, and assault with intent to kill
upon Arthur Baumgarten, of .this city, was
arraigned in Police Court this morning for
a preliminary hearing. He was held for
the action of the grand jury under bond
of $4,000, the amount fixed In each charge-bein-

$2,000. The charge of embezzlement
was first brought- - up. Numerous express
company employes testified..

Detective Parbam, ot Detective Head-
quarters, testified to haying searched the
defendant's trunk, in which was found an
envelope addressed to H. B. Smith, the
name which he gave to Arthur Baumgar-
ten when "he is alleged to nave ordered the
false seal. On the back of the envelope
was a diagram of a sea similar to the one
said to have been ordered by the defend-
ant. Assistant Superintendent Hockaday,
of the Washington office, related the cir-
cumstances of the shooting. He also told
of having visited Davis, at the jail since
his arrest, where he alleges that the de-
fendant, upon being urged to return the
money, stated that- - h& had but $700 of it
left.
