nia, from which he had heen a great suf-
fcrer for several years. He had writien a
preseription which was filled at a Smyrna
drug store, and it is supposad the first
dose not bringing sleep he had taken a sec-
ond nnd larger one. He was found dead
in his room when Mr. Thompson went to
eall him. His wife was telegraphod for
and left for Smyrna to bring the body to
Washingion,

Dir. Pomeroy was sixty-three years old
at the time of his death, and one of the
best known dentists In Washington. He
was born near Cleveland, Ohlo, and served
with distinction In the Union army duribhg
the civil war. removing to Washington
shortly after hostilities cessed, and prac-
tired his profeysion here up to the time of
bis death.
