ADHIRAL PICKING DEAD

The Commaundant of the Bosten
Navy Yard Expires Suddenly.

Graduated From Annapolis in 1561
and Afterward Served on the Pe-
irel and the Monltor—He Was In
the Engagement With the Merri-

mac—iind Been Stationed Here,

Rear Admiral Henry P. Plcking, Com-
mandaot of the Bosion navy yard, died sud.
denly at the yard at that city,
this moming. In a despatch o
the Navy Lepartment, reporting
Admiral Picking's death, Captain Johnson,
the ¢aptain of the Boston yard, does not
give any particulars of the cecurrence.

Rear Admiral Heory F. Picking was barn
in Pennsylvanis in January, 16840, He was
appoluted to the Naval Academy im 1851,
graduatiog in 1561. He was made an act-
ing master immediately after graduation
and attached to the frigute St. Lawrence.
He served on the North Atlantic blockdad-
ing squadron until 1852 when be was com-
missioned o lieutepant.

Rear Admiral Picking was in the en-
gagement that resulted in the sinking of
the privateer Petrel and afterward served
on the Monitor and was In the engagement
with the Confedernte ram Merrimac,
which occurred In Hampton Roads o
1862, He served with distinction through-
out the war. For severnl years after the
close of the war he was statloned at the
Naval Academy.

He then served on several vessels and
was commissioped captaln in 1889, and ns-
signed to the Hydrographic Office in this
city, from which he was detached in 1530,
He was promoted to commodore in 1898 and
was commissioned m rear admiral in March,
1504, and assigned (0 command the Boston
navy yard,

By the death of Rear Admiral Pleklog
Capt. Alexander H. McCormick, of the
Washington navy yard, will be promoted
to the grade of a rear admiral.

load the contributions of Marylanders and
Washingtonlans for the sufferers from the
hurricane which devastated the Island of
Porto Rico, salled at noon yesterday from
Chase's Wharf, foot of Caroline Street,

whete she loadad the cargo.

The departure was sigoalized by the
presence of Mayor Malster, Stephen R, Ma-
son, W. F. Wheatler, Chorles W. Eng-
lund, Major N. H. Hutton, Thornton, Hol-
lins, George M. Lamb, Alexander Helper,
end others of the relief commiitee, who
went down the river on the Wright and
were entertained aboard by Captain Prout,
the salllpg master, and Capt. Lawrence A
Baker, the gquartermaster representing the
War Department. The visitors went along
as far as Seven-Foot Kuooll, where they
were transferred to the tug Neptune.

While on board the mayor made an ad-
dress, In which he wished the wvessel, In
the name of Baltimore, a pleasant trip and
Godspeed. Captain Prout responded and
stated thuat he was exceedingly gratified ac
receiving such a large amount of provis-
{fons, as when he left New York he was
told that he would not have more than
twenty tons to take on board. The boat
fs londed almost to her full capacity, the
last article to be received being 100 bar-
rels of erackers yestarday morning through
a purchase made by the Porto Rican com-
mittee.

The Wright left port with all her bunting
fiying, and all the steam vessels in the
harbor saluted ber with blasts from their
whistlea. It is estimated that the cargo
of the Wright ts worth $10,000, and there
is sald to be i balance of $900 left, which
the committes will turn over to the general
Porto Rican fund belng ralsed by 4 central
committee in New York.

The orders of the Wright from the War
Department are that she discharge her car-
go Immediately after arriving st San Juan
and at once proceed to Santlago, where
she Is to report to Gen. Leonard Wood,
military governor of that province. The
cargo is to be turned over to the Quarter-
master's Department of the United States
Army at San Juan.

A Frenchman's Pluns Accepted.

SAN FRANCIBCO, Sept. 8.—The board of
regents of the University of Californin has
accepted the plans of M. Bernard, of Paris,
for pew bulldings for the university to be
constructed at the expense of Mrs. Phoebe
Hearst, widow of former United States
Senator George Hearst, of California. It s
estimated that the mew buildings will cost
between §7.000,000 and 35,000,000, Many
plans were submitted which were finally
sorted out by a commiesioner until eleven
sets remained. The authora of these ar-
rived here from Europe a few days ago and
have since been in consultation with the
board of regents. The decision in favor of
