The idea of conducting a campaign ten
thousand miles away with nobody in ch.et
command in the theatre of war. but with

, two segregated forces each to be directed
independently by a civilian cabinet officer
In Washington, is a revelation in military

' science which ought to be patented and its
use forever prohibited by a permanent
injunction, issued by a court of alienists.

Otis, forsooth, is to be retained in nomi-
nal command. When we say Otis we include
Denby, because thay are one, and the latter
is by far the biggsr half. But Otis is to ba
deprived of authority over idacArthur in ths
north and Lawton in the west. They are to
divide the army and the honors, if any
should be picked up. They are to look to
Secretary Root for orders, while tha govern-

or general and his lord high chancallor con-

duct the contracting, commercial, and fiscal
affairs of the "combination" in Manila.

The gams is as plain as day. and we are
sorry it is being played.

of the old Boer leader and his advisers.
He and they are presumably aware tha
the proposition is an utterly impossible
one. But Krugcr still insists uroj arb.tra
tion. He wants a tribunal o consist of
two of his people, two nominated by tb.3

This scheme would be well enough if the
South African Republic were a completely
independent state, with international privi-
leges, responsibilities, and voice, but it is
not. Except for internal purposes it is a
subject state, whose relations with foreign
governments can only be conducted legally
through the foreign office in London. For
the British Government to consent to inter-
national arbitration in the case of the
Transvaal, would be absolutely to surrender
Its suzerain power and recognize the little
republic as a completely independent coun-
try and a full member of the family of na-

tions.
Of course such an abandonment of power

and Influence in South Africa is utterly
out of the question. Yet the hope that
England will be driven to it by the fear
of widespread native rebellion, to be addei
to the prowess of Boers and Afrikanders,
or, beyond that, by the objections.of Queen
"Victoria to war. appears to grow with
every day of delay in bringing the crisL-t-o

a climax.
Whether the hope is real, or assumed t- -

coverjothen. expectations, it. would bs bar!
to say. It is evident, however, that it is
notallowed to paralyze the arm of the
Boer authorities in getting ready for

The arming of the burghers, the
concentration of ttioo;s and artillery, with-

in strike' oY strategic positions on the
frontier, goes on incessantly, and the, mili-Uir- y

sltusgjgn. is acute enough to justify
fear of a spontaneous outbreak, whether
the dlrectiug powers desirs it or not.

Itsshould be observed that the almost
amazing patience of the British Government
goes hand in hand with energetic prepara-tloqgCff- er

eventualities ct the most serious
character. Gn. Sir Rcdvers Buller is going
to South Africa in chief command. He Is not
an officer of the peaceful, negotiating kind
like our own. and we hope only, Otis!
"V;here be goes it may be safely considered
that there Js a lively prospect of active op-

erations. Part of the Indian contingent is
already on its way to Natal. The home
regiments drafted for foreign service are
en the point of Jeavlng. Artillery 13 being
hurriedto the Cape and to Pietermarltz-bu'r- g.

la two or three weeks there will be
a T3rltrsbarmy at the scene of danger, of
.sufficient size to enforce the demands of
England, or invade the Transvaal.

The Dutchmen of the Veldt undoubtedly
believe that their suzerain, through fear,
hesitates to attack them, and they grow
vainglorious and truculent as the days
roll by without tbe sound of a cannon.
But, when the Lion gets ready to spring,-the- y

are likely to detect their mistake.
Then it will be a short shift for Kruger
and the Boers. They will accept the maxi
mum of Sir Alfred Milncr's terms, or
they will have to fight,, with the moral
certainty that fighting will mean tbe sub
jugation of their state, and its reconstruc
tion as an integral part of the British
colonial empire.

Public Opinion.
Unless come enterprising individual, full

of devotion "to the army and, also, of
absinthe, should first bore a hole through
some vital organ of President Loubet we
feel reasonably certain that he will not lose
tnucrr- - time 'In 'pardoning" Captain Drey
fus for a crime he never committed, and
thus endeavor to end an incident which, it is
'plain, still conlains the seeds of much
trouble for France. The prisoner Is to be
spared the pain of a second public degrada-

tion as, beyond question, the government
will act upon the recommendation of the
conrt-marti- al in that regard.

The prospects, then, arc that Dreyfus
will shortly be restored to his family. As
tohis"rank"in' the army, that is lost to
him. If it were not he could not resume it
without living in an endless hell of ostra-

cism, insult, and humiliation. Neither he
nor his friends need lament the fact that
his connection with a body as foul and
rotten as tha French military establishment
Is at an end. As to his vindication, that
has been achieved already by the vote of

the whpla civilized world against a minority
of five perjured and contemptible little tools
of the liars, forgers, and traitors, Rog;t
Gons. Mcrcier, and their confederates. The
only-furth- er interest necessary to take in
the victim of French injustice, is to sup-

port his cause until he is free and safely
out (if the perfidious country he has served
honorably and which has served him brutal-
ly and fiendishly.

