THE FOREIGN MAIL SERVICE.

wenty-elght Vessels Under Contract
With This Government.

As recently stated, the division of lor-
eign mails has compiled & statement show-
g the number of trips made during the
past fxcal year by trans-Atlaptic  mail
steamships.  Twenty-elght vesseln  have
mail contracts—four of the American Line,
five of the North German Lioyd Line. six
of 1he Cupard Line two of the Hamburg-
American Line, five of the White Star Line,
and six of the General Truns-Atlantic Line
All except the vessels of the lust-named
company carry matls to London. The Gen-
eral Trange-Atlantic enjoys a monopoly ol
mail subsidles for dellvering American
mails to Paris.

The whole number of trips made across
the Atlantic with American mail was 261,
of which 51 were to Paris, via Havre. The
Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse, carried the
malls 10 times, the Campauia, Lucania,
Birurin, and Umbrin 12 times each, the St
Louls 12 times, the Parls 7 times, the Su
Paul ¥ times, the New York 5 times, the
\White Star Mnjestic 13 flmes, und the
Britannic 12 times. Each of the six ves-
s¢13 of the French line made approximuiely
4 trips; Thus, on iwo days out of three,
vessels sailed from New York Harbor with
mauil fér England or France, 85 generous
& service a= our Intercourse with Europe
demands.

Record has been kept both of the quick-
ext trip made and the average (ime requir-
ed by each boat. Next tn the wonderful

achicvement of the Habser Wilhelm der
Grosse—é davs, 8 hours, and 45 minutes in
delfivering mall in London—is the record
of the Campania and the Lucanip—8 days,
16 Bours, and 18 mioutes. The third place
is held jointly by the St, Louis, of the
American Line, and the Kaiser Frederich,
of the North German Lloyd—6 davs, 23
hours, and 30 minutes. Ten days and four
hours j& the unenviable showing of the
White Star sicamer Cymbric. The Kaiser
Wilhelm's nverage time 18 8 daye, 17 hours,
and 24 minutes. The American ships av-
erage about 7 days. 17 hours, and 54 min-
utes, The Cunarders have an avernge of
about T days, ¥ hours, and 20 minutes.

Although the distance to Havre is ap-
proximately the same as that to South-
ampton, the French gleamers require morg
time to iuake the trips than the vessels
piving to England, The best yecord, for
example, is that of La Gascogne—S§ dnys, &
bhours, and 82 minutes, whille the average
time is nearly § days. It s noteworthy,

Purchased by Syndicates.

COLUMBIA, 8. C-, Sept. 13—""Within
one year there will be no yellow' pine
lands for sale In South Carolina,” sajd'a
prominent mill man todey. “Syndicates
of Northern capitalisis are gefting con-
trol of millions of neres af the best tim-
ber in the State."”

An Investigation shows that within four
months deeds to the timber in half the
countles ing pine [ have been
recorded at the courthouses.  Agents. {or
several companies have gone through the
counties making contracts for timber, and
lnwyers huave been busy examining titles.

One concern alone has, within the Tasu
monih, obtalned possession of 160,000 000
feet of timber. [t has been purchased at
prices runging from 50 centy to §1-an acre,
and the contracts give the purchaser great
latitude. He may begin cutting when he
plesses, and has from (en to twenly vears
to remove the timber, At the end of that
period he may hold the jand for timber to
grow by paying 8 per cent of the original
purchase price per anoum. Whike the pur-
chaser of the timber is holding the land
no part c¢an be cleared for cultivation,
and the owner binds bhimself Lo pay the
taxes,

It is believed that a greal many land-
owners have disposed of the control of
their lands through Ignomncé and that
when they realize the =situation there will
be wholesale litigation. Moat of them
Fhave been paid for the timber, and there
i already some grumbling.
