EAILKOADS TN ATBICA.

A Jlonosrraiili on tlic SnJijcct Issued
liy the Treasury Department.

Railroads in Africa are discussed at con-

siderable length in a monograph entitled
"Commercial Africa in 1899," just prepared
by the Treasury Bureau of Statistics. Thi3
monograph shows that the railways now in
operation or under actual construction are
nearly 10,000 miles in extent; that, about
two-fift- of the distance from ''Cape to
Cairo" has already been spanned by rail-
way lines that are being extended toward
the equator, where they are expected to
meet early in the twentieth century.

Already railroads run northwardly, from
Cape Colony about 1,400 miles and south-

ward from Cairo abou 1,100 miles, thus
making 2,500 milss of the "Cape to Cairo"
railroad complete, the intermediate

being about 3,000 miles. Mr. Rhodes
Is reported as confidenU'that the through
lino will be completedlfby the year 1910.

this line, present and prospective,
which Is to stretch through the eastern
part of the continent lateral lines from
either coast are beginning to make their
"way.

A line has already bsen constructed from
Natal on the southeast coast, another from
Lorenzo Marques in Portuguese territory,
and the gold and diamond fields,
from Boira, also in Portuguese territory,
but considerably farther north, and des-

tined to extend to Salisbury in Rhodesia,
where it will form a junction with the
"Cape to "Cairo" road. Still another is
projected from Zanzibar to Lake Victoria
Nyauza to connect, probably, at Tabera
with the Transcontinental line; another
line is under actual construction westward
from Panganl, just north of Zanzibar, both
of these bsing contsructed northwestward-
ly from Mombasa, in British territory,
toward Lake Victoria Nyanza, and is com-
pleted more than half the distance, while
at the entrance Red Sea a road is
projected tvestwardlyjnto Vbssinla, and
Is expected to pass farthei north toward
the west and connect? with ptitfJ- - main-- line.
