International Yacht Races to Begin
Tomorrow 3Iorniii2.

Jflie Winner of Tliree Out of Five to
Me Awarded, tlie Coveted Cup iH

of the ContVkt Arrnnffe-uieut- M

fr Preventing Inferfercuce
Willi the L'uiKn DurhiK the Slatcb.

At 11 o'clock tomorrow morning the In-

ternational yacht races for the America's
Cup, will begin at Sandy Hook Lightship
outside of Xew York harbor, between the
two white-wing- flyers, the Columbia, de-

fending the trophy, for this country, and
the Shamrock, Sir Thomas Upton's chal-
lenger, from Great Britain.

Universal interest attaches to this great
event, which is to decide the respective
merits of American and British yacht-buildin- g,

and American and British ability
in speeding craft over a
given course.

The winning yacht must take three races
out of Jive, but one race to be sailed each
day and a day to intervene between each
contest. If nothing occurs to cause post
ponement, the first three races will be
sailed tomorrow, Thursday, and Saturday.
Other races may possibly be sailed on Oc-

tober 10 and 12 to determine which yacht
is entitled to the superb silver trophy and
what is more dear to the yachtsman's
heart, the International championship.

As these races are a test of strength as
well as of sailing qualities of the boats,
there has been a personal agreement

Sir Thomas Lipton and C. Oliver
Jselin that each yacht shall stand by the
consequences of any accident happening
to her, and that the uninjured vessel rhall
bail out the race. This arrangement has
been deemed advisable, to preserve cither
party from embarrassment in a case where
it is to "be decided "whether one vessel
should retire from a racs after her corn-pelit- oi

has become damaged through

As a rvult of the conferences about po-
licing the eours'-- s to be sailed Capt, Rob-le- y

IX Evans, of the Navy, has been ap-

pointed to assume general direction of the
anangements, and he is fully empowered
to edude any vessel from the line. He
will be assisted by Lieutenant Commander
I remonl, supervisor of the harbor. The
boats employed for this police duty will
be by as many torpedo boats
as can be made ready.

The United States statute under which
Crptain Evans will act was passed by Con-

gress and approved May 19, 1S9G, to meet
the complaints set in motion by Lord Dun-rave- n.

In case either contestant shall complain
to the committee on challenge that his
vessel has been interfered with by excursion
steamers or any other vessels while the
race was in pi ogress, the committee will
take the complaint into consideration, and,
if it finds it well founded, will seek a cou-
rt, rsnee with the committee representing the
Royal Ultter Yacht Club, which is the club
that forwarded Sir Thomas Lipton's chal-
lenge, with a view to arrange for the sail-
ing or subsequent races without public no-
tice.

jng ine course clear. Captain Erans has
received instruction from Washington to
confer with the committee of the New
York Yacht Club and settle the courses
to be sailed. The fact of the matter is
lhtii the courses cannot be prearranged,
and the task laid out for those who are
to keep the course clear is much more dif-
ficult than most people think. The rea-
son for this Is that no one can know tilljust before ihe race how the boats will be
Ftart'd off. They may go northeast or
scuihwoet, or in any ether direction, ac-
cording to the direction of the wind at
the time. The first leg of a triangular
course must be laid out dead to windward,
as the wind at the time happens to be, so
as to secure some beating in the race. The
windward and leetvaid races must also be
started either dead to windward or directly
to leeward If not started in this way
thesv races arc spoiled. Consequently, un-

The following modifications were agreed

The change is in the addition or the warn-

Second The provision that if a race isnot started by 1:30 p. m. tho regatta com-jnitt-

shall have the right to declare therace postponed for the day, and that no
race shall be started after 3 p. m. was

Third The provision for tho presence on
board during the races of a representative
named by a competitor was changed bytiding that a representative of the com-
peting yachts should be present during all
meaburements.

