Secretary Root has returned from the
West, where he went with the President,
and will immediately begin work on his
annual report, which will be of great im-
portunce.

Resides recounting the doings of the mil-
ftary arm In the Philippines, Cuba, and
Porto Rico, he will probably make rocom-
mendations regarding the future govern-
ment of these Islands. It is well kpown
that he wishes to inaugurate a civil gov-
ernment in Porto Rico at the earliest pos-
sible moment, and that he favors the
speedy withdrawal of many of the soldiers
from Cuba.

PRISON GIRLS !‘IABT A RIO“.'I.'

of Hefuge Inmates !l.uh n
Wild Dnsh for Likerty.

HUDSON, N. Y., Oct. 10.—Sloee Prof.
Mills, of Vassar College, I(nformed the
300 inmates of the State House of Refuge
for Women here that they were to be
treated llke 300 Vassar girls the Inmates
have been taking liberties that have made
the life of Superintendent Moy and her
assistants almozt unbearable.

Realizing that they would not be pun-
ished for offences, the girls, under vari-
ous bold leaders, have carried on in all
sorts of ways (n the coftages and the pris-
on. The elimax eame Sunday, when Kate
McCormick, a leader in the prison, made
with her followers a bold break for 1ib-
erty.

The giria In the cottages had heen to the
afternoon service In the chapel. There was
a notahie absence of about twenty-flve in
the prison who had not attended the ser-
wice. After the serviee the girls, under
Kuate MeCormick's leadership, began their
outbreak, probably 100 taking part. They
tore down gas plpes, water plpes, waste
pipes, and electric lght fixtures.

Knte McCormick attached the bose to o
hydrant, and on the appenrance of the ma-
trons turned a stream of water upon them,
as the matrons used to serve disorderly
lnmates. The girls broke all of the win-
dows in the prison and demolished the
furniture in the dining-rocm.

In the midst of the turbulence and dis-
order Miss May, the superintendent, ap-
peared, and, on demanding order, she was
told by the leader that the State Charities
Commission had abolished corporal pun-
lshment.

Misz May called on police headquarters
for aid. Chief Lane, Sergeant Cruise, and
two policemen responded and had all they
could do to get the glirls in order, It being
necessary for Sergeant Cruise to draw his
revolver to defend himself and the ma-
trons from the onsianught of the girls, who
were armed with chair rungs.

SAILORS RESCUED AT SEA.

The Crew of a Water.Logged Brig
Saved by a Liner.
PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 10.—Eight pota-
tees and helf a gallon of fresh water
wera the extent of the provisions left for
the crew of the water-logged brig, Ida
Maud, of Liverpool, Nova Scotia, when she
wis sighted in an almest sinking condi-
tion, on Saturday night last, by the Ameri-
Liner Rhynland, neéarly 300 miles out at
sen. The brig was at the mercy of a heavy
sea and was rapldly going to pieces. She
had been in that condition for twenty-four

hours.

The story of the réscue is best told In
the werds of Chief Officar E. Petarson,
who with a crew of five, including H. Lor-

nzin, A. Anderson, J. Jerson, R. Ket-
terson, and M. O'Keef took a rowboat to
the wrecked vessel, and with no little dan-

weued the helpless men.

gald. “Nothing of moment hap-
pened t;ll we struck a gale from the south-
eust op October 6. The sea was running
very high, The pext afternoon we sighted
a vessel In distress, lying her ensign in-
verted, 270 miles from Sandy Hook. We
bore down upon her, but the sea was too
rough for us to get near. The seas were
constantly breaking over the deck of the
sel, and her bulwarks were washed
away. Heér hatches were stove in, the eab-
m and frecastle were gutted out nnd the
cirge was washing out. The crew were
on top of the house or clinging to the rig-
ging. Scéelng her co tiom we lowered a
boat after putilng the Rhynland in a po-
sition ta relleve the heavy rolling. The
boat got away with difticulty, in constant
danger of being smashed by foating wreck-
age,

It was |mpossible far us to get along-
agide the drifting brig, so we threw them
a rope, by m_trmn;; which to the boom,
all of he crew excépting the captain man-
aged to reach our boat. The captain was
an clderly man, unable to descend the ropo
as the others, so he made a rope fast to
his body. and jumping into the sea was
hauled into our boat, All were =afely land-
ed on the Rhynland after an hour's work,
amid the cheers of the passengers.

“The abandoned vessel was in a most
precarfous condition, and was only kept
afloat by her cargo. We abandoned her,
but it is not likely she will font long.'™

The rescued crew consisted of Capt
Charles Stunrt, owner of the vessel; his
sons, Danlel Stuart, mate, and Duncan
Stuart, Alexonder Cameron, Charles Myat,
and Michnel Croney, seamen, and Robert
MeMickael, cook.

The vessel and cargo were worth about
£60,000. The passengers on the Rhynland
took up a collecuion for the wrecked men,
and raised $120.

A PLAGUE PREVENTIVE.

A Consul nt Odessn Dexcribes o llos-
ninn Contrivance,

An Interesting device used by Russian
merchant ships, under orders from the
government, to prevent rats from boarding
vessels in plague Infected ports, Is deserib-
ed in a report from the United States Con-
sul at Odessa, that was made public by
the Stats Department this morning. The
consul snys:

1 saw the other day a curloys device
attached to the mooring cable of a steam-
er, which was loading at this port. The
ecable was run through a plece of iron
pipe about a foot in length, and welded on
the end of the pipe was n flange or funnel
which looked like the end of a trumpet,
with the wide end facing the ship. The
iron pipe was stuffed with oakum to pre-
vont It from slipping, anl also to prevent
rats from passing through It

“This novel construction was qulte closa
to the ship. On enquiring what purpose
this device served, 1 was infdrmed’ that the
Russian authorities furnished these appli-
ances and obliged all ships to use them
whenever they came from a port infected
with the plague, in order to prevent the
rats on the ship from getting on shore. Il
s generanlly conceded that the plague bas
been carried and spread by rats, which
have left ships coming from infected ports,

“It is koown that rats make use of the
cable to go ashore and thiz devlce, with
its fupnel-shaped arrangement, was em-
ployed to prevent such visits. Thene de-
vices are attached Lo ecach cable by which
the ehlp 1z moored. In addition to this
precaution the master of the ship Is ohiig.
cd to tnke down his loading stages every
night and erect them again the following
morning In order to prevent the rats from
getting on shere during the night'”

A Boy Shot While Hunting.
HODGSON, Me., Oct. 10.—Mansfield Me-
Laughlin, cleven years cld, was shot by
his companion, Charlés Goodhue, while
hunting in the woods last night. Me-
Laughlin died within an hour. This is the
sixth fatal shooting In the Maine woods
