Second Session of the National

Conference Held Today.

Eloquent Speech ly the Secretary.

The second session of the National Uni-

tarian Conference was held this morning at
9 o'clock at All Souls' Church, corner of

Fourteenth and L Streets northwest. The
session was largely attended, the church
being filled with delegates.

The first hour was devoted to commun-

ion services, at which Rev. Robert Collyer,

of Xew York, and Rev. Charles Gaines, D.
D., of Boston, officiated. Immediately fol-

lowing the ceremony Senator George F.
Hoar, of Massachusetts, president of the
conference, delivered the address of wel-

come in which he gave utterance to his

views upon expansion. He said in part:
"The seekers of the light are one, and all

who Jove God and man are welcome here.
As to the objection that Unitarianlsm is
liTiilRfinnVilp 1 thnnk find for it- - The hU- -

lnan soul, immortality, God, are likewise
indefinable. Yet se know our own when j

Ae see it. Those who sooth their own sor-
rows by soothing the sorrows of others;
who, when Duty says, 'Thou must, reply,
"I can;' those who prove their patriotism
ly preventing their country fiom going
wrong they may not understand the theo-
logical mystery, but they prize the Ten
Commandments. If we would blot out
"Lnitarianism from the history of this
country, we must efface the names of many
great statesmen, orators, philanthropists,
fcoldiers, and, I may say, nearly all great
poets.

"The difference between Unitarianlsm
and other creeds is less a matter of belief
than a matter of emphasis, and they lay
special emphasis on hope. Man abideth
iu faith, hope, and charity. Hope is the
central figure because without it faith
would be impossible and charity wasted.
Hope believes in the final triumph of faith.
It does not care for a prospect in which
the larger part of mankind is destined to
perish. The literature of a free country-i- s

hopeful, that of despotic countries is
prone to gloom." x

Speaking for himself, he did not believe
In fatalism or in blind force.

He continued: "I believe that nations
must work out their own salvation without
coercion; that free institutions cannot be
given by one people to another, but must
be an indigenous force; that a republic is
greater than an empire; that Washington
was better than Napoleon; that the United
States, when President McKInley was In-

augurated, was better and greater than
any other nation on earth; and that what-v-r

rfouds darken the horizon, tho world
is growing better, that today is better than j

yesterday, and tomorrow better than to-

day."
Senator Hoar's remarks were enthusias-

tically applauded.
Dr. Edward Everett Hale, of Boston, was

next called upon to read the report of the
council. He began by giving a brief his-
tory of the establishment and development
of Unitarianlsm and of the work of the
sect during the first few years in establish-
ing schools and endowing colleges represen-
tative of the Unitarian church. He said
that the increase of the Unitarian church
was especially within the ranks of other
denominations.

"Unltarianifara is often ably proclaimed,"
said he, "from Presbyterian and other or-

thodox churches. An Episcopal bishop onco
said with truth that the congregation of
his own cathedral was made up of Unita-jia- n

cranks. Any church which accepts the
religion of Jesus Christ is entitled to send
Its delegates to this conference. It is a con-
ference unhampered by ecclesiastical lines."

Dr. Hale w ent on to say that the exten-
sion of full and undefiled religion in
the next half century may depend upon
the public utterances of laymen quite as
much as the pulpits of the ordained clergy.

Rev. Samuel A. Eliot, of Boston, the sec-
retary of the American Unitarian Asso-
ciation next delivered a powerful and elo-
quent address in which he urged that the
work of this conference be not performed
in a mere perfunctory manner, but that
it be entered into with spirit and feeling.

He said in part: "See to it that your
association is not merely a desirable ex-
pediency nor an accident of religious his-
tory; not a legal title to a good inherit-
ance nor an assertion of ecclesiastical au-
thority; but that it is a living entit; the
embodiment of a patriotic purpose, the
experience of a moral ideal. Thus only-ca- n

you hopo that your message will have
the energy which will transform your fello-

w-men."

