Owing to our shortage of poovislons
an the Ohklo we were unable to leive any-
The plight of the people
there certainiy demands immediate atten-
tion."

Thompsou's jurisdiction extends to north-
ern New Jersey. and he said that for two
months be had been watching Crockett.

It iz estimated by Chief Thompson that

#5000 a day bty the use of sicond-hand
slamps In the section of the clty south of
Fulton Street. He says that revenuas
Etampy worth about 350,000 are daily re-
quired In the transactions of that districy
and that 10 per cent of this total is rEps
resented In restored stampa.

“Whenever any one offers stamps for
sale at m greater discount tham 1 per
cent for §100 worth, the person offering
themm and the stamps themselves should be
looked upon with suspicion. The greatest
discount any ane can get is 1 per cent on
$190 woril, which is the mest the Govern-
ment allows™

Chief Thompson said that although the
denominations of revenue stamps varies
from 1-8¢ 1o $1.000, he has never digcovered
euy greater than $50 being discounted. He
said that stamps of the denominations of §1,
$3, $5, and $10 were most offered, and that
the §1 stamps were used with greater fre-
quency by swindlers. For this crime the
penaliy provided for in the Federal statues
is five years In prison and a fine-of $1.000.
Chief Thompeon, as an indication of the
extent to which this swindle was being
carried on, said he had $25,000 in canceled
stamps in his safe.
