Duoring the yoar which endod on
that date 445,744,545 miles were traveled on
these routes, belog 114121562 greater than
the preceding vear, and the lengihs of the
routes in the same period were increased
16,487 miles,
communications from postmasters at New
York, Brooklyn, Bosion, and Phlladelphin
noting the successful operation of the pusu-
matic tube service in those cities, and rec-
ommending its extension to other stations.
