MONEY NEEDED IN CUBA

Planters Say the Problem Is Fizan-
eial, Not Miliiary.

Poor Perople Bandlis Only Becsuse
‘l'her‘ Have No Employment—=The
Sugar Induntry and the Great Prof-
it in =The Devasintion of Es-
tales—Henyy Interesnt om Loans.

Commissioners Evaristo Montalve and
Franclsco Figueras and Secretary B. V. de
Montalvo, jr., Tepresenting the Farmers
and Planters’ Association of Cuba, and whe
presented an address to President MceKio-
ley yesterday, asking him to authorize an
agriculturanl bonk In the island, conversed
freely at the Arlinglen today on the sub.
Jeot of industrial reconstruction.

“Cuba has o mortgaged indebtedness of
$16.000.000," sald Senor Montalve. “This
amount is largely in sugar plantations. The
revolution bug ruised the production of su.
gar, and fo order that It moy be resumed, it
must have. in addition to getting rid of the
Spunish mortgages, suMcient money (o re.
plant and handle the crop.

“That would require from eleven to
twelve million . dollurs, and that is the fi-
rancial problem prescuted to this Govern-
ment agd the judustries here to solve.”

Sepor Montalvo sald the causes of the
revolution liy in the Industrial conditions
hmug‘hx about by the Spaniards,

““f'ne Spanish financial institutions start-
ed a boxcolt .lgnlrm the planters and es-
tablished loans,'” sald he. "The planters
were compelled to discharge their laborers.
The laborers having no earnings were
starving. Into this condition eame Generak
Mart] and his assovintes af the revolution,
The Wle starving people jolned ut opce in
the revolutlon hécause under the fag of the
revolution they could sppropriate what they
needed to sustain Hfe.

“This condition still continues, and the
revolution is therefore till on; but the
mowent the planters can re-cmploy these
men g0 thit they can earn w lvelihood, they
will become good citizens.
