QUEENSTOWN, Cape Colony, Nov. Zh—
Four hundred colonial rebels, including
Mr. Manek, a former magistrate at Barkly,
bave joined the Boers at Barkly.

it is reported that the Boers are march-
ing from Barkly on Dordrecht.

It is feared that there wiil be a goneral
movement in the Quesnstown district in
favor of the Boers,

There is remarkable enthusinem among
the troops over General Gataere's address,
of last Sunday, advising his men to walch
the irregulars, as they understood, the
coun:ry, and to nole what kind of people
they were dealing with. The irreguliars re-
gard the address as a tribute to their use-
fulness, and have had severnl thousand
coples of it printed.

LOXNDON, Nov. 25.—A  despatch from
Esteourt, which was brought by courler 1o
Mooi River. gives a fuller account of the
engngement at Willow Grange. It says:
“A strong foree left Estcourt Wednesday
afternoon. In the evening a naval gun
wias drageed to Lthe top of Lotber's Kop, &
bigh hill five miles to the southward.

“Just before daybreak, Thursday, the
West Yorkshires and East Surreys, who
bad been lyving on the ground all night
during a terrific storm, took Brynbella
Bl at the point of bayonet, the Boers
making o hasty retreat Lo the ridges to the
westward. The Boer gun was not cap-
tured, but thirty prisoners were taken,

“After several hours of stff fighting en
the Ieft flank around Wiliow Grange,” the
mounted infantry went to the reliel of the
exhausted infantry. The paval gun was
useful in shooting across the Boer lines,
but Jid not have the same range as the

Boer gun, which threw sbheils into the
British troops from o distance of ten thou-

FLIPIOS ATFACE DNUS

The Rebels Quickly Withdraw After
Suffering a Sligh. Loss.

Gemneral Otis Reports the Despateh
of Additional Troops Today From
Manila—Surrender of the Chlef In-
surgent Leader In the North of
Negros—A Revival of Buninesas.

General Otis sent (o the War Depariment
today a cablegram tefling of a night attack
made by the Flllpino insurgents at Imus,
fifteen miles south of Maniln, which ree
sulted in the repulse of the rebels.

Three Americans were wounded, and the
insurgents, after having two kitled and one
captured, quickly withdrew. More trocps
were sent from Manila to Imus today to
drive the Insurgents further southward.

The Insurgents on the Island of Negros,
south of Luzon, appear to have ceas=d thelr
resistance, and the rebel leader in the
northern part of the Island has voluntarily
surrendered. The natives have returned to
tha felds and are following sgricultural
pursuits in preference to war. They are
apparently contented and cheerful under
American rule. Reports received show that
more sugar mills are In operption than at
any time since the revolution of the pae
tives against Spain began.
