Tbe Secretary of the Interior on

(.'liippewa Lad Cessions

He Declnrra tbe In VoKne of
Vntlmatlnic and Examining the
L,omber.lrodnclnir Territory De-

fective and Atrnlnat the Interest
of the Indiana nolle! Extended.

The Secretary of the Interior has com-

municated to Congress his views cf the
mked-u- p condition affecting the lands in
Minnesota that have been ceded to the
Chippewa Indians, and the difficulties that
have been experienced relative to the tim-

ber question. He saysr
"The act cf January 14, 1883. made pro-

visions for obtaining the cession of the
greater part of the reservation occupied
by the Chippewa Indians in the State of
Minnesota, for the examination of ceded
lands, for the purpose of classifying them
as cither pine or agricultural lands, and
for tec disposition .of; these two classes of
lands, etc.

"The reservations coming wlhln the pro-
visions of the act were twelve in number.
The aggregate area, of the land therein
subject to disposal was 2.98I.297.9S acres,
valued at' $5,273,010.81. of which on the
30th of September, 1898, as appears from
the annual report of my predecessor,

acres, valued at $944,044.22, had been'
sold. leaving $2,77,118.49 to be disposed
of in the manner prescribed by law.

"Tbe moneys received from time to' time
from the sales of such lands have been de-
posited In the Treasury to the credit of
the Chippewa Indians, and the money re-
ceived from future disposals of the balance
of said lands will in like manner be depos-
ited to the credit of the Indians. ,out of
which, when the funds In the Treasury
from that source reach the sum of

the United States Is, under the act
of January 14. 1889. to be reimbursed for
all moneys advanced to the Indians.

"The examination of the lands required
by the act, which was commenced in April
of 1S98 in the Leech Lake. Cass Lake,- WlnnibiKoshlsh, Mississippi Chippewa, and
m hue Oak Point reservations, was con- - I

tinued. and in February of 1899 the re- - j

examination of four townships In the
White Earth Reservation was authorized.
and as a result of this work a sale of lands
in May of 1899 was under consideration.

"Complaints, however, having been made
from time to time regarding the cutting of
green timber in the logging operations on
the Chi!pewa Indian lauds, and as many
protes's against th; further sal, 5 of the
Chippewa Ian is as not being In the Inter-
ests of Indians were received as t'aere had
been sta.cn.ents filed in favor of the con-

tinuance of logging and such sales, I deem-
ed it advisable to stop all further work ou
these reservation

The I.offBinK Contracts.
"Accordingly, on March 20, 1899, I di-

rected the Commissioner of the General
Land Office to suspend until further notice
all estimating, appraising, examining, and
cutting of timber, and ths sale of the same,
as well as the letting- - of further logging
contracts on the Chippewa Indian lands
in the State of Minnesota, and the sale of
the lands in said reservation; to notify ail
persons employed in connection with the
estimating, appraising, examining, and cut-
ting on the Chippewa lands that
they were furloughcd without pay until
further notice, and 10 take no further step3
looking to the publication of advertise-
ments for tbe sale of lands In the Chippc.
wa reservations, which were contemplated
to be made on the 10th and 15th cf May,
1S99, respectively.

"This order was modified on March 31,
1599. so as not to Interefere with the com-
pletion of the then existing logging con-

tracts. Thereafter, on April 5 and 6, 18S9.
the work of examining the timber was
stopped and the examiners left the field.

"The act of March 1. 1899, making ap-

propriations for the Indian service during
the fiscal jear 1900, provides, among other
things, that:

" "The Secretary of the Interior Is hereby
authorized and directed to cause an inves-
tigation by an Indian inspector and a spe-

cial Indian agent of the alleged cutting of
green timber under contracts for cutting
"de-- and down" on the Chippewa ceded
and diminished reservations iu the State
of Minesota, and also whether the p:e:-e- nt

plan of estimating and examining tim-
ber on said lands and sale thereof is the
best that can be devised for protection of
the Interests of said Indians; and also in
his discretion to suspend the further es-

timating, appraising, examining, and cut-
ting of timber, and the sale of the same,
and also suspend the sale of the lands In
said reservation.'

Ilutr Estimates Were Mnde.
"The investigation conducted by the of-

ficers designated for ths purpose under
the statute disclosed the fact that the sys-

tem in vogue of estimating and examining
timber on the Indian lands was defective,
and not in the Interest" of the Indians; that
gross frauds had beet, perpetrated under
the contracts fof cutting dead and down
timber, and that the contractors had been
compelled to pay by way of compromise for
timber unlawfully cut by them under coer
of their contracts the sum of 155,748.47.

