pfoperty la Soutboaet Washington

Tbe original proceedings were instituted
in January 1S97 and were in the form el
a petition for Injunction asked for by John
G Oeser and William J Downey who
complained that the defentdaat was about
to erect a certain oil tank on te pr
for the storage of oils and jgaeolino Tbe
petitioners being property owners r the
neighborhood of the plant of the Standard
Oil Company alleged that the oils hich
it was believed the company intended to
store in the new task were inflammable
combustible and dangerous aad liable to
explode at any time through the careless-
ness of the employee of tbe defendant and
so destroy the property of the

It was also alleged that noxious
gases odors and vapor were generated
by tbe oils stored by the defendant Lad
the health happiness and safety of the
families of the petitioners was destroyed
by fear of an explosion-

A number ot affidavits signed by resi-
dents and property owners in the vicinity
of the premises of the Staudarl Oil Com-
pany corrobating the allegations set forth
v ere also filed in support of tilt petition

ENi TuKlittittoii 1reimr-

ln ti Spcclnl Bvhllilt for Them
The childrens room in the Smithsonian

Institution te being renovated and
anti in about a months will

be ready for tile amusement and instruction
of tbe little ones The idea ot an exhibit
devoted entirely for the benefit of children
originated with Prof S P Langley Secre-
tary of the Smithsonian Institution about
four years ago During this period Prof
Langley has Interested himself In the le
suits of his project and a fojv weeks since
determined to make some improvements in
the room and its exhibits

The windows of the room which is situ
ated directly opposite the main entrance of
the building have been enlarged and It
will hereafter be one of the best lighted
and most cheerful apartments in the
building The walls will be attractively
decorated In fresco and the cases which
were of the same size as those in tLe
other parts of tbe building have been
changed for ones more suitable to the
height of the little visitors The labels ot
the collection will also be made more
adaptable and interesting to children
There will also be a few changes made in
the collection itself which le chiefly
ornithological and comprises those denl
zeus of the earth tea and air which
chiefly atrikr juvenile imaginations These
changes have not as yet however been de-
cided by Prof Langley but thor wilt con-

sist mostly of supplementary illustrations
of the existing collection such as graphic
representations of the habits of certain

or birds either by colored prints or
the stuffed animals themselves arranged in
groups with the proper surroundings
illustrating their native abode methods of
procuring food rearing young etc

Such birds as the albatross the pelican
and the penguin will come in for their fuM
share of notice and there will probably be
some rare varieties of the latter species
owing to the splendid specimens acquired
through recent Antarctic exploration The
gigantic crocodile will perhaps occupy as
formerly the most conspicuous poeition in
the exhibit and the aquariums of gold and
silver fish will still be an attractive feat-
ure

substitution of a colid wall for the open
doorway in the rear On the whole the
little folks will feel upon their next visit
to this room that their comfort and con-
