The SuroopIinKUH to Ho EreoTrinity Clmrcliyiird

The special committee of the American
Society of Mechanical Engineers appointed
to raise funds to erect a sarcophagus for
the remains of Robert Fulton has now in
bank the sum of 1290 The amount need-
ed is about 3000 The balance required
It is confidently expected will be contrib-
uted by members of the society within the
noxt three or four months so that
tomb may be prepared during the summer
and the ceremonies of interment and dedi
cation take place during the annual meet-
ing of the society In December

Fultons remains now lie in the Living-
ston vault In Trinity Church The sarco-
phagus which will receive them is to be
erected close to Rector Street opposite the
middle of the church It will be a plain
granite reseptacle with
more than the name Fulton on the side
toward the street in letters large enough-
to be easily read by passersby while an
Inscription on the other side will recite tho
facts of the erection of the sarcophagus by
the society

trated monograph on Fulton for publica-
tion by the Its Illustrations and
descriptions will include all known memo-
rials ot richest collection of
which is in possession of tho society

Dr Scheele returned to his in
Woodbridge N J about 1 oclock yester
day morning lie went to bed Immedlatel
and has remained there ever since Ills
condition is now such as to cause his
friends some uneasiness though he is
cheerful as usual and suit insists that in

To allay the anxiety of some of his
friends he consented last night to be exam-
ined by Dr T W Sill andDr W B Hoag
land physicians of experience They gave
considerable time to their examination
Their report was to the effect that they
found marked symptoms of mercurial poi-

son

better soon and that he should
begin to mend

i result of the mercury in the compound and

that lIe is firm In his original contention
