roencemeat of the work of the Commis-
sion that one of the larger topics certain to
engage its catlyattCTittoti wottW be that
concerning the relations of Industrial com
blaattons popularly known as truata to
the labor Industry and welfare of the
country To enter on this enquiry the
Commission found It necessary to suspend
in great measure its enquiries en tb were
general line and as the questions covered
the syllabi or the four aubcommitsiows the
special lines ot work they had originally
mapped out for themselves also bees
interrupted for six or seven months

The first positive atep taken toward the
enquiry was the engagement by a resolu-
tion adopted at the meeting of February
15 1899 of Prof J W Jenks of Cornell
University Ithaca who had won interns
tkmal reputation among trust economists
to digest the State and Federal laws and

decisions thereunder with relation to
trusts and combinations sad the facts sat
testimony already public regarding them
on the part of the commission The range
of his work was enlarged as tIme enquiry
went along and he was retained to stat
out the plan of procedure to point out the
directions the investigations should pur-
sue to select and question the witnesses
and to suggest features for the prelim
inary and final reports

The proper commencement of such an
investigation presupposes a definite un-
derstanding as to the character and scope
ot the subject to be and the Com-

mission laid the foundation with this defi-
nition

The investigation of trusts or indus-
trial combinations by the Industrial Com-

mission will include any or all Individuals
firms corporations or combinations that
front any cause whether control of pat-
ents favors of transportation companies
large capital or otherwise may apparently
so prevent or regulate or attempt so to
prevent or regulate competition and pro-
duction that they can Qx the price ot their
products for the whole or part of a market
with little or no reference to acts of exist
ing competitors or to the cost of produc
tion and distribution-

It was time first essential of the inves-
tigation that it should be impartial sod
thorough and that light from all sources
and every interest and all sIdes should be
thrown on it To that end the insertion In
