A Large Decrease in the Death Hn e-

Durlnjr the Week
The deaths that occurred in the District

during the past week were 13 per cent less
than In the preceding week They num-

bered 94 as against 108 of which 54 were
of white and 40 colored persons The an
nual death rate declined consequently
from 1967 per thousand of the whole popu
lation to 17 that for the whites falling to
1415 and for the colored to 2336 The mor
tality from acute lung diseases fell from
15 to 10 front heart diseases from 17 to
13 and from affections of the brain and
nervous system from 1C to 12 while that
from consumption rose from 10 to 13
There was 1 fatal case ot diphtheria 1 of
measles and 2 of typhoid fever