This view of the situation is beginning to
dawntipon the government and all classes
In Paris. The spontaneous world-wid- o

movement to boycott the Exposition of
1900 is casting a pall of alarm over the
French capital. Foreign states may not
desert the project officially, but the busi-
ness classes of all civilized countries and
the millions who purposed visiting the fair
are quite another consideration. Even of-

ficial representation will be without much
eclat, as, far as America, England, and Ger-
many are concerned, for public opinion.
Unless it changes radically in the mean-
time, will resent governmental participa-
tion. It may even be doubted if Germany
and Italy will be in evidence at all. France
has mortally affronted both nations,
through the miscreant Jouaust. and it
would take a great deal In the way cf
amende to wipe out the effects of that of-

fence.
The sentiment of the American people to-

day is largely and vindictively in favor of
the boycott. It is impossible that an out-
rage upon humanity as diabolical as that
committed by the Dreyfus courl-oiarli- al

should not be resented by frremen. Then;
are signs that an organized movement
against the exposition, of continental pro
portions, will be in active progress w.ith- -.

The Iiier-sol- l .Monument AxNovintion.
It has been suggested, naturally, since

the death of Robert G. Ingersoll, that his
memory ought to be perpetuated by a

to this end the Ingersoll Monu-
ment Association nas been formed at Pe-

oria, 111. The plan of this association is
to erect a monument at Peoria, and it re-
quests that contributions be sent by ad-

mirers of Colonel Ingersoll in all parts of
the country. The scheme is likely to In-

terest Washington people, since this city
was for a considerable time the home of
the great agnostic

It may be asked, however, why Peoria
should be selected for the site of this mon-
ument. Illinois did not do much for In-

gersoll. His fame was won in various oth-
er parts of the country. It Is true that
Peoria was his early home, but that Is all.

There is another objection to the monu-
ment idea, though In so far as it com-
memorates a brave, honest, and brilliant
American It is certainly good. A stone
shaft, or even a statue, is, after all, an
empty sort of tribute. Would it not be
more in accordance with the ideas which
Colonel Ingersoll advocated during his life
if. instead' of a monument, a building
should be erected and devoted to the use of
some of the needy people whom, in his life-
time, he delighted to assist? There Is not
much doubt that, could he direct the dis-

posal of a monument fund, he would not
spend It in a stonecutter's yard. He would
be more likely to 0 to an architect and
order him to build a free library, or art
gallery; or concert iall. or clubhouse. If
there was one thing which he thoroughly
believed and preached with all .his might
and .main, it was that human time, energy,
and wealth should be-- so expended a to
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secure the greatest good of the greatest
number. He wished to reach the hearts, of
the people, to stimulate their thoughts,
Jf, therefore, a building could be erected,
bearing his name, and. given In some way
to the use of the public which heard his
lectures on of man, It
might be at once the mo3t appropriate me-

morial and the" jmost successful refutation
of the slanders which have now and then
found their wayijuinto print. It would
prove that whatever was good and inspir-
ing in his life n'd 'bbrne fruit, even after
his death, not only In the private lives
but In the public acts of those who ad-

mired him. Why not an "Ingersoll Club-
house?"

.BESOTTED BY LIFE-SAVEE- S.

Three Yachtsmen Taken From .Their
lioonicil Boat.

QUOGUE,L. I., Sept. 12. In a tremend-
ous sea off this place yesterday morning
three yachtsmen were rescued from a sloop
by Capt. Charles H. Herman and a crew
from the Quogue station.

The yacht was the Arrow. She was sight-

ed 0 o'clock in the morning anchored
some dlstanco off shore. She was pitching
andHcaVingln the heavy sea, while every
now ant then big billows swept oyer her
from stem to stern. She threatened every
miriute' to part her cables" and go ashore.

Running a lifeboat through the terrific
surf't'he crew put out for the
distressed yacht. For more than an hour
they battled to reach the Arrow, but de-

spite their labors' the sea carried them to
the westward until at length they landed
a mile up the shore.

Here a short rest was taken. Then the
lifeboat was again run down opposite the
yacht and once more launched. Thl3 time
the rs got beyond the line of
breakers, and In less than half an hour
were alongside the heaving' yacht. -- The
three men were taken off and brought to
land.

Hardly had they left the yacht when she
came tumbling ashore, and in a few min-
utes was knocked into kindling wood.

The rescued men were Walter C. Coffin,
William A. Murray, and Charles William-
son, all of Nov Rochclle. Mr- - Coffin is a
builder in New Rochelle. and Mr. Murray
and Mr. Williamson are both well known
there. All three are expert yachtsmen.
The yacht was thirty feet long and worth
about $1,500.

Mr. Coffin had bought her at Long
Beach, and. with Mr. Williamson and Mr.
Murray, had gone there on Saturday to
sail her to New Ttochellc by way of Mon-tau- k

Point. Mr. Coffin says he had
a revised chart of the Long Island

coast for the current year from a reliable
place in New York city, but It Is to the In-

accuracies of this chart that he attributes
the loss of his hoat and the peril in which
Ills friends and he were placed.

He say3 they left Long Beach on Sat-
urday morning at 11 o'clock, and, getting
outside the Rockaway Inlet, fell Into a
calm. They remained In the vicinity of
the" 'heir buoy until midnight. Then a head
wind sprang up and they beat up along
Fire Island with the intention of making a
harbor off Shinnecock. which was shown
on the chart and described as a safe an-

chorage. They arrived off Shinnecock In
the teeth of a southeast gale, but found no
inlet orliafb'dr, as designated on the chart,
and finally were compelled to anchor. It
was necessary to put out both anchors to
keep from going ashore. Mr. Coffin says
that If the had been five min-