THE COLUMBIA THE FAVORITE.
Huh the Odd In the Hctting- on To-

morrow' ltuce,
XEW TOKK. Oct. 2. Will it be Lipton's

luck or Lielln's pluck? Is the question
yachtsmen arc pondering over today in spec-
ulating on the outcome of the big yacht
race. The result is more problematical this
year than ever before. The two yachts are
conceded to bo far and away the ewlftest
that have ever competed for the Cup. They
are the staachest products of the highest
kill of the crack designers of the two coun-

tries, Fife in England and Hereschoff in
im erica.

Few formal bets were made last evening,

the odds being at 100 to SO an 90 in favor
of the Cup defender. A visitor from De-

troit, stopping at the Cadillac after seeing
the Columbia and Shamrock yesterday an-

nounced his willingness to bet $1,000 lo ?S00
on the Columbia. At the Imperial hotel
last evening one bet of T200, to $180 and
scccral at $100 to ?S0 were made, the de-

fender being the favorite. At the Grand and
Fifth Avenue hotels a few bets were made
at the average odds.

I.OCAL ATHLETES CHAGEINED.

Deprived of the Relay Trophy on nn
Alleged Foul,

As stated in The Times yesterday, the
Y. M. C. A. athletic team, of this city,
won nearly all the honors at the A. A. U.
championships held at Baltimore Satur-
day afternoon. The sprinters and runners
won nearly every event in handy fashion,
and their work wis the feature of the day.

The relay team won its race in easy
manner, and notwithstanding that the last
man increased the lead over the Maryland
Athletic Club to twenty yards, the race
was given to the M. A. C. on what seemed
an unfair and unsportsmanlike decision,
because of a slight but purely technical"
foul on the part of Morgan, one of the
fairest runners who ever competed in a
race. As that foul in no way af-

fected the result of the race, the Washlng-tonia-

feel chagrined at being deprived of
honors well won.

The unfairness of the decision, and the
manner in which" "th'e race 'was won, is
best described by C, A.'IJoiton, assistant
physical instructor of the YVM. C. A., who
witnessed the evenU,,5tnd who when seen
by a Times man 6ldj.

"Morgan, who. had. all the way
from Yale, for this Epecial race, bad al-

ready run two ra.ces, " and the man her
was running agalhst In the relay was
fresh, not having done any other work
during the afternoon. His man got away
first, and led for about seventy-fiv- e yards,
when Morgan overtook him, and passed
him on the outside, and Jn his anxiety to
get the pole, cut in before be had gained
the prescribed six feet. He in no way In-

terfered with his roan, but realizing that
be had committed a foul, allowed him to
pass him, and regain the pole. He then
passed his man again, and beat him by
ten yards, showing conclusively that he
was the faster runner, and that it was not
necessary to foul him to beat him. Mor-
gan is one of the fairest men on the
track today, and,jpuld not intentionally
foul an opponent. , .

"I consider it a very small piece of busi-
ness on the part ot the Maryland Athletic
Club and a sorry lack ot sportsmanship to
claim the race under the conditions, as the
foul, as I said before, In no way interfered
with the result. We beat them out and
every man on our team proved himself
faster than the M. A. C, as at no time were
they closer than five yards to our men,
Beatty finally increasing the lead to twen-
ty yards at the finish. They are welcome
to the trophies if they can find any glory in
them won in such a way,

"Morgan, of course, feels very badly
about the occurrence, as he had set his
heart upon winning this event,"

Mr. J. W. Beatty, the fast quarter mile
runner, and member of the Y. M. C. A. re-

lay team, left yesterday for California to
engage in business there. Mr. Beatty will
no doubt prove his ability amongst the
sprinters, on the Pacific Coast.

All Official Report of Its Mines and
Agriculture.

Flutvem Bloom incr in the Region of
DnvtMon City The Demand for
TlinwiiiK 3Ittchtne Advantage of
the Region Involved In the DIb-pu- te

Over the Canadian Bouudnry.