Her bunker
capacity is thirty-tw- o tons of coal. She is
fitted with deck discharging tubes for

Whitehead automobile torpedoes,
and carries a battery of four
rapid fire guns.

THE FEVER AT KEY WEST.

Fifteen Xcw Canon of Yellow Jack
Reported Today.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Oct 17. Key
West today reported fifteen new cases of
yellow fever and no deaths. The total
number of cases to date is 1,190, and the
total numter of deaths 59. Dr. Morsey, as-

sistant State health officer, reports another
suspicious case at Miami. Dr. Porter has
quarantined the place from other parts of
the State, and has forbidden travel to end
from Miami till the case is fully Investi-
gated. He will leave Key West today to
look into the matter for himself.

JACKSON, "Miss., Oct. 17. Fifty business
men have published b card to the public
giving the true fever situation. They deny
that there is an epidemic and see no reason
why refugees should not return. They
show that the death rate from September
1 to October 15 was smaller than for sev-
eral years, being only 2, while for 1898
it was 67. In 1SS7 it was 36, and in 1S9G

28. out of a population of 12,000. These
figures cover deaths from all causes and
of country people who died in the town.

GREAT SALT LAKE DRYING UP.

Irrigation Monopolizing? the "Water
That Supply It.

(From the Chicago Tribune.)
Before another century nears its end the

Great Salt Lake, the mysterious, tldeless
inland sea, cradled 4,000 feet above the
level of oceans, may have disappeared into
air. For three decades its shore line stead-- i
ily has been contracting, its depth contin- -'

ually growing less, until today its ultimate
j destiny is written so legibly that none deny
.the approach. The declaration that the
waters are being wafted into the atmos
phere is no figure of speech. Evaporation
is the foe Avhich in certain course of time,
under prevailing conditions, is going to
transform the vast expanse of water Into
a huge salt plain.

Ages ago. thousands of years, the geolo-
gists say. Great Salt Lake, then a sea cov-

ering the greater part, possibly the whole,
of the great basin, began to subside, but,
strangely enough, the agency which now is
hastening its disappearance is distinctly
of human origin. Of more astonishing pur-
port still, the Mormons, who made the
valley of the Jordan widen from a narrow
strip of green to miles on miles of fields of
unexpected fertility, are themselves the
people who have sacrificed the lake. That
they may'exist, that their rich tracts may
continue to bear, they deliberateely are
cuttitng off the source of fresh water sup-
ply of the mountain sea. Stagnant and
helpless, the lake is coming to lie at the
complete mercy of a pitiless sun.

Not many years ago geographers and
descriptive writers took a fancy to ex-
pressing the belief that the Great Salt
Lake was fed not alone by the four rivers
which empty into it, but by the hidden
springs at the bottom. As Jong as no one
took the trouble to question the asser-
tions they were accepted as facts, and by
many persons are still credited. If there
were springs at intervals along the bed of
the lake it would not matter so much
whether the rivers continued to pour their
contents into the basin, but no springs ex-
ist. They were called into the pages of
textbooks and into the accounts of trav-
elers to explain why the lake is so ex-
ceptionally salt. It sounded much better
to say that nature, by one of its freaks,
had onened up the crust of the earth at
this point and sent volumes of briny water
bubbling forth, something after the style
of geysers and sulphur springs, than to
make the simple statement that the .galt-nes- s,

as with the ocean, was due to the
process of evaporation on a body of water
lacking a drainage outlet, and that its ex-
cess was the consequence of altitude.
Plainly enough, if the inflowing water be
diverted to other uses before it reaches
the lake, there will come a day when the
salt deposit, which Is the result of the long
continued warfare between sun and water,
will stand exposed, its blanket gone.

class of settlers in the arid districts of
North America, have mastered the science
of irrigation. They have been studying
and exnerimentlng for over half a cen-

tury. In all the time since they entered
their promised land they have labored
with the end of making a little water do
the most possible good.