"This money was turned over to the In-

dian agent to be deposited in the Treasury
for the benefit of the Chippewa Indians
generally. The result of this investiga-
tion demonstrated tbe wisdom cf the
course pursued by the department in stop-
ping further work on this reservation, as
being in the interest of.the Indians.

"During the course of this investigation

public notice was given that such sale
would take place on the 1st day of Novem-
ber, 1S93; that no settlement nor rights
whatever could be obtained upon any of
tho lands included in tue act. of. January
14, 1SS9, except as to the lands formerly
embraced within the Red Lake Reservation
that had been offered for sale, and warned
all persons' not to go upon said lands for
any purpos'e whatever; and that all persons
found upon said lands would bo dealt with
as intruders and trespassers.

"As advertised, the lands embraced In the
north half of section 15, known as tbe Cass
Lake town site, and embracing an area of
231 2 acres, were sold, the cash, receipts
therefrom being $17,994, or more than

In excess of the assessed valuation ot
$1,684.33.

More Timber Cut.
"The logging operations on the reserva-

tion, authorized by. the act of June 7, 1897
(30 Stat., 90), were resumed in August.

ANOTHER SMALLPOX PATIENT.

The officials of the Health Office discov-

ered a new- - case of smallpox among the
suspects confined in the detention
of the smallpox hospital ibis morning.
The patient is Hezeklah Galtney and he
was received at the camp last night. Gaff-ne- y

was one of the inmates of the house
at 736 Tenth Street northwest and was ad-

vised to go to the detention camp on De-

cember 5 when the first case of smallpox
was discovcied la the Tenth Street house.
He preferred to stay at home, however.
His room was near that of Mary Wilson,
who was admitted to the hospital yester-
day.

The Health Office Inspectors state that
they used all the persuasion in their pow-

er to obtain the 'consent of the inmates of
tbe house to go to the detention camp
when tbe disease was first discovered.
Xcne of them would go. however, ind as
a result they will have to spend another
period of sixteen days within doors. Yes-
terday the chief Inspector visited the place
and again advised the inmates to go to the
detention camp. The consent of all of
the men was obtained, but the women re-

fused to go. Gaffney was oie of the men
to be removed and his ease developed in
the camp. The disinfection of the house
will conclude today.

READY TOR THE INTERMENT.

Arrangements for Ilurylnfi; the
Maine's Dead Complete.

Mr. Allen, Assistant Secretary of the
Navy, has completed the arrangements for
the burial of the Maine dead at Arlington.

It is probable that the ceremonies will
take place Thursday, December 23.

The Texas left Havana yesterday and is
expected to arrive at Hampton Roads next
Tuesday, when the remains will be brought
to Rossiyn station on a special train and

hauled in wagons to the site ot interment.
They will be placed In tents, each casket
being wrapped in an American flag. A

marine guard will be on duty at the graves,
day and night, until the interment.

The ceremonies atjthe grave will be very
simple, consisting of prayer, followed by
music by the Marine Band, and possibly a
short address by a speaker to be chosen
later. A stand for the President, Cabinet,
and other distinguished guests will be
erected near the graves.

Father Chidwick, tbe chaplain who su-

perintended the disinterment of the bodies
at Hava'na, has been instructed to prepare a
list for Identifying the bodies as nearly as
possible, and each grave will be marked
with a headstone.

NEW SOUTH WALES FRIENDLY.

Anierlenn Manufactures Grow In
Pnpnlnrlty There.

Goods of American manufacture are
growing In fat or in New- - South Wales.
United States Consul F. W. Godding, at
New Castle, writes the State Department
on the subject, as follows:

"I am making cverj" effort to introduca
Americas-manufacture- d goods into this
consular district. A few-- years ago, no
American manufactures could be seen In
this city, hut now they are displayed in the
various shop windows and are well liked.
Some time ago I arranged to have a speci.
men, shotgun sent here, having given the
best bank references. A sale of perhaps
thirty of the highest-price- d guns might
have been made if the specimen had been
sent and had proven to be as represented,
but it neevr came.

"At another time I sent an order for
about i 1,200 worth of rubber goods to an
American firm, but my letter remains un-

answered. An order for 500,000 envelopes
remains open, because the manufactur-ers-hav- e

failed to reply to letters addressed
to them. It Is decidedly disheartening for
consuls who are trying their best to bring
American goods to the attention of local
business men to find their efforts fail be-

cause of the lack of interest at home. It is
all the more discouraging when the main
portion of letters received by consuls are
enquiries made by these firms, who later
fail to second our efforts. Even as it is.
tbe increase in the amount of United
States goods sold here is something enor-
mous, but It "might be much more. It there
is" any way of letting our exporters know
that consular officers would like to hate
their suggestions followed up, the consular
service would be still more valuable to tbe
business interests ot the United States than
It now is."