United States Consul McCook, of Daw-

son City, has sent to the State Depart-
ment what is regarded as a peculiarly in-

teresting report on the mining and agri-

cultural interests of the Yukon territory.
Much of the report deals with that section
of Alaska which is embraced in the Cana-

dian boundary dispute. Consul McCook's
report follows:

"The mining outlook for this country is
Improving, owing to the use of machinery
and the appearance upon the field of the
capitalist. Thawing machines coming in
are speedily bought. I am surprised that
no American machinists have come here
with material to make these machines, as
it would have been a paying venture. In
all mining camp3 in Alaska, as well as in
the Yukon territory, these machines will
have to be put in operation, as this is the
most economical way to work the ground.
Claims that would not pay by the ordinary
method of pick and shovel, in consequence
of the high rate of wages and living, will
yield profits by "this method. Dirt which
was formerly considered not worth saving
and shoveling into the sluice boxes, will
yield large returns when handled in this
manner."

The steamer Lotta Talbot, with refrig-
erating machinery, that left Seattle in
June and supplied fresh meat at St. Mich-
aels and various ports along the Yukon,
has arrived here with about ninety tons
of dressed meats, butter, eggs, lard, etc.
The company's intention is to establish re-

frigerating plants at the different large
posts along the Yukon, and to supply St.
Michaels and Cape Nome next year, while
navigation remains open. Stock raising
along the Yukon should be very profitable.
The building of sheds for winter shelter
would be the greatest expense. To raise
provender is an easy matter. The mnrkets
in Dawson are daily supplied with rad-
ishes, lettuce, cabbage, turnips, carrots,
pease, beans, etc., grown within two miles
of the city. Flowers of nearly all varieties
are cultivated on a farm a mile or two
from the city; there may be seen more
than an ncre of beautiful flowers; bloom-
ing as if they were in a southern region.
May, June, July, and August are practi-
cally free from frost.

"Bricks are made about six miles up the
Yukon, and sell at $S0 to $125 a thousand,
according to quality. There is a marble
quarry close to Dawson, from which trim-
mings for doors and windows can be ob-

tained. Porphyry is also found.
"By the 1st of October, it Is expected

that the telegraph line to Dawson from
Skagway will be completed, so that any-
thing of importance can be communicated
from the States or Canada in about three
days. I understand the railroad is being
pushed farther than Bennett, and should
be to White Horse by next year. The
lower river is fast losing ground in the
carrying line. Very few passengers go out
that way since the stampede to Cape Nome
ceased'. The upper river boats have all the
freight they can handle.

"There is quite a stir in mining circles
about the good showing In the Forty Mile
district in Alaska. The Alaska Commer-
cial Company is to build a store at the
boundary, where miners can be supplied.
I understand that arrangements have also
been made with the customs officials,
whereby goods can be shipped thiough in
bond to Eagle City or Forty Mile. Jack
Wade Creek will be worked this winter, in
addition to many others. The ground there
has only been scratched. Good mining
property can be obtained at very low
rates. Gold has recently been found back
of Xulato, near the Koyukuk River, where
it empties into the Yukon. This only add3
lo the evidences that Alaska will be a
great country in the near
future. In a few years, when modern con-

veniences are brought in, one can live a3
comfortably here in many ot the North-
ern States."

A SNAKE WITH TWO HEADS.

ItM IIviuIh mid TatU Belong: to Dif-
ferent Varieties.

George Sloan, a fanner living on the

knobs In Monroe Township, "brought to the
city last evening a snake, four feet In
length, that Is a curious freak of nature.

The two heads
had gone after the same chicken, and each
mouth was clamped on either end of the
chick, and neither would let go. A battle
royal was on for possession, and Mr. Sloan
called his family to witness the affray. Up
to this time he had given no thought of
capture, but on a son's suggestion be pro-
cured a two tined hayfork and pinning
the writhing blacksnake-cowsnak- e com-
bination to the earth.