Unfortunately for the Great Salt Lake,
the lessons in economy in the usage or ir-

rigation rivulets have not served to keep
pace with the increase in population, and
the consequent necessity of the continued
reclamation of arid land. All the water
for the irrigation of the Jordan Valley
the Great Salt Lake stake of the Mormon
Church, as it is denominated must come

the rivers which feed the lake. They
are the Jordan Itself, connecting the fresh
water of Utah Lake with the larger body;
Weber River, which has its source in the
foothills of the Utah Mountains, and flows
northward, winding close to Ogden be-

fore it empties into the lake; Ogden-River-
,

a smaller stream, which parallels the
Weber for the latter half of the journey,
and the Bear River, which the
Great Bear Lake at the north.
ti Po.ir Rivp.r is subiect to irrigation

demands of the Gentiles as well as the
Mormons, since more of its course is
through Idaho than Utah, but the Weber
and the Jordan are wholly the Mor-
mon sphere of agricultural influence.
While the Gentiles divide the city papula-

tions of Utah with tho Mormons, they do
not compete with them in the farming dis-

trict's. They own the mines in the moun-
tains, these need no water far irriga-
tion. Hence it Is that the Mormons have
themselves to thank for the lake's re-

cession.
It has come to pass that at the driest

seasons of the year the Weber discharges
but 'a tiny streamlet into the lake. The
Jordan and the Bear both drain lakes,
which in turn are fed by mountain streams;
hence their flows are larger than that of
the Weber, insignificant in com-
parison to what they once were or what
they would be should irrigation ca-

nals and ditches cease to claim their con
tents.

It would seem at first thought that the
fate of Utah Lake would be Identical with

The Federal
Government, Indeed, was seized over ten
years ago with the fear that the lesser
body would be dried up, though no concern
was expressed for the possible effect upon
the saline reservoir it kept filling.

When the Great Salt Lake is gone it will
be missed as a wonder and as a salt fa-
ctoryfor little else. Its waters destroy
vegetation instead of nourishing it. Should
the fresh waters of Utah Lake, however, be
evaporated or disappear into the earth,
thousands of square miles would cease to
be habitable.

GLADSTONE AT DOLUS HILL.
HIb HnbltM In tlie Matter of Church

Attendance, v.

Just at the moment when the residents

in the Wilesden district are awaiting the
issue of the local enquiry .held, by the in-
spector from the local government board
into the expediency of acquiring the Doliis
Hill estate as a public park, "The Wind-
sor" publishes a useful article upon "Doliis
Hill and Its Memories of Mr. ''Gladstone,"
to which Lord Aberdeen contributes some
interesting notes. Here is a. very charac-
teristic story of Mr. Gladstone's habits in
the matter of church attendance. On a
Sunday afternoon friends 'would frequently
drive down from London 16 spend an hour
or two in the grounds. Ltord Spencer and
other distinguished colleagues-- were fre-
quent visitors. About 6 p;om. it would be
discovered that Mr. and --Mrs. Gladstone
had mysteriously disappeare'd.' They had
slipped away to evening -- service, tak'ng
great care to avoid attention, to prevent
the host and hostess being put to the trou-
ble of providing a carriage. When the dis-
appearance was discovered, of course care
would be taken to have a carriage ready
at a convenient spot on the way home,
which was always gladly used.

Another good story is told of a visit to
Doliis Hill by Archbishop "Benson. One
summer the late Archbishop1 of Canterbury
and his wife were Invited by Mr.
and Mrs. Gladstone, who were then stay-
ing partly at Doliis Hill and partly at
Carlton House Terrace. Mr. Gladstone
wrote on Doliis Hill paper, but forgot to
localize the dinner. When the evening
came the Gladstones were ready and wait-
ing for the Archbishop at CarIton House
Terrace, but no Archbishop arrived. Mr.
Gladstone, who was above all things punc-
tual, had his patience sorely tried, and
after waiting till 9 p. m. declared, "I
wouldn't do this for any .man but an Arch-
bishop." Eventually the Bensons arrived,
having driven all the wiy ib Doliis Hill
and back. .

The coverings of short contracts which
was probably the important factor in yes-
terday's rise, was again noted, while, on
the other hand, the extent of the advance
scored then seemed to induce profit real-
izing sales.

The advances begun in the market yes-

terday continued in an excellent way this
morning. During the first hour the entire
list had gained from half a point to a point
over the closing prices of yesterday. Cov-

ering continued and there was some very
good commission buying that showed a sec-

tion of the public at least willing to take
the bull side "under provocation." There
were no particular. features, in tbe trading,
tho grangers, Vanderbilts, Goulds, and oth-
er railway stosks advancing well and also
the industrials. Around 11 o'clock there
was some hesitation and it was impossible
to tell from the general appearance of the
market if there would be a further advance
of moment or more professional backing
and filling for the present. The general
tenor opinion is much more hopeful than
it was a few days ago. The advice of care-
ful people has been quoted in the column
for moie than two weeks now to buy
stocks for a fine advance In prices in the
near future no matter what the temporary
fluctuations in prices may be and the same
people were giving the same advice today.

The money outlook has been distinctly
better this week. Call money rates have
been comparatively easy at 6 per cent and
under all the week, and the prospect is good
that the releasing of gold from the Treasu-
ry will help the banks materially. Money
was offered at 6 per cent with no takers this
morning. It is generally believed that the
bank statements from this time will show
a constant improvement.

Atchison preferred was one of the active
and strong securities this morning. It went
to C3 2 and held Its own during the early
part of the day admirably. There was ap-

parent good buying at all times. The Street
heard gossip to the effect that the Septem-
ber earnings of the company will show
something like $600,000 net and there is
every reason to believe that the record will
be a fine one. Ths general business of the
company is more than making up for some
shortage in the grain freight. St. Paul and
the other grangers were also strong this
morning.

The earnings of the Northern Pacific for
the first week in October show an increase
of $69,611. The gross for the period from
July 1 show an increase of $1,029,561. The
August net earnings of the Missouri, Kan-
sas and Texas were as follows: Gross earn-
ings, 51,100,533; increase, $193,SS1; net
earnings, ?334,796; increase, ?64,361; sur-
plus. $67,997; increase, $63,250; for two
months ending August 31, gross earnings,
$1,972,546; increase, $313,089; net earnings,
$545,231; increase $133,339; deficit, $2S,CC4;

decrease, $131,010.

Brooklyn Rapid Transit advanced early
this morning well above 83, but later went
off again a point or more. Sugar also de-

clined at the same time, and there was a
general fear that the shorts might make
another successful attack on the market
through these two stocks. There is little
possibility that anything of this kind of
importance can happen. The market has
shown this repeatedly in the past three
weeks. Fractional declines occur, but good
buying always Intervenes before any head-
way has been made.

The talk of the city government forcing
Rapid Transit to put its wires underground
is, of course, foolish, as far as any radical
or drastic move in this direction is con-

cerned. It may be decided that the wires
must go under ground, and indeed it seems
certain that this must come in time, but
as an officer of the company said yester-
day the company will undoubtedly be given
years for the great work.

The advance In Great Northern has given
rise to talk of new privileges soon to be
offered the stockholders. The earnings of
the company are also a most bullish ar-
gument.

The Steel and Iron securities were again
strong this morning.

Talk of the excellent condition of the
coal trade seems likely to be --followed
shortly by strength in the shares of the
anthracite coalers.

(From the London Anthcnacum.)

At St. Peter's, Durham, John- - Haward,
saltpetre man, was buried in 1602.

important ingredient in the manufacture of
gunpowder, it was a Crown monopoly-- , and
agents, popularly known as saltpetre men.
were sent all over the country to seek for
it in stables, pigeon cotes, pigsties, and, In-

deed, in almost all other places the soil of
which was supposed to he impregnated
with animal matter.
